1. Invocation – Kimberly Bryant

2. Open 2014-2015 Fire/EMS Budget for Necessary Adjustments

a. Brad reviewed his proposed adjustments.  He feels as though they will have money left over if things are normal for the last month.   Only adjustments proposed are to reflect the two leases that were approved this fiscal year.  The Ambulance/Extrication Equipment and the Wild Land Fire Truck/Equipment.  They received a Wildland Grant and used it to purchase personal fire tents.  
b. Public Hearing – Tim opened the meeting up to the Public for comment.  There were no comments made.  Tim closed the public hearing.
c. Kimberly made the motion to approve the proposed adjustments to the 2014-2015 Fire/EMS budget.  Mark seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.

3. Open 2014-2015 Police Budget for Necessary Adjustments

a. Brian reviewed his proposed adjustments.  He feels very confident that there will be money to purchase the personal body cameras that have been discussed in previous meetings; and a secondary weapon (rifle) for each officer.  There also needs to be reflected in the budget the lease money received for the 5 vehicles purchased.  Because of some extra grant money for DUI involvement; not hiring a full time officer when stated and the lower fuel costs Brian is proposing that Alpine and Highland be given a refund.  Highland would receive approximately $25,000 and Alpine $15,000.  Discussion ensued regarding the type of body cameras that the Chief had selected.
b. Public Hearing – Tim opened the meeting up to the Public for comment.  There were no comments made.  Tim closed the public hearing.
c. Mark made the motion to approve the proposed adjustments to the 2014-2015 Police budget.  Kimberly seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.

4. Approve Special Use Permit with U.S. Forest Service for Emergency Phone at Tibble Fork – Brad gave the board a brief history of the Emergency Phone and their plans to put a memorial plaque honoring the College Student, Ashley Cox, who died there after an avalanche, covered her.  The department has worked hard to get this phone to be a reality.  With the approval of the permit and a onetime lease payment of $450 the phone will be installed sometime in September.  Gary made the motion to approve the permit with the U.S. Forest Service for the Emergency Phone at Tibble Fork in American Fork Canyon.  Mark seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous. 

5. Approve Minutes of April 16 and Work Session on May 21, 2015 – Gary made the motion to approve the minutes as presented for April 16, 2015.  Kimberly seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.  Brian wanted a correction made to the May 21st minutes.  Gary made the motion to approve the corrected minutes.  Kimberly seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.

The Board discussed the future meeting schedule and the Utah County proposal to use Everride as an emergency contact system.  The Board requested that a committee be formed to discuss this issue before each city signs an agreement with the County.  Also Brian requested that a meeting be set up to discuss the forming of a true district.
