1. Kathryn Rigby asked the Newton Youth Council to conduct an opening ceremony.

2. The June 2015 minutes were approved as written.

3. Newton Youth Council Update by Kylee Woodward. The Newton Youth Council had 42 youth attend their party on June 12. Kylee explained it was a fun time and they handed out applications for the youth council. Kylee discussed upcoming parades the youth council will participate in. The youth council plans to sell scones at the town celebration.

4. Town Celebration Update. Dee Dee Anderson read an email from Zach Larsen about the veteran’s monument. The monument is being finished and he would like to make sure the site is ready for installation. Clair Christiansen explained that Bob Bartlett will help with the crane. Dee Dee discussed the schedule of events for the celebration. The veteran’s memorial dedication ceremony was discussed. Clair Christiansen will arrange to borrow bleachers from Clarkston. John Griffin asked about the electrical updates in the pavilion. The work hasn’t been completed yet. They have backup generators if needed. Carrie Milligan explained that the youth council will help at the mud pit for crowd control. Water restrictions for the mud course and foam for the celebration was discussed. Matt Phillips will monitor water use in case it should be canceled but it should be fine.

5. Outstanding Citizen Nomination – Councilmembers read a nomination.
Clair Christiansen asked Deputy Batt to speak. Deputy Batt explained that they will have two deputies for the town celebration parade. Deputy Batt explained that they have been patrolling 400 West the last two weeks and there has been a problem with speeding and they have been issuing citations. The youth council was excused from the meeting.

6. Water Restrictions – postponed until Jed Woodward arrives.

Clair Christiansen read a letter from Cache Development Services about helping with the County wide trail system. A proposed fee schedule of $657 for Newton annually would help pay the salary of a person coordinating countywide trail system. The trail system was discussed. Clair Christiansen asked for opinions from council members on the proposal. Kathryn explained that she would like more information on what Newton would get from this. Matt Phillips explained that he thinks it is a great idea to have a person oversee and look at a countywide system as a whole. He would like to see connectivity.

7. Council Member Reports – Clair Christiansen reported that animal control has issued a lot of citations recently. 
Matt Hansen reported that he has ordered metal doors for the pavilion. He has arranged to have Greg Phillips put in headers for them then the company will install the doors.
Clair Christiansen reviewed the budget that we could probably spend $500 to $2,000 for the veteran’s memorial flag pole and cement. Different ideas for the monument were discussed. John Griffin suggested focusing on cement and flag pole for the monument. Then add something else to make it look nice later. Matt Phillips asked what height the flag pole should be ordered. It was decided to order a 30 foot flagpole.

Jim and Heidi Hodgson arrived and asked to speak to about the Daughters of Utah Pioneers cabin. Heidi gave historical information about the cabin. Heidi reviewed how the DUP will pay for the cabin renovations and insurance and just ask the town to maintain the grounds around it. Heidi read letters received from the LDS church regarding land donation for the cabin. Heidi reviewed how the initial land donation request was denied. At that time the DUP modified their request for a 50’ x 50’ area for a lot line adjustment. Heidi reviewed all correspondence back and forth with the LDS church. Clair Christiansen explained the correspondence he has received from the LDS church which was with different people and a different proposal from the LDS church. Matt Phillips suggested placing the actual land donation proposal on the agenda for the council members to discuss and vote on. It was decided to review the minutes on what was discussed previously about the cabin in town council.
Kathryn Rigby turned time over to Sarah Rigby to discuss the Libraries’ luau fundraising dinner. Sarah explained they grossed around $2,050 which does not include previous donations. With expenses they estimate they made around $1,500. The library would like to make it an annual thing. Kathryn explained that they had a lot of out of town support for the dinner. Sarah explained the library has a new program with a reading therapy dog once a week to listen to kids read. The children will sign up to read to the dog to help improve their reading skills. The library is currently getting ready for the Friday night dinner for the town celebration and will coordinate with the fire department. Clair will forward to Sarah some fundraising information he received. Kathryn has spoken to Debbie McKnight to schedule her band for a concert in the park and has not heard back yet.
Clair asked Terri Stapley to review RAPZ funding we have received. Terri explained reimbursements and that we have received the population based funding that we plan to use for the park.
Matt Phillips discussed water usage. Matt Phillips read water tank levels each day for the last two weeks of June. Matt Phillips discussed that the biggest water use occurs on the weekend. Matt feels we are using average water but we are only receiving 200 gallons/minute from our springs right now. This makes the tank have a hard time recovering and the tank is down to about 350,000. Matt Phillips doesn’t think we need to stop all outside watering yet. But Matt Phillips feels there are residents using water inefficiently and the town should look at restricting outside watering. Clair Christiansen reported that he has spoken with the water master for Newton Water Users secondary water and the culinary is not spilling into secondary and discussed fields in town that are being watered. The dam is at 33% capacity. Clair would like water education in the newsletter. Matt Phillips discussed having a green, yellow, red system. Where red would be when the tank is down to 200,000 gallons and all outside watering is stopped. The council discussed increasing water overage cost. Clair Christiansen explained he would like to put water level information in the newsletter and explain we are in drought conditions and make necessary changes. The next step will be to limit outside watering to once a week and then to gardens only. (Jed Woodward arrived at 9:25). The water restriction system was discussed. Green is limiting outside watering to not more than twice a week 6-10 am or pm, yellow at 300,000 gallons in tank is to limit outside watering to once a week or not water on a designated day to refill tank. Matt Phillips discussed and read the notice from Utah division of Drinking Water that Big Birch spring tested for under direct influence of surface water. 
The test was conducted 30 days ago after heavy rains. None of our water system tests have been bad but their test at the source showed possibility of contaminant. Because of our current chlorine levels and the amount of time the chlorine is in the water before the first water meter we meet all criteria for safe treatment. However, additional testing must be completed and the official notice must be posted and mailed to all water system users. A plan to fix the problem must be submitted within 30 days to the Division of Drinking Water and then it must be fixed within 18 months. Additional water testing was discussed, as well as, springs and water lines.
Jed Woodward reported that chip seal on streets will begin on Monday. John Griffin asked about closing Center Street during the veteran’s memorial dedication. Jed Woodward has signs and will close it off.
The bench for the veteran’s memorial was discussed and approved to purchase and the flag pole.

The regular meeting was closed to vote on Outstanding Citizen. Town Council members and Terri Stapley and Karla Ferguson were in attendance.

The meeting was adjourned.
