PUBLIC BUSINESS

Request for Sponsorship of Uintah Basin Orchestra and Choir - Mr. Boyd Edwards:
Boyd Edwards, who is currently the president of the Uintah Basin Orchestra and Choir,
will be at the Council meeting to give an update regarding the UBOC activities and
upcoming Christmas concert in December. The Council served as a sponsor for UBOC last
year and provided a $3000 sponsorship contribution. 1 have budgeted that same
contribution in the budget this year. Mr. Edwards will provide an update regarding the
success of UBOC and future plans.

Request for Sponsorship of Annual Halloween Mayor’s Walk and Breakfast with
Santa events - Uintah Recreation District - Shauna Jo Eves (7:30 pm): Ms. Eves will
be at the Council meeting to, once again, report on these two activities which the City
Council has sponsored since their beginnings. The City has provided $1200 for the Mayors
Walk and $700 for the breakfast with Santa activity.

Tri-County Health Medical Van Program - Jordan Mathis: Mr. Mathis with the Tri-
County Health District will be at the Council meeting to give an update regarding this
medical van that has been previously funded through Tri-County Health, but is no longer
funded because of lack of funding from the Health Department. Councilmember Clark
asked about this program and wanted to have a little more information on how it has
previously been funded and what it will take to fund it again.

Uintah Energy By-Pass Roadway Discussion - Rebecca Boren: Ms. Boren, who is the
owner of Little Bs, has asked to come before the Council to provide her opinion regarding
the Uintah Energy By-Pass Roadway that is a project of the Uintah Transportation District
and supported by the Uintah County Commission. On Tuesday, September 1, a meeting
will be held for the County Commission to receive input from local business owners who
do have concerns regarding the by-pass and how such a project could potentially affect
commerce in the downtown Vernal area.

Submission of Funding Request to the Community Impact Board for Water & Sewer
System Improvements: This is the time that has been designated for a hearing associated
with a funding application to be made to the Community Impact Board for water and sewer
improvements to the City system. The water improvements include the radio read meter-
reading program that was discussed during our budget meetings this year. It is estimated that



the cost of the program would be around $520,000 to have 3800 water meters changed to the
radio read application.

The sewer system improvements consist of the relining of approximately 17,000 lineal feet of
sewer line in the City. The estimated cost of this project is $1.4 million dollars. In total, we
are looking at funding from the Community Board for $1.9 million dollars. I would likely
ask for half grant-half loan for these two projects, with a zero percent interest loan, over 30
years. I will provide additional information regarding this application. We anticipate making
the presentation to the CIB November, December or January.

POLICY & LEGISLATION

The Public Safety Committee, then, would review
those from time to time in determining appropriate measures or changes that need to be made
if necessary. Because of the frequency and number of changes of these policies and
procedures that are submitted to the City from Lexipol, it was felt that it would not be
practical for the City Council as a body to have to review these every time it happens.
Rather, letting the Public Safety Committee review them as needed was felt would be the
more reasonable approach.

ORDINANCE NO. 2015-21

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE VERNAL CITY MUNICIPAL CODE, SECTION
9.01.030 - POLICE DEPARTMENT RULES AND REGULATIONS.

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that the police department needs to follow recognized
policies and procedures orderly enforcement of laws within the City, and;

WHEREAS, the City Council deems it to be in the best interest of the health, safety and

welfare of the citizens to incorporate the following changes to the provisions of the Vernal City
Code, and;

WHEREAS, the City Council has received input from the public at large in duly noticed
open meeting, and has considered and discussed the advantages and disadvantages of such

regulation.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF VERNAL CITY, UTAH AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Section 9.01.030 is hereby amended to read as follows

9.01.030 Rules and regulations.

The Chief of Police shall-make

SECTION A. REPEALER. All former ordinances or parts thereof conflicting or inconsistent
with the provisions of this ordinance or of the code are hereby repealed.

SECTION B. SEVERABILITY. The provisions of this ordinance shall be severable and if any
provision thereof or the application of such provision under any circumstances is held invalid and
it shall not affect the validity of any other provision of this ordinance or the application in a
different circumstance.

SECTION C. EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance shall take effect the day after publication
the  dayof 2015.
