Urban Deer - New Problem:
· SLC area - Bountiful and Highland
· Cache County – Clarkston and North Logan

North Logan City issues:
· Safety (roads, cars)
· Eating shrubs, plants, flowers
· Excessive fecal matter on lawns (grandchildren playing)
· Tics
In the past, received calls from people willing to take deer (for meat) if city has to euthanize deer after car crash.  Legally, North Logan City could not turn over deer (even dead) to anyone, but referred them to the DWR.

Winter 2013/2014
· Submitted a plan to DWR to trap, relocate and euthanize deer.  One requirement is to estimate the current population and identify the desirable population.  North Logan submitted the following:

· Plan returned Feb 2014.  Rejected for killing deer that year, approved to trap and translocate.
· Trapped 30 deer in about 30 days, with apples (Feb/March)

8/19/15
DWR informed Chief Hawkes/North Logan City deer identified with Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD) in Liberty.  Automatically, a 30 mile radius is drawn from there and NO deer may be translocated to/from that area.  That radius reaches parts of North Logan, thus North Logan is forbidden to translocate deer until further notice.

That directive effectively benefits North Logan.  Translocating is time consuming and expensive.

2015/2016 season, North Logan plans to:
· In September/October, put out a ‘Mineral Lick’ to lure deer.  They will euthanize ALL (hopefully capturing the summer population). They will issue a tag (like hunters) with the deer:
· First, to those on their list (Nolan has been collecting, Chief Hawkes did not know the length);
· Second, to Horlacher’s Meat, with $86 for processing, then donate to Food Pantry (until North Logan’s budget runs out).
· In November/December, trap and euthanize does and fawns; release the Bucks (possibly winter population) 

Basically, there are Two Steps:
1.	Submit Application to DWR, with estimates on number of deer.
2.	If approved, submit a Plan to DWR detailing reasoning, timing, and methods.

Chief Hawkes’ suggested direction for Hyde Park:
1. Complete and submit an application to the DWR (COR) now.
2. Watch North Logan this season.  If Application approved, create a written plan to submit to the DWR.  The DWR now provides an outline to write a plan.  (Again, this is new territory for the DWR, too.)
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]If Plan approved, the DWR comes in person, does hands-on training for our personnel (could be city staff, public works, volunteers).  DWR teaches how to set traps, interact with and handle the deer, and if applicable, translocate and release them.
