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The Hyde Park City Planning Commission meeting began at 7:00 p.m. conducted by Chairman Mark Lynne.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Reed Elder made a motion to approve the Minutes, as is, from the Planning Commission meeting held July 15, 2015.  Mark Lynne seconded the motion. Mark Lynne, David Zook, Reed Elder, Mark Hurd and Melinda Lee voted in favor.

CITY COUNCIL REPORT
Sharidean reported:
1. Joint meeting with North Logan City Council
2. Hyde Park Council advised against annexing property into North Logan.  
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]A citizen requested a fence built behind the police station.

MILLARD AND TAYLOR COMMERCIAL SUBDIVISION PRELIMINARY PLAT
Discussed the Preliminary Plat submitted by Arthur Taylor to subdivide the property at 63 West 3700 North into three lots.  Millard and Taylor complied with all requests from the LUA.  Reed made a motion to approve the Preliminary Plat contingent upon City Council passing the “Modified 66’ Road Standard” in that area; else Millard and Taylor will submit a new Preliminary Plat in accordance with current code and ordinance.  David Zook seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, David Zook, Reed Elder, Mark Hurd and Melinda Lee voted in favor.  

PUBLIC HEARING FOR DAVID HULL GARAGE
No one attended so the hearing was opened and closed without comment. Discussed Hull’s property and past issues, including adjacent lot designated as “Open Space”.  For the current garage application, the setbacks meet the Class B requirements. Reed Elder made a motion to approve the Special Use Permit submitted by David Hull for a 24’ X 24’ detached two-car garage at 90 East 900 South in an agricultural (A1) zone on a one acre lot.  Mark Lynne seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, David Zook, Reed Elder, Mark Hurd and Melinda Lee voted in favor.  

SECONDARY WATER SHARES TRANSFER
Mark Hurd wanted clarification before preparing a draft for review.  He asked:
1. Should all secondary water shares be converted to culinary water shares?  That would not change demand on the culinary system.  (ie. Greystone residents, Melinda Lee..)  He also noted canals need enough “flow” to push water through the canal.  
2.  Should the city pay for extra water shares or require them deeded to the city as part of development costs?  

David Zook noted:
1. Developers required to deed water shares to the city do not necessarily come from local canal companies.  
2. If developers provide secondary water they should have to donate less to the city.
3. The developer should give shares equal to future culinary demand for the property.
4. The State has a formula to calculate use and reasonable contribution.
5. Nibley City budgets to purchase water shares every year.
6. We need to approve a Water Conservancy District.
7. The future of water is ‘black water’ (from toilets) and ‘Gray water’ (from showers, sinks) to water our lawns.
David asked, does our current Impact Fee Schedule include the cost of water use (beyond infrastructure costs)?  He recommends having the cost of water use NOT be part of our Impact Fees; put the responsibility on the developer to provide water shares/rights.  Mark Hurd agreed we need to re-evaluate our impact fees.

Sharidean said if there are extra water shares beyond culinary and secondary needs, the city should have first right of refusal.

The amount of water in a “Share” varies from one canal company to another.

Reed noted some developers buy property and do not know/care about water shares.  They simply ‘pass through’ the property to future owners.  Sometimes landowners hold back water shares when they sell the property.

Mark Hurd will attend the Cache County Republican Women’s lunch featuring Bob Fotheringham (promoting a Water Conservancy District) on September 1.  Melinda will make sure all Council and Commission members are invited.  Mark will also meet with the canal company then prepare a draft for our meeting September 2, 2015.

URBAN DEER MANAGEMENT 
Commission continued discussion regarding urban deer management.  We missed the August deadline to put anything into effect this year.  We will watch North Logan and drop the item off our agenda until further direction from the City Council.  

MODERATE INCOME HOUSING PLAN
Quickly reviewed Mark Lynne’s Moderate Incoming Housing Plan for Hyde Park City.  Continued to next meeting.
