Commission Chair Lynn Ingram called the meeting to order at 8:00 p.m. 

Minutes:
Commissioner Newton made a motion to approve the minutes of July 1, 2015 as written. Commissioner Stringer seconded the motion. The vote to approve the minutes of July 1, 2015, as written, was unanimous.

Jeff Kay Accessory Building Permit
Jeff Kay has made application for an Accessory Building Permit for Jason Llewelyn at 722 S. 67 West. The plans have been approved by the Mona City Building Inspector. The setbacks on the plot map will need to be adjusted to reflect a 19 foot setback, instead of the current 17 feet, so that the drip line will be 5 feet from the property line. 

Commissioner Stringer made a motion to forward the Accessory Building Permit application, with the adjusted setback, to the City Council with a positive recommendation. Commissioner Newton seconded the motion. The vote of the Commission was unanimous in favor of a positive recommendation.

Marlin Park – Zoning Inquiry
Marlin Park addressed the commission. He inquired about the possibility of building a duplex in Mona City boundaries. The commission informed Mr. Park that the ordinances at this point exclude any multi-family housing. Mr. Park inquired if he could divide property he owns in Mona into three lots to sell, or if that would require going through the subdivision process. The commission advised Mr. Park that if he split the acreage into 2 lots it could be a simple lot split. A split into more than 2 lots would require applying for a subdivision. Mr. Park also inquired about the subdivision process. The commission informed him of the process and gave him the application for a simple lot split and a subdivision. Mr. Park can reschedule a meeting with the Commission when he decides what he would like to do with the property.

Blair and Janae Kay – Survey/Boundary Inquiry
The parents of Blair Kay own property next to a lot in High Meadows subdivision where a home is under construction. The Kays feel the survey and lot lines are in error, and that Kert Stevens, who is building on the lot in High Meadows, was erroneously sold 8 feet of their parents’ property.  The commission advised Mr. and Mrs. Kay that the commission has no jurisdiction over this issue, which would have originated when the High Meadows Subdivision was approved. The commission further advised the Kays that, as a boundary dispute, it is a civil matter. 

Commissioner Ingram advised the Kay’s to meet with all land owners involved and try to find a solution. Mrs. Kay expressed concern that no one was checking on the contractors of subdivisions and it was creating problems. The Commission explained that the public meeting help prior to approval for any subdivision, is the protest period. After this protest period, any dispute of subdivision survey lines becomes a civil matter. 



Adjournment
Commissioner Newton made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:50 pm. Commissioner Stringer seconded the motion. The vote to adjourn the meeting, at 8:50 pm was unanimous.
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
