3.  Approval of minutes
Approval of minutes for the Business Meeting of July 1, 2015:

4.  Financial Reports
a.  Approval of bills – (check #’s 3649-3661) total amount:  $13,278.52.  OMWC payments to LPID for services rendered: (check #1976) total amount $2,696.10.  Motion:  Mitch, Seconded:  Brady, In favor:  5, Opposed:  0, Motion carries.
b. Budget Report – The depreciation shouldn’t be 100%.  Keith will check with Natalie on that.
c. Balance Report – Everything looks good.  We should receive $5,500.00 this month in accounts receivable.
d. LPID funds transfer authorization – HWCU checking accounts are within balance guidelines so we won’t make any transfers at this time.
e. Procedures Engagement – revenues and expenditures (We went over 14 sub-headings.
f. ULGT Refund – Liability program dividend refund $213.92.
g. Amend 2015 Budget – There will be a draft of the amended 2015 budget ready for September’s Business Meeting.  2016 budget draft will be reviewed in October’s Business Meeting.



5. Resolution No:  2015-3 (LPID Reserve Calculation Worksheet)
Lake Point Improvement District (“the district”) may impose a reasonable annual standby fee as determined in the Reserve Rate Study completed by Zion’s Bank Public Finance based on non-operational expenses and depreciation of assets as listed in the district’s annual audit report.  1.  Upon unused parcels or property not commenced receiving services whether the impact fees were prepaid or issued credits.  2.  To collect revenue upon Saddleback’s unused treatment impact fee credits to finance upgrades to reserve fees for all inactive sewer connections for partial year assessments on a pro-rated number of months of not receiving services.  4.  To collect full service fees after 5 years of the effective date of the 3rd amendment to the cooperation agreement to owners thereof as though such connections were receiving service.

6.  UPDES permit requirement for nutrient monitoring
Nutrient monitoring began July 1, 2015 and will continue for 2 years.  This will cost LPID an additional $200.00 per month.

7.  DEQ Reconnaissance visit
No deficiencies found in permit compliance, operator certification, record keeping, facility maintenance or operations.  LPID has not yet received the final report. 

8.  Operations Reports
UPDES Compliance Report – July 2015
The district discharged the entire month of July.
	Monitoring results are as follows:
	BOD = <5 ppm (limit is 45 ppm)
	TSS = 14 ppm (limit is 45 ppm)
	pH = 8.7 (limit >6.0 pH <9.0)
	Coliform:  ND (limit is 128)

	KVARH demand is now normal.  Two aerators operated a total of 6 hrs per day for the 	first 10 days in July.  Aerator time was decreased to 1 hr. each on July 13th.  It was 	reduced again to .5 hrs per day on July 25th.  The lagoon discharge stream is expected to 	near the RPS has been put on hold for now.  There has been no response from JASCO for 	the repair.

9. Commerce Road Sewer cleaning and repair billing
Del Taco is still contesting bill in the amount of $1,424.00 from LPID.  


 

10. New Development
a. Lake Point Estates – D.R. Horton: 20 lots, developer has plat approval, will serve letters issued for 6 lots, breaking ground in  about 2 weeks, model home completed in 45 working days.
b. Popeye Restaurant – no date for beginning of construction yet.  RMP to site August 21, 2015.
c. Cluff property – Developer has concept plat plan for 40 lots.  Sewer to be run on west side of property, through Thousands Springs property (Saddleback to Sunset, then west to Hwy 36, then connect to LPID main at Hwy 36 and old Sunset Road.
d. Miklovik Property – (property between Canyon Road and Center Street) Property has been platted for 18 lots.  Will serve letters were issued for both water and sewer.  Builder is owner of the property and only wants to develop one lot.

11.  RPS Generator Transfer Switch
RPS Generator transfer switch was installed June 8, 2015.  Transfer switch fails to switch back to line power after generator powers off.  Smith Power Products made the repair.
