[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF THE UINTAH ANIMAL CONTROL AND SHELTER SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING HELD ON JUNE 19, 2015 AT 4:00 P.M. IN THE UINTAH COUNTY BUILDING AT 152 EAST 100 NORTH, VERNAL, UTAH 84078.

PRESENT: Dave Everett, Dan Olsen, Nile Mathisen, and Robert Kidd. Bill Stringer was not present.

STAFF PRESENT: Tina Williams and Heidi Heckethorn.

WELCOME: Dave Everett welcomed everyone to the meeting. 

REQUEST FOR APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM THE MAY 15, 2015 MEETING: Dave Everett asked if there were any changes to the minutes of May 15, 2015. There being no changes, Dan Olsen moved to approve the minutes of May 15, 2015 as presented. Robert Kidd seconded the motion. The motion passed with Olsen, Everett, Kidd, and Mathisen voting in favor.

DISCUSSION ON PROPOSED METHOD OF DISPOSAL FOR SHELTER SURPLUS PROPERTY: Tina Williams stated that the Shelter has multiple surplus property items that the staff would like to donate to the Women’s Shelter. The Procurement Officer may donate to a charitable organization if the cost of selling the surplus property is greater or equal to the value of the surplus property. Nile Mathisen moved to approve donating the Shelter's surplus items. Dan Olsen seconded the motion. The motion passed with Olsen, Everett, Kidd, and Mathisen voting in favor.

CANCELLATION OF JULY BOARD MEETING: Dave Everett asked if there was any discussion on canceling the July meeting. The Board had no comment. Robert Kidd moved to cancel the July Board meeting. Dan Olsen seconded the motion. The motion passed with Olsen, Everett, Kidd, and Mathisen voting in favor. 

TREASURER REPORT-JUNE 2015: Dan Olsen reported that at the end of May the District had a total of $764,949.64. The total is down compared to the previous year. Dan commented that during May the District received two mineral lease deposits. There was a withdrawal from capital projects in the amount of $20,972.67 to pay off Angus Construction. Tina Williams stated that the District still has one more payment to Angus Construction once the project to 100% complete. Dan Olsen reported that there was a transfer to Zions in the amount of $50,000 on June 1. 

FINANCIAL STATEMENT-MAY 2015: Tina Williams reported that with 41% of the fiscal year elapsed, the total fund expenditures are at 32.1%. 

MONTHLY PAYMENT APPROVAL REPORT-MAY 2015: The Board reviewed the report and saw no errors.

ANIMAL CONTROL STATISTICS-MAY 2015: Tina Williams reported that Animal Control has increased with calls dramatically during May. Animal Control currently has multiple pending court cases. Tina discussed a current case involving an inmate. Calls for cruelty have increased while calls for stray dogs and cats have decreased. Tina commented that there have been a lot of goats impounded.

SHELTER STATISTICS-MAY 2015: Tina Williams reported that one bull and a rooster went to the auction house. Two mules and one horse were claimed. Tina stated that visitors to the Shelter have increased. Canine impounds have increased along with feline impounds. Tina commented that the Shelter has saved $6,170.16 on vaccines so far this year.

DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT-JUNE 2015: Tina Williams reported that there have been multiple rescue releases for the month of June. Angel Collins completed Remote Chemical Immobilization training. Tina commented that the results of the Rapid Fluorescent Foci Inhibition test came back and no staff will need a rabies booster. Dan Olsen suggested that the shelter reach out to Beehive homes and see if the residents would be interested in having the shelter dog come for a visit.

ADJOURN: There being no further discussion; Nile Mathisen moved to adjourn the meeting. Robert Kidd seconded the motion. The motion passed with a unanimous vote and the meeting was adjourned. 
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
