7:30 pm. Nick opened the public hearing for the purpose informing the public that the fire district is approaching the CIB for funding for fire trucks.
 An attendance roll is attached. 
 Type 6s would go to Wales, Spring City and Fountain Green. Mt. Pleasant would get Type 4s. Gunnison would get a Type 5, Moroni and Sterling type 2, Manti a brush truck. Our preferred method of funding is a matching grant.
The district has $600,000 and is seeking a matching $600,000 grant from the CIB.  The option of a loan was brought up, but the district would rather reevaluate the trucks requested than get a loan.
Nick asked for public comment. 
 Kerry Steck wondered if the absence of a catastrophic fire this year would affect our chances of a grant. Jeff Cox pointed out that we are in 15 year drought cycle.
Tom Peterson, fire warden,  expressed his opinion that urban interface is an immediate need and will only become greater with the environmental changes going on and as the value of  second homes increases.
Ronde Larsen spoke about the beginning of the Sanpete County Fire District. It was started because Ephraim City approached the CIB in 1987 for funding for a ladder truck. The CIB turned them down. They approached them again and did receive a 1990 Pierce, but the CIB told them they were not going to continue funding individual cities. They requested the county form a district. He stated he is all for this CIB grant application and people he has spoken with feel the same way. He hopes the CIB will fund this grant application.
Nick asked if there was any other public comment. No further comments were made.
