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CONSULTING SERVICES AGREEMENT 

 
THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into effective as of the 1st day of August, 2015 (the  

“Effective Date”), between:  _______________________________________ (the "Client") and 

CRAIG A. PETERSON CONSULTING, LLC, a limited liability company organized under the 

laws of the Utah, whose principal place of business is 6195 W Dry Creek Circle, Highland, Utah 

84003 (the “Consultant”).  The Client and the Consultant are also referred to herein individually 

as a “party” or jointly as the “parties.” 

 

RECITAL OF PURPOSE 

A. The Client wishes to engage the services of the Consultant to provide lobbying and consulting 

services on behalf of the Client with the Utah Department of Transportation, and other private 

and political entities to advance the funding, design and construction of transportation facilities 

associated with necessary improvements adjacent to I-15 to facilitate the continuing economic 

development in American Fork City. 

B. The Consultant is engaged in the business of providing consulting on governmental affairs 

and has significant experience in lobbying and consulting services with the Utah State 

Legislature and with the executive branch of the State government, and desires to enter this 

Agreement to provide such services to the Client. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained in this Agreement, the 

parties covenant and agree as follows: 

 

SPECIFIC PROVISIONS 

1. SERVICES. The Consultant shall use its best efforts to provide effective advocacy and 

technical advisement services for the Client as required by the Client Representative. The 

Consultant shall consult with the Client upon reasonable request. The Consultant shall act as an 

independent consultant and representative for the Client. 

2. CONSULTANT REPRESENTATIONS. The Consultant represents that: (i) no commissions, 

fees, expenses or other amounts paid to the Consultant in connection with this Agreement shall 

be paid from any federal or State appropriated funds; (ii) the Consultant shall timely complete 

and submit required lobbying registration forms; and (iii) the Consultant recognizes that certain 

costs incurred in connection with this Agreement may not be deductible business expenses under 

applicable federal and State law. 

3. TERM. The term of this Agreement shall commence as of the Effective Date, and shall remain 

in effect, until mutually agreed between Client and Consultant. 

4. TERMINATION. Notwithstanding any other provision in this Agreement, the Client shall 

have the option to terminate this Agreement if the Consultant breaches the Agreement, is 

unwilling to perform according to its terms, or fails or refuses to reasonably perform the services 

required of it under this Agreement. If the Client terminates this Agreement, with or without 

cause, the base fee provided for herein shall be deemed earned and payable.

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5. PAYMENT. The Client shall pay the Consultant a base annual fee of $35,000 during the term 

of this Agreement. This base fee shall include payment for Consultant's services and any costs 

incurred by Consultant in performing its services under this Agreement. Payment shall be 

divided in 12 equal payments on or before the 20th day of each month, or within thirty (30) days 

after receipt of the Consultant's invoice, whichever is later.  There shall be no additional 

payments for services, or for costs or expenses to the Consultant other than as set out in this 

paragraph. Payment for any other services provided by, or costs incurred by the Consultant shall 

be paid only upon a written directive signed by the Client Representative and by one of the 

Consultant's Representatives. If the Consultant ceases to provide services as provided in this 

Agreement and terminates this Agreement, the Client shall no longer be obligated to pay the 

remainder of the base fee provided for in this Agreement. If the Client terminates this Agreement 

at any time prior the end of the agreement. 

6. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION. The Consultant acknowledges that it may have access to 

and make use of certain confidential, private, or protected information provided by the Client 

during the course of the engagement provided for in this Agreement. Such information may 

include, without limitation, memoranda, documents, records, and other materials and information 

to which the Consultant would not otherwise have access and which constitute valuable assets of 

the Client, or which the Client may have a duty to protect. The Consultant shall not, except as 

may be required to discharge its duties hereunder, disclose any such confidential, private, 

protected information, or trade secrets to any person, firm, or corporation, or utilize any of such 

confidential information for any purpose whatsoever, except with the express prior written 

permission of the Client Representative. This obligation shall continue throughout the term of 

this Agreement and after termination. 

7. ASSIGNMENT. None of the services covered by this Agreement shall be assigned or 

subcontracted by Consultant without the prior written approval of the Client. 

8. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement contains the entire agreement of the parties and 

supersedes all prior negotiations, representations, or agreements of the parties, either written or 

oral. This Agreement may be amended only by a written instrument signed by both parties. 

9. UTAH LAW. This Agreement shall be governed and interpreted by the laws of the State of 

Utah, and any legal action commenced to enforce its terms shall be brought in district court of 

the State of Utah. 

10. TIME AND PLACE OF PERFORMANCE. The Consultant shall provide its services at such 

times and places as are reasonably and mutually convenient for the Client and the Consultant. In 

no event shall the Consultant have any power or authority to bind the Client as its representative 

or agent in any matter without prior written authorization from the Client Representative. 

11. AUTHORITY. The persons signing for and on behalf of the Consultant warrant and 

represent that they are duly authorized and empowered to enter into this Agreement for and on 

behalf of the Consultant and that, by their signatures, they do bind themselves and the Consultant 

to the terms of this Agreement. 

12. REPRESENTATIVES. For purposes of notice required or desired by the parties, or 

communication, involving the services under this Agreement, such notice or communication 
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shall be deemed to have been given when personally delivered or mailed, certified mail, postage 

pre-paid, to the parties at the following addresses: 

Consultant: Craig A. Peterson, at Consultant's address set out above; and ___________________  

______________, or his designated representative, at the address of the Client set out above. 

The designation of any address may be changed by notice given in the same manner as provided 

in this paragraph. 

13. WAIVERS. No action or failure to act or to enforce a breach of this Agreement by the Client, 

its officers, agents, or employees shall constitute a waiver of any right or duty afforded it under 

this Agreement, nor shall any such action or failure to act constitute an approval of or 

acquiescence in any subsequent breach except as may be specifically agreed in writing. 

14. SEVERABILITY. In the event that a court of competent jurisdiction determines that any part 

of this Agreement is invalid, the remaining portions shall remain in full force in effect unless 

they cannot reasonably be construed to effectively implement the intent of the parties as provided 

herein. 

15. COMPLIANCE WITH LAW. The Consultant's services hereunder shall conform in all 

details and designs, with all applicable federal, State and city laws, regulations and ordinances. 

The Consultant represents, and the parties understand, that nothing in federal law, policy, or 

regulations prohibits any of the provisions of this Agreement. 

16. OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS. Each document and each item of information prepared in 

the performance of this Agreement or a request for services issued pursuant to this Agreement, 

whether in hard copy or electronic form, is the property of the Client, including, but not limited 

to, all documents, presentations, or other materials prepared by the Consultant in the 

performance of this Agreement or any specific request for services or written directive or verbal 

directive later confirmed in writing under which such documentation may be prepared. 

17. BUSINESS RELATIONSHIP. This Agreement shall create a business relationship of 

consultant and client between the Consultant and the Client and no other relationship. The 

Consultant shall not be deemed an employee, partner, joint venturer, owner, or any holder of any 

equity interest in the Client as a result of this Agreement. The sole relationship created shall be 

that of consultant and client, with the Consultant being an independent contractor. 

18. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY. IN NO EVENT SHALL EITHER PARTY BE LIABLE 

FOR ANY INDIRECT, SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL, PUNITIVE OR CONSEQUENTIAL 

DAMAGES, EVEN IF IT HAS ADVANCE NOTICE OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH 

DAMAGES. IN NO EVENT SHALL THE CONSULTANT BE LIABLE TO THE CLIENT IN 

AN AMOUNT IN EXCESS OF COMPENSATION PAID TO THE CONSULTANT DURING 

THE PRECEDING TWELVE MONTHS BEFORE THE DETERMINATION OF LIABILITY.

BACKGROUND     City ordinance provides for an option wherein a developer can petition the 

City Council to allow construction of improvements in lieu of providing a performance 

guarantee.  In this instance the recording of the plat is deferred until the project improvements 

are deemed complete.  The Council has the option to require a petitioner to prove sufficient 

resources to complete the project. Recently Woodside Homes completed the Marcy’s Orchard 

and Ashley Meadows Subdivisions under the same circumstances without any issues.

Whereas City ordinance 2009-08-29, section 17.9.600 provides for a Developer to 

construct the required improvements for subdivisions and/or similar projects in lieu of 

posting an Improvement Construction Guarantee, and;  

 

Whereas the Developer has recently proposed to the City and obtained conditional 

approval to commence with the Project on a parcel of real property located within 

American Fork City, Utah and;  

 

Whereas the Developer is proposing to adhere to the provisions of section 17.9.600 by 

constructing Project improvements prior to recording of the plat at the office of the Utah 

County Recorder; 

 

Be it therefore ordained that this Development Agreement between the City and the 

Developer shall authorize construction of the Project improvements without the posting 

of the Improvements Construction Guarantee;  

 

Subject to the following: 

 

1. Project improvements shall be completed by September 25, 2016.   Any 

extension of this time period shall be in accordance with 17.9.601 of City 

ordinance 2009-08-29. 

2. Construction shall commence immediately following execution of this 

Development Agreement upon approval to proceed by the City Engineer 

following his review of all final construction documents and permits for 

concurrence with City ordinances.

3. All construction shall comply with all applicable City ordinances, standards, and 

specifications. 

4. Developer shall provide a construction schedule to the City Engineer for review 

and concurrence. 

5. Payment of City inspection fees and all other applicable City inspection, 

recording, or management fees associated with the Project. 

6. Payment of all costs incurred by the City for public street light installation, 

connection, and inspection.   

7. Obtaining a Land Disturbance Permit per City ordinance and providing of long-

term storm water management commitment to the City.  Said agreement shall be 

recorded at the office of the Utah County Recorder and shall be applicable to all 

heirs and assigns. 

8. Posting of a Durability Retainer per section 17.9.400 of City ordinance 2009-08-

29. 

9. Payment to City for street tree specific Initial Construction Guarantee. This 

guarantee shall be managed independent of the other required Project 

improvements.  The Durability Testing Period shall also be enacted independent 

of this requirement.  Planting of trees shall be deferred until the structure 

constructed on a given lot is ready for first occupancy inspection.   

10. Submittal of a recorded temporary public utility easement over the entire site, 

which shall expire at the recording of the plat at the office of the Utah County 

Recorder. 

11. Developer agrees and acknowledges that if construction is not complete within 

the specified date herein, or Developer fails to obtain an authorized extension, the 

Project may be declared by the City a Dormant Project per section 17.9.700 of 

City Ordinance 2009-08-29. 

12. Prior to the recording of the plat, all Project construction shall be deemed final by 

the City Council who shall issue a Notice of Completion and Acceptance of 

Improvements and Release of Guarantee per Section 17.9.302-A. The Developer 

shall submit all lien release verification and title clearance documentation as 

outlined in the City ordinance. The Durability Testing Period shall commence at 

the recording of the final plat or as otherwise specified in the approval documents 

at that time. 

13. If at any point during the construction process, the Developer wishes to record the 

plat, an Improvements Construction Guarantee shall be provided per the terms of 

City ordinance 17.9 for any and all remaining public and essential common items 

as determined by the City Engineer. Upon verification of this posting and any 

other approval condition, the City Recorder shall be authorized to record the plat. 

 

Project construction shall not commence until receipt of written City Engineer 

authorization. 

 

This Development Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the two parties 

on the subject matter of the Improvements Construction Guarantee for the Project.  Any 

provision that may be deemed unlawful shall be removed and the balance of the 

agreement shall remain in full effect.

68. ONE HUNDRED PERCENT STANDBY PUMPING CAPACITY SHALL BE
AVAILABLE ON SITE AT ALL TIMES AND SHALL BE CONNECTED TO THE
DEWATERING SYSTEM PIPING AS TO PERMIT IMMEDIATE USE. IN ADDITION
STANDBY EQUIPMENT AND APPLIANCES FOR ALL ORDINARY EMERGENCIES,
AND COMPETENT WORKMEN FOR OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE OF ALL
DEWATERING EQUIPMENT SHALL BE ON SITE AT ALL TIMES. STANDBY
EQUIPMENT SHALL INCLUDE EMERGENCY POWER GENERATION AND
AUTOMATIC SWITCH OVER TO THE EMERGENCY GENERATOR WHEN NORMAL
POWER FAILS. DEWATERING SYSTEMS SHALL NOT BE SHUT DOWN BETWEEN
SHIFTS, ON HOLIDAYS, ON WEEKENDS, OR DURING WORK STOPPAGES.

SITE SAFETY AND MAINTENANCE

69.  THE CONTRACTOR SHALL ASSUME SOLE AND COMPLETE RESPONSIBILITY
FOR THE JOB SITE CONDITIONS, INCLUDING SAFETY OF ALL PERSONS AND
PROPERTY, DURING THE COURSE OF CONSTRUCTION OF THIS PROJECT. THIS

70. CONTRACTOR SHALL INSTALL EROSION CONTROLS (SILT FENCES, STRAW
BALES, ETC) AS REQUIRED BY REGULATORY AGENCIES. SAID CONTROLS
SHALL BE INSTALLED IN ACCORDANCE WITH AGENCY STANDARDS AND
FOLLOWING BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES FOR ACTUAL PLACEMENT ON
SITE. STRAW BALES SHOWN ON THESE DRAWINGS ARE INTENDED AS A
MINIMUM REQUIREMENT. ADDITIONAL CONTROLS REQUESTED BY AGENCY
INSPECTORS SHALL BE REQUIRED. DUST CONTROL SHALL BE PROVIDED AT
ALL TIMES, AT THE CONTRACTOR'S EXPENSE, TO MINIMIZE ANY DUST
NUISANCE AND SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE
CITY.

71.  THE CONTRACTOR AGREES THAT:

A. THEY SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE TO CLEAN THE JOB SITE AT THE END OF
EACH PHASE OF WORK.

B. THEY SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE TO REMOVE AND DISPOSE OF ALL
TRASH, SCRAP AND UNUSED MATERIAL AT THEIR OWN EXPENSE IN A
TIMELY MANNER.

G. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE TO PROVIDE ALL WATER,
POWER, SANITARY FACILITIES AND TELEPHONE SERVICES AS REQUIRED

H. ALL DEBRIS AND FOREIGN MATERIAL SHALL BE REMOVED FROM THE

75. AGGREGATE BASE: AGGREGATE BASE SHALL BE GRADE 3#4 UNTREATED

76. ALL MANHOLE RIMS, LAMPHOLES, VALVES AND MONUMENT BOXES, ETC.
SHALL BE ADJUSTED TO FINISH GRADE AFTER STREET PAVING, UNLESS
OTHERWISE NOTED.  COST FOR THIS WORK SHALL BE INCLUDED IN THE UNIT
PRICES FOR SAID FACILITIES.

77. ALL SIDEWALKS AND CROSSINGS TO MEET CURRENT ADA STANDARDS.

78. PAYMENT FOR PAVEMENT WILL BE MADE ONLY FOR AREAS SHOWN ON
PLANS.  REPLACEMENT OF PAVEMENT WHICH IS BROKEN OR CUT DURING
THE INSTALLATION OF THE WORK COVERED BY THESE SPECIFICATIONS, AND
WHICH LIES OUTSIDE OF SAID AREAS, SHALL BE INCLUDED IN THE
CONTRACTOR'S UNIT PRICE FOR PAVEMENT, AND NO ADDITIONAL PAYMENT

STRIPING INTO FUTURE STRIPING.  METHOD OF REMOVAL SHALL BE BY
GRINDING OR SANDBLASTING.

82. STRIPING AND PAVEMENT MARKINGS SHALL BE IN CONFORMANCE WITH
CITY STANDARDS.

83.   DURING THE BIDDING PROCESS, CONTRACTOR TO REVIEW DESIGN
SLOPES SHOWN FOR PAVEMENT AND WARRANTY THE PAVEMENT TO THE
OWNER BASED UPON THE DESIGN SLOPES SHOWN HEREON.  CONCERNS
WITH SLOPES MUST BE BROUGHT DURING THE BIDDING PROCESS.

84. IT IS THE INTENT ON THESE PLANS THAT ALL PAVEMENT SLOPE TO A
CATCH BASIN, INLET BOX OR OUT INTO A STREET.CONTRACTOR TO VERIFY
FINISH SPOT ELEVATIONS AND NOTIFY ENGINEER IF THERE ARE

GENERAL NOTES

1. City of American Fork, A.P.W.A, Utah Chapter and Utah Department of Transportation Construction and Material
Specifications, current editions, and any supplements thereto (hereafter referred to as Standard Specifications),
shall govern all construction items unless otherwise noted.  If a conflict between specifications is found, the
more strict specification will apply as decided by the City Engineer.  Item Numbers listed refer to City of
American Fork Item Numbers unless otherwise noted.

2.
3. The City Engineer will not be responsible for means, methods, procedures, techniques, or sequences of

construction that are not specified herein.  The City Engineer will not be responsible for safety on the work site,
or for failure by the Contractor to perform work according to contract documents.

4. The Developer or Contractor shall be responsible to obtain all necessary permits including but not limited to
Road Cut Permits and Notices of Intent (NOI), Building Permits, etc.

5. The Contractor shall notify the City of American Fork, Public Works Department in writing at least 7 working days
prior to beginning construction and request a pre-construction meeting. Bond for public improvements and
inspection fees must be paid in full prior to requesting a pre-construction meeting.

6. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for complying with all federal, state and local safety requirements
including the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970. The Contractor shall exercise precaution always for
the protection of persons (including employees) and property.  It shall also be the sole responsibility of the
Contractor to initiate, maintain and supervise all safety requirements, precautions and programs in connection
with the work, including the requirements for confined spaces per 29 CFR 1910.146.

7. Following completion of construction of the site improvements and before requesting occupancy, a proof
survey shall be provided to the City of American Fork, Public Works Department, that documents "as _ built"
elevations, dimensions, slopes and alignments of all elements of this project.  The proof survey shall be
prepared, signed and submitted by the Professional Engineer who sealed the constructions drawings.

8. The Contractor shall restrict construction activity to public right_of_way and areas defined as permanent and/or
temporary construction easements, unless otherwise authorized by the City Engineer.

9. The Contractor shall carefully preserve benchmarks, property corners, reference points, stakes and other survey
reference monuments or markers.  In cases of willful or careless destruction, the Contractor shall be responsible
for restorations.  Resetting of markers shall be performed by a License Utah Professional Surveyor as approved
by the City Engineer.

10. Non_rubber tired vehicles shall not be moved on or across public streets or highways without the written
permission of the City Engineer.

11. The Contractor shall restore all disturbed areas to equal or better condition than existed before construction.
Drainage ditches or watercourses that are disturbed by construction shall be restored to the grades and
cross_sections that existed before construction.

12. Tracking or spilling mud, dirt or debris upon streets, residential or commercial drives, sidewalks or bike paths is
prohibited.  Any such occurrence shall be cleaned up immediately by the Contractor at no cost to the City.  If
the Contractor fails to remove said mud, dirt, debris, or spillage, the City reserves the right to remove these
materials and clean affected areas, the cost of which shall be the responsibility of the Contractor.

13. Disposal of excess excavation within Special Flood Hazard Areas (100-year floodplain) must be approved by
the City Engineer.

14. All signs, landscaping, structures or other appurtenances within right-of-way disturbed or damaged during
construction shall be replaced or repaired to the satisfaction of the City Engineer.  The cost of this work shall be
the responsibility of the Contractor.

15. All field tile broken or encountered during excavation shall be replaced or repaired and connected to the public
storm sewer system as directed by the City Engineer.  The cost of this work shall be the responsibility of the
Contractor.

16. All precast concrete products shall be inspected at the location of manufacture.  Approved precast concrete
products will be stamped or have such identification noting that inspection has been conducted by the City of
American Fork.  Precast concrete products without proof of inspection shall not be approved for installation.

17. All trenches within public right-of-way shall be backfilled according to the approved construction drawings or
securely plated during nonworking hours.

18. Trenches outside these areas shall be backfilled or shall be protected by approved temporary fencing or
barricades during nonworking hours.  Clean up shall follow closely behind the trenching operation.

19. All trees within the construction area not specifically designated for removal shall be preserved, whether shown
or not shown on the approved construction drawings.  Trees to be preserved shall be protected with high
visibility fencing placed a minimum 15 feet from the tree trunk.  Trees 6 - inches or greater at DBH (Diameter
Breast Height) must be protected with fencing placed at the critical root zone or 15 feet, whichever is greater.

20. Trees not indicated on the approved construction drawings for removal may not be removed without prior
approval of the Division of Engineering.

21. Permits to construct in the right-of-way of existing streets must be obtained from the City of American Fork,
Public Works Department before commencing construction.

22. The Contractor shall be responsible for the condition of trenches within the right-of-way and public easements
for a period of one year from the final acceptance of the work, and shall make any necessary repairs at no cost
to the City.

23. Pavements shall be cut in neat, straight lines the full depth of the existing pavement, or as required by the City
Engineer.

24. The replacement of driveways, handicapped ramps, sidewalks, bike paths, parking lot pavement, etc. shall be
provided according to the approved construction drawings and the City of American Fork standard construction
drawings.

25. Any modification to the work shown on drawings must have prior written approval by the City Engineer.

26. Traffic control and other regulatory signs shall comply with the Utah Department of Transportation Traffic
Control guidelines and MUTCD Manual, current edition

26.  Public street signs shall meet all City of American Fork specifications with lettering colored in white displayed
over a green background.

27. Private street signs shall meet all City of American Fork specifications with lettering colored in white displayed
over a blue background

2. The Contractor shall give notice of intent to construct to Blue Stake (telephone number 800_662-4111)  at
least 2 working days before start of construction.

3. The identity and locations of existing underground utilities in the construction area have been shown on the
approved construction drawings as accurately as provided by the owner of the underground utility.  The
City of American Fork and the City Engineer assumes no responsibility for the accuracy or depths of
underground facilities shown on the approved construction drawings.  If damage is caused, the Contractor
shall be responsible for repair of the same and for any resulting contingent damage.

4. Location, support, protection and restoration of all existing utilities and appurtenances, whether shown or
not shown on the approved construction drawings, shall be the responsibility of the Contractor.

5. When unknown or incorrectly located underground utilities are encountered during construction, the
Contractor shall immediately notify the owner and the City Engineer.

TRAFFIC CONTROL

1. Traffic control shall be furnished, erected, maintained, and removed by the Contractor according to Utah
Department Of Transportation, Traffic Control guidelines or Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices,
current edition.

2. All traffic lanes of public roadways shall be fully open to traffic from 7:00 AM to 9:00 AM and from 4:00 PM
to 6:00 PM unless authorized differently by the City Engineer.

3. At all other hours the Contractor shall maintain minimum one _ lane two _ way traffic. Traffic circulation must
be supervised by a Certified Flagger.

4. Steady _ burning, Type "C" lights shall be required on all barricades, drums, and similar traffic control
devices in use at night.

5. Access from public roadways to all adjoining properties for existing residents or businesses shall be
maintained throughout the duration of the project for mail, public water and sanitary sewer service, and
emergency vehicles.

6. The Contractor shall provide a traffic control plan detailing the proposed maintenance of traffic procedures.
The traffic control plan must incorporate any traffic control details contained herein.

7. The traffic control plan proposed by the Contractor must be approved by the City Engineer prior to
construction.

8. Traffic Control requiring road closures and/ or detouring must be approved by the City Council.

STRIPING AND SIGNING

1. All striping must be done following Utah Department of Transportation
guidelines and MUTCD Manual recommendations, current edition.

2. All signing must be done following MUTCD Manual recommendations, current
edition.

3. Only sand-blasting is allowed for removal of existing striping.

4. Contractor is responsible for removal of conflicting existing striping.

5. Materials used for striping must comply with the Utah Department of
Transportation standard specifications.

EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL

1. The Contractor or Developer is responsible for submitting a Notice of Intent (NOI) to be reviewed and
approved by the Utah DWQ.

2. The NOI must be submitted to DWQ 45 days prior to the start of construction and may entitle coverage
under the Utah DWQ General Permit for Storm Water Discharges associated with construction activity.   A
project location map must be submitted with the NOI.

3. A sediment and erosion control plan must be submitted to the City Engineer for approval if a sediment
and erosion control plan has not already been included with the approved construction drawings.  This
plan must be made available at the project site at all times.

4. A UPDES Storm water Discharge Permit may be required.  The Contractor shall be considered the
Permittee.

5. The Contractor shall provide sediment control at all points where storm water runoff leaves the site,
including waterways, overland sheet flow, and storm sewers.

6. Accepted methods of providing erosion/sediment control include but are not limited to: sediment basins,
silt filter fence, aggregate check dams, and temporary ground cover. Hay or straw bales are not permitted.

7. The Contractor shall provide adequate drainage of the work area at all times consistent with erosion
control practices.

8. Disturbed areas that will remain un-worked for 30 days or more shall be seeded or protected within seven
calendar days of the disturbance.

9. Other sediment controls that are installed shall be maintained until vegetative growth has been
established.  The Contractor shall be responsible for the removal of all temporary sediment devices at the
conclusion of construction but not before growth of permanent ground cover.

SANITARY SEWER

1. Sanitary sewage collection systems shall be constructed in accordance with the rules, regulations,
standards and specifications of the City of American Fork, Public Works Department and the Utah
Department of Health Code and Regulations.

2. The minimum requirements for sanitary sewer pipe with diameters 15 inches and smaller shall be
reinforced concrete pipe ASTM C76 Class 3, or PVC sewer pipe ASTM D3034, SDR 35.

3. Pipe for 6-inch diameter house service lines shall be PVC pipe ASTM D3034, SDR 35. PVC pipe
shall not be used at depths greater than 28 feet.  Pipe materials and related structures shall be
shop tested in accordance with City of American Fork Construction Inspection Division quality
control requirements.

4. All manhole lids shall be provided with continuous self_sealing gaskets.

5. The approved construction drawings shall show where bolt_down lids are required.

6. Sanitary sewer manholes shall be precast concrete or as approved by the City Engineer and
conform to the City of American Fork sanitary manhole standard drawing.  Manhole lids shall
include the word SEWER.

7. All PVC sewer pipes shall be deflection tested no less than 60 days after completion of backfilling
operations.

7. At the determination of the City Engineer, the Contractor may be required to perform a TV
inspection of the sanitary sewer system prior to final acceptance by the City.  This work shall be
completed by the Contractor at his expense.

8. Visible leaks or other defects observed or discovered during TV inspection shall be repaired to the
satisfaction of the Engineer.

9. Roof drains, foundation drains, field tile or other clean water connections to the sanitary sewer
system are strictly prohibited according to the American Fork Code of Ordinances.

10. All water lines shall be located at least 10 feet horizontally and 18 inches vertically, from sanitary
sewers and storm sewers, to the greatest extent practicable.

11. Where sanitary sewers cross water mains or other sewers or other utilities, trench backfill shall be
placed between the pipes crossing and shall be compacted granular material according to the city
Standard Specifications.  In the event that a water line must cross within 18 inches of a sanitary
sewer, the sanitary sewer shall be concrete encased or consist of ductile iron pipe material.

12. Existing sanitary sewer flows shall be maintained at all times.  Costs for pumping and bypassing
shall be included in the Contractor's unit price bid for the related items.

13. The Contractor shall furnish all material, equipment, and labor to make connections to existing
manholes.

14. All sewer lines shall be placed at a minimum depth of 4 feet measured from top of finished grade to
top of sewer line.

WATER LINE

1. All water line materials shall be provided and installed according to current specifications of the
City of American Fork, Water Department.

2. All public water pipe with a diameter 3 inches to 8 inches shall be Ductile Iron, Class 53. Public
water pipe 12 inches in diameter or larger shall be Ductile Iron, Class 54.

3. Only fire hydrants conforming to City of American Fork standards will be approved for use.

4. Public water lines shall be disinfected by the City of American Fork, Water Department.
Requests for water line chlorination shall be made through the City of American Fork, Water
Department. The cost for chlorination shall be paid for by the Contractor.

5. All water lines shall be disinfected according to City of American Fork Standard specifications.
Special attention is directed to applicable sections of American Water Works Association
specification C_651, particularly for flushing (Section 5) and for chlorinating valves and fire
hydrants (Section 7).

6. Pressure testing shall be performed in accordance with the City of American Fork, Construction
and Material Specifications.  When water lines are ready for disinfection, the Contractor shall
submit two (2) sets of "as-built" plans, and a letter stating that the water lines have been
pressure tested and need to be disinfected, to the City of American Fork, Water Department.

7. The Contractor shall be responsible for all costs associated with the disinfection of all water
lines construction per this plan.  Pressure testing shall be performed in accordance with the City
of American Fork, Construction and Material Specifications.

8. The Contractor shall paint all fire hydrants according to City of American Fork standards.  The
cost of painting fire hydrants shall be included in the contract unit price for fire hydrants.

9. No water taps or service connections (e.g., to curb stops or meter pits) may be issued until
adjacent public water lines serving the construction site have been disinfected by the City of
American Fork, Water Department and have been accepted by the Public Works Department.

10. The Contractor shall notify the City of American Fork, Water Department at (801) 763 3060 at
least 24 hours before tapping into existing water lines.

11. All water main stationing shall be based on street centerline stationing.

12. All bends, joint deflections and fittings shall be backed with concrete per City of American Fork
standards.

13. The Contractor shall give written notice to all affected property owners at least 1 working day
but not more than 3 working days prior to any temporary interruption of water service.
Interruption of water service shall be minimized and must be approved by the City Engineer.

14. All water lines shall be placed at a minimum depth of 4 feet measured from top of finished
grade to top of water line.  Water lines shall be set deeper at all points where necessary to clear
existing or proposed utility lines or other underground restrictions by a minimum of 18 inches.

STORM SEWER

1. All storm water detention and retention areas and major flood routing swales
shall be constructed to finish grade and hydro _ seeded and hydro _ mulched
according to the City of American Fork Standard Specifications.

2. Where private storm sewers connect to public storm sewers, the last run of
private storm sewer connecting to the public storm sewer shall be Reinforced
Concrete Pipe conforming to ASTM Designation C76, Wall B, Class IV for pipe
diameters 12 inches to 15 inches, Class III for 18 inches to 24 inch pipes, and
27 inches and larger pipe shall be Class II, unless otherwise shown on the
approved construction drawings.

3. Granular backfill shall be compacted granular material according to American
Fork City Standard Specifications.

4. All public storm sewers shall be Reinforced Concrete Pipe conforming to ASTM
Designation C76, Wall B, Class IV for pipe diameters 12 inches to 15 inches,
Class III for 18 inches to 24 inch pipes, and 27 inches and larger pipe shall be
Class II, unless otherwise shown on the approved construction drawings.

5. Headwalls and end walls shall be required at all storm sewer inlets or outlets to
and from storm water management facilities.  Natural stone and/or brick
approved by the City Engineer shall be provided on all visible headwalls and/or
end walls surfaces.

6. Storm inlets or catch basins shall be channelized and have bicycle safe grates.
Manhole lids shall include the word STORM.

7. Storm sewer outlets greater than 18 inches in diameter accessible from storm
water management facilities or watercourses shall be provided with safety
grates, as approved by the City Engineer.

MAIL DELIVERY

1. The Contractor shall be responsible to ensure that US Mail delivery within the
project limits is not disrupted by construction operations.

2. This responsibility is limited to relocation of mailboxes to a temporary location
that will allow the completion of the work and shall also include the restoration
of mailboxes to their original location or approved new location.

3. Any relocation of mailbox services must be first coordinated with the US Postal
Service and the homeowner.

4. Before relocating any mailboxes, the Contractor shall contact the U.S. Postal
Service and relocate mailboxes according to the requirements of the Postal
Service.

USE OF FIRE HYDRANTS

1. The Contractor shall make proper arrangements with the American Fork City,
Water Department for the use of fire hydrants when used for work performed
under this project's approval.

Adam Olsen stated the Morinda site plan was originally approved in 2001. The company now 119 
intends to move their headquarters to this site. Some building space has been turned into office 120 
space; therefore there is a need for additional parking. UDOT currently owns property to the 121 
north of the site, which will be purchased. UDOT property to the northeast will be leased.  Per 122 
City requirements the business needs to provide 278 parking stalls. The site currently has 166 123 
stalls with an additional 45 proposed on the Morinda property as it is today.

Background 
 
Morinda was originally approved in 2001.  The company intends to make this facility it’s 
headquarters; necessitating the need for additional parking through construction of new 
office and call center space within the existing building.  The proposed site plan 
incorporates additional parking on property that is currently owned by UDOT; although a 
portion is to be purchased by Morinda, leaving a smaller area under a UDOT lease.   
 
The proposed conversion of space into additional office and call center area will require 
a total of 278 parking stalls.  166 stalls currently exist on Morinda property, with 45 
additional proposed on Morinda property.  This creates a total of 211 stalls. 
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Morinda is entering a purchase agreement with UDOT for UDOT owned property 
directly north of the building.  This area will provide an additional 67 stalls, for a total of 
278 stalls; reflecting the City’s parking requirement.  Final parking counts for the 
purchase area will need verification following the purchase.   
 
Morinda is also entering a lease agreement with UDOT for property adjacent to I-15, for 
the creation of 87 additional parking stalls.  The parking stalls within this lease area are 
not eligible to be counted toward the overall parking count; however, through the 
purchase of UDOT property directly north of the building, sufficient parking appears to 
be provided.  Morinda also understands that should UDOT require use of the lease 
area, the area will no longer be able to be utilized as parking.   
 
Staff has stressed the importance of incorporating the to-be acquired UDOT area (north 
area) into the overall existing lot.  This can occur through an amended subdivision plat; 
placing the UDOT acquired parcel into the parent lot through a one lot subdivision.  A 
condition of approval reflecting this is listed below.    
 
Staff also requests that the Morinda provide a copy of the UDOT lease agreement to be 
placed in the file.  
 
Engineering staff is reviewing water conveyance requirements; reviewing what was 
initially conveyed to the City versus actual consumption.  Additional water conveyance 
may be necessary, depending on the “gap” of what was conveyed versus consumption.  
A condition to this effect is listed below.     
 
Consistency with the Land Use Plan: 
 
The Land Use Plan designates this area as “Design Commercial”.  The site is consistent 
with the Land Use Plan Designation.

Staff Presentation: 118 
Adam Olsen stated the Morinda site plan was originally approved in 2001. The company now 119 
intends to move their headquarters to this site. Some building space has been turned into office 120 
space; therefore there is a need for additional parking. UDOT currently owns property to the 121 
north of the site, which will be purchased. UDOT property to the northeast will be leased.  Per 122 
City requirements the business needs to provide 278 parking stalls. The site currently has 166 123 
stalls with an additional 45 proposed on the Morinda property as it is today. The purchase of the 124 
UDOT property to the north will provide an additional 67 parking stalls. This now totals 278 125 
parking stalls and meets the City’s parking requirement. The lease of property on the northeast 126 
side will create an additional 87 parking stalls. However these could not be counted toward 127 
onsite parking because the area is leased and could possibly go away in the future. Because of 128 
the changes, staff recommend a revised site plan and a copy of the UDOT lease agreement be 129 
given to staff for future reference. Water consumption has been reviewed. It was found they still 130 
meet the water requirement per the original dedication so additional water conveyance is not 131 
needed.

5. Hearing, review and action on the parks element of the American Fork City General Plan 173 

(7:22 p.m.) 174

Staff Presentation: 176 
Adam Olsen reported this is the text portion of the park and open space element in the General 177 
Plan. In 2010 the City Council approved parks and trails maps for this portion of the element. In 178 
2013 the bike and pedestrian plan was adopted, which superseded the trails plan. This is a 179 
working document when park acquisition opportunities arise. It should be noted that the City has 180 
adopted a level of service for parks that is 6.25 acres per 1,000 residents. Currently the City’s 181 
level of service is at about 6.7 acres per 1,000 residents. The plan is to have residents within 182 
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
