Hatch Town Board Meeting

Town Board Present:  Mayor Lucinda Josie, Merrill Burrows, Tony Dinges, Jim Kabonic & Ron Riggs
Staff Present:  Jacie Torgersen, Russ Riggs & Ben Neilson came at 7:20pm
Public Present:  Curtis Nielson from Ensign Engineering
1. Meeting Called to Order
The meeting began at 7pm with Councilor Burrows offering an opening prayer and Councilor Dinges leading those present in the pledge.

2.1 February 18, 2015 meeting minutes
Councilor Riggs motioned to approve the minutes and Councilor Kabonic seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

3.1 February Invoices & Checks
Councilor Kabonic motioned to approve the invoices and Councilor Dinges seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

5.1 Mountain Ridge Motel Letter of Credit
Councilor Kabonic approved a letter of credit from Rocky Mountain Power for Kevin MacKabe in lieu of a deposit and Councilor Dinges seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

5.2 Turn on/turn off fee for Water
This rate needs to be adjusted because the water rates were changed.  This fee is set-up to be the same as a year’s worth of water.  Councilor Riggs motioned to add this fee to our resolution with the water rates stating that it is equivalent to a year’s worth of water and Councilor Burrows seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous. The resolution will be presented at the next meeting.

5.3 Easter Egg Hunt
The town will have their annual Easter Egg Hunt on April 4th at 10 am.  Mayor Josie will get the candy for it with the budget set at $200.  The town will have the FCCLA girls fill and hide the eggs for their service to the town.

7.1.a Water Usage
Well #5 used 253,000 gallons of water for February 2015.  There are no leaks to report and Vonee Roundy’s water meter has been fixed.

7.1.b CCR Report
The Consumer Confidence Report for 2014 was completed at the Rural Water Conference that Ben Neilson attended.  It has been filed with the Division of Drinking Water.

The Town did receive a letter that an extension has been filed for well #5 and will expire in 2020.  The town also received a notice for a lapsed water right.  Mr. Curtis Neilson will check the number on it and see what it is.

Mr. Ben Neilson talked with Ken Jones the State Engineer at the water conference in St. George and he said he would be willing to review the contract that the town has with the Wilson’s.  The Mayor thought that that contract would expire this year.  Jacie Torgersen will find the contract so that town can review and then have the town’s attorney review it to see what liability the town has.

Mr. Ben Neilson asked Councilor Merrill Burrows to use his backhoe and clean the snow up to the water tank and chlorination building.  Councilor Riggs motioned to approve the invoice for $375 to Councilor Burrows for the snow removal and Councilor Kabonic seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

7.2 Fire Chief
The council decided to put up a notice at the post office for volunteers to be the fire chief.  Anyone interested will be asked to contact Tony Dinges before the next town board meeting.  The town really needs to have an operating fire department to keep all of our insurance rates down.  Councilor Burrows will continue acting as the fire chief until a replacement can be found.

7.3 Planning & Zoning
Raquel Thompson from the New Bryce Inn has contacted Russ Riggs about putting in some camp trailers next to their motel.  He requested a map with the plan and set back requirements on it for the planning & zoning commission to review.

Mr. Riggs also brought up a concern about the trailer on James Skidmore’s property.  When he got water hook-up the agreement was that the trailer would be there less than 6 months a year.  The trailer has not been moved since he originally brought it in.  He suggested that the town send him a letter stating that he is not in compliance with the original agreement.  The town will have to reference the past minutes for further details on the matter.

A concern was also brought up about unfinished homes in town.  The town’s building permit does expire a year after it is issued, but once the building is started there is not an expiration.  The town would like to know if the county’s building permit expires and if they are required to renew them annually.  Councilor Kabonic will contact the county building inspector for further information.

9. New Business
An application for a liquor license has been filed by Frank Karr for Tony’s Outpost.  He is the new owner.  He has a bond with the application and the fees due.  On the application it is noted that the Manager does have a record and it is an alcohol offense.  Mayor Josie called the state to check and they said that the town can approve the application; it is at the town’s discretion.  Mayor Josie will contact the town’s attorney to see what counsel he can give the town on the matter before proceeding.
Tina Burkett would like to have the name of Tammi Newsted added on to her liquor license.

Curtis Neilson reviewed the town’s master plan for water.  It is 11 years old and would be a good idea to have it updated.  Mayor Josie is trying to get the town on a priority list for CIB funding.  Mr. Curtis Neilson suggested that the town check with the state for funding also.

Jacie Torgersen asked the town into checking on adding two more street lights on the north end of town on 100 E & 100 W.  Tony Dinges will ask Garkane about it.

Russell Riggs will check on prices for some 15 foot steel posts with reflectors to put in the irrigation ditches.  He would like to put one of these in each of the irrigation ditches so he can know where they are when plowing snow on the town’s roads.  Mayor Josie asked that the bills for snow plowing be turned in monthly.

There was also a concern brought up about cars that park in the road so it makes it very hard to plow around them.  The council decided it would be a good idea to send a notice out in the water bills in October reminding everyone to not park in the roads to help with snow removal.

The next meeting will be held on April 15th.

10. Adjournment
Councilor Kabonic motioned to adjourn at 8:30 pm and Councilor Burrows seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.
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
