Consent Agenda
The February check detail and the minutes for February 12th were presented to the Town Council for review and approval.   

Council member Clark Beard made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Council member Jeff Hatch seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: voting aye – Council members Beard, Hampton,  Hatch and Robinson.


Business
Resolution R 2014-1 for approving execution of annual renewable lease agreement between Town of Koosharem and the Municipal Building Authority of Town of Koosharem was presented.
Council member Clark Beard made a motion to approve Resolution R 2014-1. Council member Jeff Hatch seconded the motion.  Roll call vote:  voting aye - Council members Beard, Hampton, Hatch and Robinson.


Resolution R 2014-2 for Resolution of the Board of Trustees of the Municipal Building Authority authorizing the issuance and sale of Lease Revenue Bond was presented.
Council member Clark Beard made a motion to approve Resolution R 2014-2.  Council member Jeff Hatch seconded the motion.  Roll call vote:  voting aye – Council members Beard, 	Hampton, Hatch and Robinson.


Culinary Water Improvement Project
There will be more public hearings.  Mayor Bagley reviewed the time frame for funding. 
Best Engineering provided estimated project costs for the water system upgrade in the amount of $977,600.  It does not include $140,000 for water line upgrade to Sorenson Ranch and North Trailer Park or $150,000 for Fire Booster Pump.

Garbage Rates
The rates are running about even, so they are okay for now but will need to be monitored.

Six County Meeting
Six County does have some services available.  Mayor Bagley provided some ideas of what
assistance could be provided.  Depending on what the need is, sometimes there is a two year waiting period based on funding cycles.  

Valley Trash Clean Up, May 5th – 12th
The plans are for one dumpster.  If White’s can provide another dumpster for tires it will be ordered. The Treasurer was asked to help advertise for the town clean up.  Council member Hampton inquired about doing more as a community for town beautification and getting people involved.

Reports from Departments 
Planning Commission
A work meeting is scheduled for March 10th and March 17th is the next regular meeting.

Fire Department
(As part of the business) Mayor Bagley discussed the financial recap for the new firehouse. 
Impact fees for one phase power versus three phase power were reviewed as well as solar power benefits versus expense. Obtaining $50,000 from Rural Development is still a possibility for equipment. The low bidder has given an option for a stick built building rather than a metal building. Council members raised legal concerns because of how the building was originally presented to the contractors for bidding.  Jewel Kloth from Best Engineering will get more information regarding solar power and clarify legal concerns with the stick built option.  The town will need to check to see if there would be any additional expense on insurance on this new option.

Cemetery
Council member Beard reported that a burial is anticipated in the next week or so.

Culture/Recreation
Council member Robinson made a request for the Easter Egg Hunt.  Mayor Bagley has budgeted for it.
PTO will need to determine if they want to purchase the candy and then be reimbursed.  


Water Department
Rural Water Meeting was in St. George.  Council member Hampton reported that he gained more knowledge from the classes and had some good experiences.

Mayor Bagley is continuing to review the records for the Sorenson Ranch meter that has been leaking and is planning to have the current meter tested to see if it is working properly.
