6. Common Consent:

a. Street Vacation on a portion of 20th Street at Wall Avenue.  Proposed Ordinance 2010-38 vacating a portion of the right of way on the north and south side of 20th Street east of the intersection of Wall Avenue; reserving a right of way for all utilities that may now exist in said portion of such street; authorizing the Mayor to hold the vacated property for sale; and directing the City Recorder to record this ordinance in the office of the County Recorder. a. Historic 25th Street Building Height Limit.  Proposed Ordinance 2010-40 amending Subsection 15-34-3.A to revise the height limit on Historic 25th Street:  (Receive input; adopt/not adopt ordinance – roll call vote)
i. Option A:  To a maximum height of 55 feet and a minimum height of two stories.  OR
ii. Option B: To a maximum height of 55 feet and a minimum height of two stories; and by amending Section 15-34-6 to create standards for additions to existing buildings on Historic 25th Street. 

8. Public Hearings:

a. Street Vacation for portions of 530 West and 600 West between Second Street and 300 North.  Proposed Ordinance 2010-36 vacating a portion of 530 West between Second Street and 300 North; vacating small portions of 600 West between Second Street and 300 North; quit claiming the property within the vacated portion of said street to the abutting property owners as their interests may appear; reserving a right of way for all utilities that may now exist in said portion of such street; and directing the City Recorder to record this ordinance in the office of the County Recorder. Junction Hotel Project:

i. Facilities Bond Inducement Resolution.  Proposed Resolution 2010-22 declaring the intention of Ogden City, Utah, to issue industrial revenue bonds to be used to finance the construction of a hotel and related improvements for Kevin S. Garn, an individual, or any related entity or company thereof (collectively, the “borrower”) with respect to its hotel project; authorizing the issuance and sale of such bonds in the principal amount of not to exceed $9,000,000; establishing conditions which must be met at or prior to the issuance of the revenue bonds; providing for the reimbursement from the proceeds of such bonds of expenditures for the project; providing for a public hearing and for public of a notice of the public hearing; and related matters.  (Adopt/not adopt resolution – roll call vote)

ii. Contribution Agreement.  Consideration of a Contribution Agreement with the Redevelopment Agency for the purpose of issuing Tax Increment Bonds, Series 2010 to facilitate the financing of the acquisition and construction of a hotel at The Junction.  (Table/not table consideration to December 21, 2010 – voice vote)

a. Public Parking Assessment Area - Junction Hotel Project:

i. Designation of Assessment Area.  Proposed Resolution 2010-23 designating an assessment area for the purpose of levying assessments against properties within the assessment area (A) to finance a portion of the costs of a public parking facility to be available for use by the general public and (B) to finance the operation and maintenance costs of said parking facility; and related matters. Proposed Resolution 2010-24 authorizing and approving the Mayor to ratify the development agreement between the Ogden City Redevelopment Agency, Kevin Garn, and Western States Lodging, L.L.C., pertaining to the development of a hotel and public parking structure on parcel 01-099-0004 at The Junction in Ogden City, Utah.  (Adopt/not adopt resolution – roll call vote)
