AUGUST 20, 2015

MINUTES


Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm by Councilmember Jarad Brinkerhoff. Mayor Spencer was excused.  

Present were: Jarad Brinkerhoff, Don Davis, Lorraine Chamberlain, Mike Chamberlain, Ellen Lamb and Kade Iverson.  Also excused was Councilmember Deon Baird. It was noted that 3 Board Members were present, establishing a quorum.

Minutes: The Minutes from the Regular Town Board meeting held on July 16, 2015 were reviewed. Don Davis asked an aside question regarding Business licenses.  Lorraine Chamberlain made a motion to accept the minutes as written. Motion seconded by Donald Davis.  All voted YES. MOTION PASSED.

Bills:  The bills were reviewed for payment. A discussion followed regarding Visa bill. The Clerk will provide copies of all receipts, and the Visa statements for review at each Board meeting. Don Davis made a motion to pay the bills. Jarad Brinkerhoff seconded the motion.   All voted yes. Motion PASSED.

Business: 

Law Enforcement Contract: Mayor Spencer: Quick discussion. The Orderville Justice Court Clerk sent a review of Court income and expenses.  This was discussed briefly as an information item.  The Law Enforcement Contract discussion and action was TABLED.  Agenda item September.

Yield Signs: We need new yield signs. The current signs are faded and old. The signs we have are 24” signs. Don Davis suggested the medium grade signs available to purchase from SafetySign.Com.  The medium grade sign is made on high intensity Prismatic Reflective/ Aluminum.  Jarad Brinkerhoff made a motion to purchase 15 medium grade yield signs. Motion was seconded by Don Davis. All voted yes. Motion PASSED.  Mounting hardware was discussed.  Mike said we should get some mounting hardware because we are putting up a few new signs, and 2 posts are damaged. It will be good to have extras on hand.  Jarad Brinkerhoff made a motion to purchase up to six 6 posts and mounting hardware. Motion seconded by Don Davis. All voted yes. Motion PASSED. 
Mike will let Clerk know how many posts to order, and it was stipulated that the cost for signs and hardware will be paid for from B & C Road Fund money.

Fireworks:  TABLED

Kade Iverson: Flood problems at Karen Williams residence. Mr. Iverson voiced his concerns regarding a recent flood that caused damage at John Brinkerhoff home.  There is a gully that carries rain runoff from Church lot across the front of Williams and to the corner at Iverson’s. The Williams are in Europe and have turned management of the property to Jeff Cox. Mr. Cox has been renting the home to overnight guests.  The gully makes it difficult to pull into the driveway. With that in mind Mr. Cox filled in gully with gravel. The gravel diverted the flood across the road and into the Brinkerhoff basement, via the drive way and through the back door.  Mr. Iverson sustained damage to his machinery and material in John’s basement. Jarad Brinkerhoff explained the town currently has a project pending to repair the gully and fix the flooding areas at corner by Kade Iverson home.  Kade stated he wants people to share responsibility. He stated that his stuff was ruined because thoughtless actions of another. This actually was on town right-of-way. It is town property. Jarad suggested we remind people of right away storage/ parking rules.  AGENDA ITEM: Roads: Mayor Spencer: September meeting.  Jarad will email Dan Spencer regarding this issue. The Clerk may be directed to send a letter out.

Derik Brinkerhoff cabin project:  Planning and zoning and town board have previously approved this project.  Mike explained everything is correct. Kade Iverson said Mr. Brinkerhoff wants to put in a bigger sewer line. Jarad recommended this issue is brought up to the sewer board.

Planning & Zoning:  Wells Brinkerhoff is willing to serve on this board but he has NOT met with the Mayor yet. Referred to Mayor.
VRBOS:   Kade Iverson is concerned that there are no rules and regulations regarding the local vacation rental homes.  Discussion ensued.  Clerk was directed to speak to 5 County Association regarding car info, licensing etc, when registering at a VRBO.  Tabled. Agenda item September.
VRBO: impact on water and sewer systems. Mike Chamberlain expressed concern. Mike thinks certain homes area tremendous burden the system.  Discussion.  Jarad does not want to stifle business but he wants to find a balance. Tabled. Agenda item September.

Departments:

Water:  Jarad Brinkerhoff: lengthy discussion on testing flow and pressure of all the fire hydrants.  Mike will be flushing the water system.   The pump at Hop well was discussed. Mike said there is a leak on a breather in Lydia’s Canyon.  Spencer’s Hop Well is running good—there is lots of water. Mike said he is still having problems with chloroform. Jarad suggested he take the samples to South west Utah Health Department located near old hospital in St George instead of lab at SUU. 

Fire Department: Don Davis: ISO Certification process. Don gave an update on the process. 30% of the grade is dependent on the hydrant test. Mike believes the score will be higher than last test. Don has scheduled a pump test next month. Earl Levanger will take care of this.  There a few other items. The chief is hosting a picnic Friday at park for all firefighters. 

Streets and Roads:  no report.

Parks: Deon Baird: Ellen Lamb reviewed problems at park by a local kid driving on grass at park.

Apple Festival: Lorraine Chamberlain gave a brief report on progress. Lorraine has been working with Ken t travel Council. Committee wants to bring back old name “Glendale Heritage Apple Festival”.
Web site: Jarad Brinkerhoff will contact Karen Williams to ask if Karen will get the Go Daddy code so that the old web site will redirect viewers to new town sight.  Discussion.  Jarad also suggested we design new letterhead. Lorraine wants all businesses in Glendale to be noticed on the town web site.

Maintenance: Mike Chamberlain: Mike will check on ventilation fan at ballpark shed.
