All Board Members were present for the Trustlands training that was held in the work session prior to the regular meeting.

Board Members had the pleasure of watching a video of Flaming Gorge Elementary students participating in the Missoula Children’s Theater presentation.

Mr. Schell informed the Board that the Land Judging Team comprised of Koby Mosley, Ross Slagowski, Carsen Hinkhouse and Jonah Gonder had won the FFA State Land Judging Contest and had earned the right to compete in the National Contest in May. Mr. Schell requested out-of-state travel for himself and the Land Judging Team to travel to Oklahoma City, OK on May 5-7, 2015.  Mrs. Pallesen moved to approve the out-of state travel. Motion was seconded by Mrs. Barber and carried unanimously.

Shay Mosley a member of the Manila High School Community Council presented their Trustlands Plan for 2015-16. They plan to continue funding salaries for two fine arts and one reading class and have computers available to students after school. They will continue funding Edgenuity licenses and would like start another cart of laptops.

Mr. Olsen moved to approve the minutes of the March 10, 2015 meeting.  Motion was seconded by Mrs. Reid and carried unanimously.  

Mrs. Barber moved to approve the April Warrant List, seconded by Mrs. Reid and carried unanimously.

Alan Staggs, principal of Manila Elementary School presented their 2015-16 Trustlands Plan. Their plan includes the three components of school improvement, professional development and reading.  They plan to continue the implementation of the Utah Core Language Arts and Math curriculum and the new SAGE Adaptive Assessments.  Implement Utah Write software, and continue with Centers instruction.  Classroom aides will continue to support Language Arts and Math instruction, art, keyboarding and PE.  They are also planning to continue their afterschool program to provide a variety of curricular extensions.
	Teachers will receive training on the changes of the new core, Utah Write software and utilizing iPad technology.  They will also receive training on the Centers model of small group instruction.
DIBELS Next ORF will be used as a student reading screener, and as the State required test to determine 1-3 grades on-grade reading level. They will improve reading culture through use of Accelerated Reader.
They would like to purchase more hands on science kits and RAM to upgrade computers.

Mr. Olsen moved to approve Ross Catron and Keri Pallesen as community members of the District Audit Committee. Motion was seconded by Mrs. Reid and carried unanimously.

Mr. Olsen moved to approve the revision of Policies BBF 1140 – Board Member Code of Ethics; BEF 1310 – Order of Business; FBA 5100 – Admissions and Attendance: Eligibility and Admissions Requirements as amended on the 1st Reading.  Motion was seconded by Mrs. Pallesen and carried unanimously.

Superintendent’s activity report was reviewed.  

In preparation for the 2015-16 budget, Superintendent Northcott discussed a classified salary comparison; a review of coaches and supervisor stipends; and a school staffing plan.

Camille Clegg presented the Flaming Gorge Elementary 2015-16 Trustlands Plan.  Their plan also includes the three components of school improvement, professional development and reading.  They plan to continue the implementation of the Utah Core Language Arts and Math curriculum and the new SAGE Adaptive Assessments.  
They will continue to support a part-time music teacher to build the music program.
Strengthen the Language Arts program using informational texts in the take home library and social studies curriculum that is more literacy based.
Use more software to provide extension work in school and at home.
Promote better student achievement in Science by purchasing FOSS science kits and curriculum.
Continue with a Spanish Language program in the whole school to be delivered via IVC from Manila.
Social Studies curriculum improved by using the Weekly Reader program and integrating GPS’s.
Continue to develop an afterschool program for enrichment and exposure to new ideas/activities.
Continue to use Love and Logic as the foundation for discipline and culture development.
	Teachers will attend Utah Standards Academy to receive training on changes in the new core; attend training on the administration of SAGE Adaptive testing; training on implementation of IPads and software; training for using a GPS.

Mr. Olsen moved to approve the School Trustland Plans as presented.  Motion was seconded by Mrs. Reid and carried unanimously.
