Called to Order
Mayor Lorna Stapley called the meeting to order at 6:07 p.m.

Public Comments
Van Ence talked about the trailer ordinance and residents living in the trailers year round.  Mayor Stapley talked about the State ordinances and regulations. She Stated, “according to our ordnance, if they have a water hook up they are required to pay garbage as well.”  Mr. Ence gave Mayor Stapley some information he had collected concerning the matter.
Al Talbot suggested additional speed limit signs be posted around town.  He is concerned with the ATV speeds.

Consent Agenda
The July/August check detail and the minutes for July 2, 2014 were presented to the Town Council for review and approval.   

Council member Jeff Hatch made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Council member Clark Beard seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: voting aye – Council members Beard, Hatch and Mayor Stapley

Business
Sorenson’s Ranch water leak:  
The cost associated with the water leak were estimated to be equal to the repairs and labor.  Jeff agreed to follow up with Jill Sorenson for approval. 
 Council member Jeff Hatch made a motion to approach Jill Sorenson to discuss the matter.   Council member Clark Beard seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: voting aye – Council members Beard, Hatch and Mayor Stapley









Garbage/landfill-Trailers:
 A letter will be sent to property owners stating they will be required to pay the garbage fee if they have a water hook up as of January 1, 2015.  

Council member Clark Beard made a motion to approve all property owners be required to pay a garbage fee if they have a water hook-up, in effect January 1, 2015.  Council member Jeff Hatch seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: voting aye – Council members Beard, Hatch and Mayor Stapley

Meeting with Lynn Wall: 
Upgrade to the water system will be postponed for now.  Mr. Wall will be contacted.

New planning commission committee: 
Council gave suggested names to consider being on the planning commission.  

Water on Town Square:
The area is used as a town park, Mayor Stapley would like the town to work with the Sevier School District to help with the water usage.  Suggestion was made to hook up culinary to help cut the cost. Situation will be looked into further. Possible use of irrigation/culinary.  Matter will be re-visited in future Town Council meetings. 

Business License for Hatch Annexation:
Suggestion was noted, to look into other towns to see how they enforce payment of business licenses.  Hatch Café and RV are on separate licenses. Jazmin’s salon also needs a business license.  Council decided to table the discussion for next Town Council meeting.  Send out notices requiring payment in December.  Matter will be re-visited in future Town Council meetings. 

Piute High School Banner donation:
Council decided to pay $100 to support Piute High School, agreeing on the importance of supporting the community schools.    

Council member Jeff Hatch made a motion to approve donation of $100.00 to Piute High School volleyball team.  Council member Clark Beard seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: voting aye – Council members Beard, Hatch and Mayor Stapley

Reports from Departments
Planning Commission
None

Fire Department
[bookmark: _GoBack]Money from Hightop was received for supplies they purchased left over from the 4th lunch. Chief Brent Bagley and Ron Driggs were called out to a Wild land fire.  Clayton Bagley also had haystack fire, damage was minimal.  No action will be taken with Harward and Reece being delayed in finishing the Firehouse due to changes made by the town with the sheet rock.  Jewel reported that a survey would be redone for the town.




Cemetery
Council member Beard felt the labor for the lawnmower was excessive.  He will work with Mason’s Machinery on the bill for the lawnmower.  Water will be shut off and pipes winterized at the cemetery and the Town Hall.  Kendall and Harlow will be staking/adding wire to the new trees for the winter. Grass is now on all of the graves.

Roads
Council member Hatch agreed to take over responsibility for the roads.  Cleaning up the sides of the town roads was suggested as possible service/ Eagle projects. 

Culture/Recreation
Town Hall will be winterized this month. Hunter Torgersen completed his Eagle project of sanding and painting the picnic tables, under the bowery.  Mayor Shapley’s grandson will re-roof the bowery with metal sheeting in October.  Clark will have the backhoe available to help dispose of the old shingles.  Stone Sorenson would like to paint the Bowery next spring for his Eagle project.  Kendall will lock up the lights on the Town Square to avoid a future demand charge.

Water Department
Clark, Kendall and Harlow added the waterline into the firehouse as a service to the town.  The Town appreciates the time they donated to get that installed.  A fence has been installed around the new SCADA system.  After a bad water sample, water tanks were cleaned and refilled.  A letter was sent out with the water bill to notify community.  

Administration
Administration financial and quarterly reports were reviewed. Audit is scheduled for November 10th and 11th.
