

Hatch Town Board Meeting

Town Board Present:  Ron Riggs, Chad Justus, Duane Barnhurst, Merrill Burrows & Tony Dinges
Staff Present:  Ben Neilson & Kerri Justus
Public Present:  Dave Barnhurst & Curtis Neilson from Ensign Engineering
1. Meeting Called to Order
The meeting started at 7pm with Councilor Barnhurst offering an opening prayer and Mayor Riggs leading those present in the pledge.

2.1 Approval of July 15, 2015 meeting minutes
Duane Barnhurst requested that he be sent a hard copy of the minutes to review in the future. There needs to be a change from $425 to $420 from Paunsaugunt Cliffs for the cell phone bill. Councilor Justus motioned to approve the minutes and Councilor Barnhurst seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

3.1 Review July Invoices, checks & financial report
Councilor Burrows asked how many reunions have been held in the community center this year; Mayor Riggs thought 4 or 5. The big expense for the month was the dumpsters for town clean up, they are well used.  Councilor Burrows motioned to approve the financials and Councilor Justus seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.  

5.1 Report on 4th/24th Expenditures
The council reviewed the expenditures that were prepared by Kerri Justus.  The town made money on everything that they did and made money on the games for the first time ever.  All the extra roasts were sold that were left.  The town may consider ordering more pork than beef next year.  Ben Neilson got donations for a blow-up slip and slide and it worked well on the 24th of July.  Kerri Justus suggested that we save a roast from the 24th & freeze it to use for the Christmas Party.  Mayor Riggs put a thank you in the Insider to thank everyone for helping.  Kerri also suggested that we purchase a new table or maybe chairs with the money that we made from the town celebrations.  Councilor Burrows suggested we sell one of the old tables and buy a new table each year.  The chairs could also be replaced with plastic fold up chairs; the current chairs have a lot of stains on them. The council looked at tables and prices and discussed using the money for a new table.

5.2 CIB Grant Report
Drinking Water Board had a question on the financial statement.  They wanted to know if the town put aside money annually for depreciation or if it was just a paper expense.  They are offering a $25,000 loan over 5 years at 0% interest.  Ben Neilson will talk with Jacie Torgersen to check it out.  This would be for the matching funds to go with the CIB Grant.  The board would like to see the town have money set aside for depreciation expenses for emergencies that arise. If the town doesn’t want to get a loan they will need to approach other sources to get the matching funding.

Mayor Riggs & Councilor Barnhurst went to the CIB meeting.  Mayor Riggs thought it was a little intimidating testifying before about 15 people.  The board was upset with Grand County who presented just before Hatch did.  The meeting went well and the presentation went for about 10 minutes. Mayor Riggs thanked Mr. Neilson for all of his help.

5.3 CDBG Grant
The paperwork has been resubmitted with the proper terminology as Community Center instead of Town Hall.  Everything has been approved; we are just waiting for the funding.

5.4 Street Lights
Councilor Burrows said that Garkane is really busy right now so it is not on top of their priority list.  They are planning on using the same poles and putting two new lights in.  Councilor Burrows suggested we talk to the homeowners letting them know that two new lights will be put in on the corner.  Mayor Riggs will talk to them.

5.5 Maintenance/Fire Chief Position
Mayor Riggs suggested that we approach someone to take the position.  Councilor Dinges needs to come up with a salary or rate for the position.  This would include taking care of the roads and the meetings & paper work that goes along with being the fire chief.

6.1 2015-05 Recreational Coach Ordinance
Barry Huntington, the county attorney did prepare an ordinance for the town.  It is a long ordinance and was emailed out for the council to review.  Councilor Barnhurst was concerned that it didn’t address mobile homes on private property which is a concern in town right now.  Councilor Dinges couldn’t see anything in there that they had to be licensed.  He condensed the county’s ordinance and added some that we had discussed.  The council would like to review it further and see if any changes need to be made and have it on the agenda next month.

7.1.a Water Usage
Water usage for July 2015 is 1,400,000 gallons for well #5.

7.1.b Kim Burrows Report
The Kim Burrows project is completed and done and everyone is happy.  He provided the labor and the town provided the parts and it is taken care of.

7.1.c Water meter repair
Ben Neilson said that the Josie’s have not repaired the meter.  Ryan Josie changed the meter, but that was not what needed to be done.  The valve needs to be replaced.  There was poor communication between the two parties and it was not repaired.  Dave Barnhurst asked why Ryan was still doing the job when he lives in Midway.  Ryan Josie is still an employee of Hatch and has still agreed to do the job. Ben suggested that the town have David Barnhurst do the job.  He suggested that the town contact Ryan Josie and see if he wants to be released and if he does the town could hire David Barnhurst to do the job.  Dave said he would do it, but he wouldn’t want to take the job away from someone.  It would be good to have someone that the town could get a hold of.  Councilor Dinges asked if the job needed to be advertised before someone else was appointed.  The council would like to check it out to see if it needs to be advertised.

7.1.d Water bid
The town did have someone contact us for the bid.  Mr. Neilson faxed some further information to them.  If the town doesn’t receive any bids then the town will just have to do it.  The town has advertised the bid twice and hasn’t received any.  Construction Market Company was the only one that responded.  Councilor Justus is worried about the lids on the water meter, they are not very sturdy.  Gene Wilson is worried about tearing it out with his tractor.  The town needs to get the cement aprons put in before winter.

The insurance company accepted our claim for the damaged equipment from the water tank.  They gave us a check for $1,443. Councilor Justus motioned to accept Ben’s proposal to go ahead and replace the parts that need to be replaced with the insurance money, Councilor Dinges seconded the motion, and the vote was unanimous.  Jacie Torgersen worked with Ben Neilson to contact the insurance company to get the money.

Bernie Clark from the division of drinking water would like more information on small water systems.  We have been selected for a 3 year study.  They like the fact that we have a SCADA system and can easily provide them a lot of information.  They want to know how much water is coming out of the storage tank.  The town council all agreed last month to go ahead with this.  The town would need to get power up there in they go ahead with the project.  

7.2 Fire Department
There is a leak at the fire department in the 4 inch PVC pipe. Councilor Dinges could hear it leaking out behind his house and shut  off the meter at the fire station.  Ben Neilson will check into it.  This will be another hole that has to be dug by the town.

There have been a few call-outs in town, but there have not been people around to respond.  The town has not been having regular meetings because there has not been much response.

7.3.a Appoint Planning & Zoning Chairman
Councilor Burrows motioned to appoint Lewis Barney as Planning & Zoning Chairman and Jim Kabonic & Nikki Dinges as a planning & zoning committee members and Councilor Barnhurst seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous.

9. New Business
Ben Neilson would like to have a Hatch Halloween Party with a potluck dinner and trunk or treat.  Councilor Barnhurst said the party at the fire station a few years ago was a really good party with a spook alley and games.  Councilor Justus said that there are not many trick or treaters when you don’t have trunk or treat.  Mr. Neilson suggested that the town provide sloppy joes and gift cards for a costume contest and maybe a pumpkin carving contest.  The town would provide dinner and trunk or treat and the building.  Mr. Neilson is willing to be the chairperson and get volunteers to help.  The Halloween Party will be on the agenda for next month so the town can appropriate money for it.

The town used the rest of the fireworks for the 24th and it turned out to be a better show than expected.  There were more there than Councilor Burrows thought.

Mayor Riggs proposed that the next meeting be on Thursday September  17th instead of Wednesday.  Thursday will work good for everyone.

10. Adjournment
Councilor Dinges motioned to adjourn and Councilor Justus seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.
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
