LeEllen McCartney – County Attorney – met with the Commissioners.  There was discussion on Board of Equalization and the process that needs to be followed.  There was discussion on a County Dog Ordinance and the need for it.  There are a couple of issues with barking dogs that need to be dealt with.  There was discussion on Public Defenders.  Public Defenders are complaining that they are not getting paid enough for the hours that they work.

Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  

Nycole Durfey – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole met with Chad Booth to talk about expanding outdoor recreation businesses.  Nycole reported that the parking lot has been paved at the Travel Center.  Nycole also reported that Field and Stream is coming the end of September to spend some time on the Boulder Mountain.  Nycole has been helping Lisa Crane with the Boulder Mountain Half Marathon.  

Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen reported that most of the Recorders in the State are charging more than she is for surveys and Colleen would like to raise her prices.  

Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri reported that there is a EMT meeting tonight at 7:00.  Jeri also reported that there is a group of people coming to the MARS station for a few days.  Jeri reported that Rex has torn the wall out at the ambulance shed so that the training room can be used again.  
Michelle Coleman – Economic Development – met with the Commissioners.

Michelle reported that her and Newell attended the EDD meeting last week and met with a representative from Overstocked.com.  Overstocked.com is interested in expanding and Michelle would like to try and figure something out here in Wayne County.  
Rhett Jeffery – Road Supervisor – met with the Commissioners.  Rhett is going to be headed down County with the graders.  He will be in Caineville area later this week.  There was discussion on providing names to the State for the RS2477 project.  Rhett reported that there was an event at the fairgrounds over the weekend.  The road crew did some work on the arena for it.
Kurt Taylor – Sheriff – met with the Commissioners.  Kurt would like to talk about the dog Ordinance when there is a little more time.

Colleen Allen – representing Dave and Susan Behunin – met with the Commissioners to get approval on a division of property.  There was one problem with set backs on the buildings that are on the property but both buildings were built long before building permits were issued so the Planning and Zoning Commission approved the division and is recommending that the Commissioners approve the division.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the division.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Stanford Baker met with the Commissioners.  Stanford reported that there is a problem in Teasdale with people driving too fast.  There is also a flood issue in Teasdale.  Stanford would like to see a cement dip put in to control the flooding and it would also slow down the traffic.  Stanford also suggested some of the flashing speed signs be installed to help with the traffic.  
Laurie Dillenbeck and Bekkah Petree met with the Commissioners to discuss the use of the Multipurpose building.  There is a growing interest in what they are doing at the multipurpose building.  They plan to add more classes and more days.  The water supply needs to be fixed so that the Snack Shack and the multipurpose building can be separated and water can be put into one building and not the other.  

There was discussion about the seating at the fairgrounds during the County Fair.  

Pam Dupuy met with the Commissioners to discuss the County’s Short Term Rental Ordinance.  Others attending for this discussion: Gary Laing, Monte Laing, Kathy McCarthy, Reda Herriott, Mary Ellen VanDyke, and Doug Campbell. Pam read a letter to the Commissioners outlining the pros of renting to people short term.  There was not enough time on today’s agenda to get through all of the discussion items that Pam had.  It will be rescheduled for another Commission meeting.
Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
