Citizen Public Input  (2:21:15 PM)

	Mr. Ron Faerber, Sandy Hills Community Council, spoke under “Citizen Public Input.”   He stated the citizens in the Sandy Hills Area have serious concerns relating to the fiscal evaluation report that was conducted in regards to the community preservation issues.  He submitted the following letter:

	We are formally writing you this letter as a complaint on behalf of the residents of the unincorporated Island areas in Salt Lake County known as Sandy Hills.  We, the residents in the Sandy Hills area have concerns with the “Township and Unincorporated Island Fiscal Evaluation” report, where we believe the “total” estimated fiscal impacts for the Island areas residents in reference to the upcoming vote for County Proposition 6, have not been reported.  We believe that this incomplete information will adversely affect voter perception on the upcoming vote for the Sandy Hills residents.  

	We understand that obtaining dollar amounts representing the “total” estimated fiscal impacts can be very difficult to obtain, especially in such a short time.  However, we believe that it is the moral and legal obligation of Salt Lake County to provide it’s constituents with a full and comprehensive evaluation of the fiscal and legal impacts County Proposition 6 may have on its effected residents.

	We are asking for an unbiased, good faith, total estimated fiscal impact report to include the total estimated increase or decrease in taxes as well as any changes residents may incur from bonds, notes, or debt resulting in an impact to residents under County Proposition 6.  We also ask that any dollar amount representing the estimated costs or savings, if any, to State and local government entities be reported.

	We also ask for the report to include any significant effects on a persons vested property rights and any significant effects on residents as a result of laws or ordinances changes:

	We understand, the report is completed and does not contain the above listed items we’ve requested and the report is slated to be published in a “Voter Information Pamphlet” for all registered voters very soon, even in the next couple of days.  Therefore, since we cannot go back in time and have the requested information included in the report, we are asking that a summary statement, a brief explanation, or a disclaimer that identified those factors affecting the variability or difficulty of the estimate be included in the voter information pamphlet.  Something to the affect that the included financial report does not include all costs associated with County Proposition 6 for the Island areas and we ask that this statement be made very noticeable.

	Since time is of the essence, we are seeking a response to our concerns as soon as possible.  Please respond to our complaint within the next day or two.

	Council Member Snelgrove stated the Council will take this request under advisement. 

	Mr. David Green, Willow Creek Community Council, spoke under “Citizen Public Input” asking for a full disclosure of costs relating to the annexation of islands into Sandy City.  He stated the tax calculator for costs relating to annexation is messed up.  Franchise fees, special assessments, bonds, water rates, etc. are all missing in the calculation.  This report is irresponsible and should not be sent to the printers to be included in the voter information pamphlet due to all the errors and omissions it contains.  There are people in the area who are waiting for a misstep by the County and will sue over this deal.  

	Council Member Newton stated this information has been forwarded to Zion’s Bank Public Finance, which is responsible for the report.

Voter Information ~ County Proposition No. 1 ~Transportation Sales Tax Election (2:42:48 PM)

	Ms. Sherrie Swensen, County Clerk, distributed the following handout.  She stated she is considering this language, or something similar to it, to be included in the ballot, which will be mailed out October 5, 2015:

COUNTY PROPOSITION #1

	AN OPINION QUESTION TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS SUCH AS ROADS, SIDEWALKS, TRAILS, MAINTENANCE, BUS AND RAIL SERVICE, AND SAFETY FEATURES

	This ballot question appears on your enclosed ballot as “COUNTY PROPOSITION #1.”  To view information regarding this question, including arguments for and against and rebuttal statements, please visit: www.vote.utah.gov or www.slco.org.

	You may also call the County Clerk’s Office at 385-GOT-VOTE (385-468-8683) or email GOT-VOTE@slco.org to obtain a copy of the voter information on this issue. 

	There is a cost associated with this proposal, which the Council needs to decide if it wants to fund.  There will be 4,358 ballots mailed, and the insert would cost approximately $14,013.  The Clerk’s Office can only guess at how many hard copies would be requested, but taking into consideration the request that the State of Utah received when it did something similar to this; the Clerk’s Office is estimating 5,000 copies.  This would cost an additional $3,500, which includes the cost of printing.  

	Mr. Gavin Anderson, Deputy District Attorney, stated the statute relating to voter information pamphlets is inconsistent.  The community preservation statute (County Proposition No. 6) requires the voter information pamphlet to be posted on the County and State websites and a notice sent to voters.  The statute covering this proposition only requires that the voter information pamphlet be posted on the State website; it does not mention any additional information being sent to voters.  The Lieutenant Governor’s Office is encouraging counties to send a voter information pamphlet or a notice indicating where this pamphlet can be found.  

	Council Member Bradshaw stated it is important, particularly on this issue, that the County provide educational opportunities to as many voters as possible.  The vast majority of households do have internet, but the option of viewing this information in another way needs to be provided and the citizens need to know how to get it.     

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member DeBry, moved to approve this proposal and forward it to the 4:00 p.m. Council meeting for formal consideration.  The motion passed unanimously.
