


Independence Town Council Minutes
August 11, 2015
Wasatch County Library/Senior Center 
465 E. 1200 S. Music Room, Heber, UT


1.	Mayor Sweat called the meeting to order at 7:10. Councilmembers Duke, Ryan, Sabey and Laird were present.  

2.	Councilmember Ryan led the prayer.

3.	The Council reviewed draft minutes from June 9, 2015. Councilmember Duke moved to approve the minutes. Councilmember Sabey seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

4.	Ms. Hoffman reported that the State Auditor’s Office noted that the town budget either overstated revenues or required more formality if the stated revenues were correct.  She reported that her research concluded that the town received one time bulk revenues in 2014 that spanned two fiscal year reporting periods (2013/14).  She had logged the revenues on the date received, which overstated the revenues in one year and understated them in the prior year.  The adjustment satisfied the SAO, but must be corrected in an official Budget Amendment, which will be noticed for next meeting.   

5.	Ms. Hoffman reported she has complied with a SAO spot check of the bank records for the previous year and brought all bank records for Council review.

6.  	Ms. Hoffman asked the Council and Mayor to complete the Financial and Compliance Self-Evaluation Form for Local Government Entities from the  State Auditor’s Office. She reviewed a memo of financial practices (attached) and each item on the checklist with the council.  Independence doesn’t receive revenue deposits other than the state electronic deposits.  Checks are in Ms. Hoffman’s possession. She fills them out but has no signature authority, which is reserved for the Mayor and the Mayor Pro Tem.  The Council and Mayor addressed each and every item on the checklist.  Mayor Sweat noted that he will sign the form as completed.  The Self-Evaluation indicated that, beginning this year, the Town will need annual GRAMA training.  Council concluded that it doesn’t believe Ms. Hoffman currently fulfills the role of the Treasurer, but will research if that position is required by state law.  No funds are collected or “handled” by her.  They concluded that the Council would not hire outside accounting services at this time.

Mayor Sweat reported that we have a tentative agreement with the County to reimburse County Public Works for installing a culvert, removing obstacles and depositing additional road base to prevent further surface erosion of upper Center Creek (close to the Forest Service line).  County has improved the road significantly without charge.  Brandon will provide a proposed contract for the Council to review (approximately $15,000 total).  Council endorsed the proposal in concept.

8.  	Council determined that they would meet next on September 14, 2015.

9.        Councilmember Duke moved to adjourn at 8:15 p.m. Councilmember Ryan seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
