1. ROLL CALL was answered by Mayor Dave Ogden, Councilmembers Kevin Arrington, Richard Barnett, Bryan Burrows, Kathy Christensen, Connie Nielson, City Manager Matthew Creamer, City Finance Director Mike Langston and City Recorder Michele Jolley.

2. RESOLUTION 2015-6 INCREASING THE WATER AND SEWER BASE RATES ADOPTED.  12:05:17 PM  The Council reviewed a resolution to increase the water and sewer base rates.  The base rate for water would be increased by $2 from $17.50 to $19.50 per month.  The fees for connections with meters over one-inch would be increased to $37 per month.  The sewer base rate would be increased by $1.50 from $26 to $27.50 per month.  Councilmember Arrington moved to adopt Resolution 2015-6 increasing the water and sewer base rates.  Councilmember Barnett moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.   
3. BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015 WITH INCREASES AND/OR DECREASES IN THE BUDGET OPENED AND AMENDED. 12:05:45 PM  Mr. Langston gave the Council a memo outlining the changes that were made to the budget since the last meeting.  Mr. Langston explained that the Eagle View housing development is going to pay for their building permit fees and impact fees in the current fiscal year.  Revenue for building permit fees and water and sewer impact fees were increased to include this project.  
Councilmember Arrington asked if the funds being set aside for contingencies are recreation funds that need to be spent on recreation.  Mr. Langston stated that they could be used on whatever the Council approves them to be used for. 12:07:47 PM  Mr. Langston noted that these funds are included in contingencies labeled miscellaneous unforeseen expenses.  The $30,000 can only be spent upon Council’s approval.  Councilmember Burrows remembered asking if this could go into a capital improvement fund at the end of the year.  He wondered if this would be the case.  Mr. Langston stated that it can.  Mr. Langston stated that it will either roll over into surplus, fund balance or you can transfer it into the capital improvement fund.  Mr. Creamer stated that we can also create a restricted fund balance so that it just stays as an unforeseen expense rather than designating it toward a specific capital improvement.  Councilmember Barnett moved to open and amend the budget for 2014-15 with increases and decreases as specified.  Councilmember Nielson moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye. 
4.  RESOLUTION 2015-7 ACCEPTING THE BUDGET FOR THE OPERATION OF ALL DEPARTMENTS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016 ADOPTED.    12:10:51 PM  Councilmember Nielson moved to adopt Resolution 2015-7 accepting the budget for the operation of all departments for fiscal year 2015-2016.  Councilmember Burrows moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.   
5. RESOLUTION 2015-8 ACCEPTING THE CERTIFIED TAX RATE FROM THE SEVIER COUNTY AUDITOR FOR FISCAL YEAR 2015-16 ADOPTED.  Mr. Langston explained that the certified tax rate is figured by the Sevier County Auditor, along with the State Tax Commission and it can go up or down every year.  If we have growth, we are allowed to capture that growth.  By adopting this, the Council is basically stating that there is no property tax increase.  12:11:20 PM  Councilmember Christensen moved to adopt Resolution 2015-8 accepting the certified tax rate from the Sevier County Auditor for fiscal year 2015-2016.  Councilmember Arrington moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.   
6. RECESS.  At 12:12 p.m., Councilmember Christensen moved to recess and convene a Municipal Building Authority meeting.  12:12:36 PM  Councilmember Barnett moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.     
7. RECONVENE.  12:15:40 PM  At 12:15 p.m., meeting of the Richfield City Council reconvened.  
8. OTHER BUSINESS.  12:15:44 PM  Mr. Langston stated that by adopting the budget, the Council has authorized staff to move forward with what we need to do to change the franchise tax.  We have to amend the ordinance which would change the rate from 3% to 5%.  We will hold a public hearing on July 14.  Once the hearing is held, the ordinance can be adopted.  When the ordinance has been adopted, we will notify Rocky Mountain Power and Questar and make it affective October 1, 2015. 
Councilmember Barnett asked how soon we are going to address the proposed changes at the cemetery.  He is trying to make arrangements to a monument, so he wants to be sure this is done before he orders anything.  12:19:59 PM
Councilmember Burrows commented on the recent budget stating that we need to be cautious as we proceed.  He does not feel as though our economic situation in the state is going to come back in leaps and bounds.  He thinks we will probably be in the same boat in 2 years, but without the franchise tax to fall back on.  Hopefully we can pay off some of the outstanding debts and use some of the money wisely.  Councilmember Arrington stated that we should not incur any additional debt if possible.  12:21:36 PM  
Mayor Ogden received a call from Mr. McIff who is going to be on the agenda next Tuesday night.  He would like to show anyone who is interested in seeing the problem on the ground and asked that they contact him.  He would like to discuss what his idea is.  Councilmember Burrows suggested using some of the money the City still has in escrow to move the power pole in on this property.  Then as the other phases develop, the poles can be moved one at a time on to his property.  Councilmember Christensen has the opinion that if someone is doing a project and they want us to come and look at something, then as City Council members we ought to go look, even if we might not change our mind.  The Council discussed holding a special meeting to visit the site at 6:15 p.m. next Tuesday before regular meeting at 7:00 p.m.
