1. OPENING REMARKS were offered by Councilmember Barnett.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE was led by Councilmember Arrington.

3. ROLL CALL was answered by Mayor Dave Ogden, Councilmembers Kevin Arrington, Richard Barnett, Bryan Burrows, Kathy Christensen, Connie Nielson, City Manager Matthew Creamer, City Finance Director Mike Langston and City Recorder Michele Jolley.  7:09:09 PM

4. MINUTES APPROVED.  7:09:22 PM  The Council reviewed the minutes of the meeting held May 12, 2015.  7:10:06 PM
Councilmember Arrington moved to approve the minutes of the meeting held May 12, 2015 as corrected.  Councilmember Christensen moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.  
5. PUBLIC HEARING FOR FRANCHISE TAX ORDINANCE.  7:10:28 PM  At 7:10 p.m., Mayor Ogden opened a public hearing to receive comments on a proposed amendment to the Energy Sales and Use Tax ordinance, also known as the franchise tax ordinance.  Hearing no comments, Mayor Ogden closed the hearing at 7:11 p.m.  7:11:38 PM
6. PUBLIC HEARING TO AMEND LAND USE ORDINANCE.  7:11:44 PM At 7:11 p.m., Mayor Ogden opened a public hearing to receive comments on a proposed ordinance to amend the frontage requirements and the corner lot size of 20% larger for the RR-1, RR-5 and F-1 zones.  Mayor Ogden explained that this has been reviewed by the Planning Commission and they are recommending the amendment to the Council.  As mayor Ogden understands the ordinance presented, we would be amending the size of corner lots.  Mr. Creamer explained that currently in residential zones, we require the corner lots to be 20% larger to accommodate the required setbacks.  With the large lot zones that we are discussing there is no need to have this requirement because they are already large enough.  Hearing no comments, Mayor Ogden closed the hearing at 7:13 p.m. 7:13:18 PM 
7. UPDATES TO CEMETERY POLICIES DISCUSSED.  7:13:44 PM Councilmember Burrows was in charge of the cemetery committee.  He met with the committee and reviewed the policies to recommend some changes to the policies and procedures.  
Councilmember Arrington asked Councilmember Burrows to discuss what changes are being recommended.  

Councilmember Burrows noted that a change proposed is to change the word “sexton” to “superintendent” because we really do not have a sexton.  The word “cement” was changed to “concrete” throughout the document.  A change was made to the height of the markers.  Instead of 30 inches high, the recommendation of the committee was to increase the height of the markers to 34 inches from ground level.  We are also going to allow stone foundations and not just concrete foundation.  There are some stones in the cemetery with stone bases.  
There was nothing in the policy that said what the dimensions of a stone can be other than the height of 34 inches.  Mr. Creamer stated that we could put in a sentence stating that a marker can be no more than 16 inches wide and no more than 38 inches in length for a single stone and no more than 72 inches in length for a double stone.  
Councilmember Burrows stated that another problem we have had is people coming in after hours and on the weekends and the City being able to approve them.  It is proposed that we put a statement in the policy stating that contractors and others having work in the cemetery must have the work approved by the superintendent before work can begin.  The installation of all markers will not be allowed on Saturdays, Sundays, or holidays observed by Richfield City.  On all other days, markers can be installed between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.
Councilmember Nielson asked about the violations of the policies and procedures being a Class B misdemeanor and if we have ever cited anyone for not following the policies and procedures.  She wondered if this is something that we should leave in the policy.
Councilmember Christensen wondered how many different monument companies put headstones in our cemetery.  There are several and Mr. Creamer said that we really do not know all of the companies that could potentially install headstones.  Councilmember Christensen asked if we send the monument companies an update of our policies.  Mr. Creamer indicated that we do and that we should leave the violation in there because it is the ultimate enforcement tool if needed.  

Councilmember Nielson asked what happens to the spaces that are never used because the owner passes away without transferring them or the family moves away.  She wondered if the City re-sells these spaces and what the policy is on those spaces.  It was explained that if perpetual care has been paid on the space, there is nothing the City can do about reclaiming or re-selling those lots.  Mayor Ogden stated that the problem is not trying to find one owner, but trying to locate all living heirs of that one owner.
The Council reviewed the fee schedule for the cemetery.  Councilmember Burrows noted that we are only charging $50 more for a burial that takes place on a Saturday and he does not think that it covers our time.  

Councilmember Burrows stated that there is not a definition for retired police and fireman or veterans for the discount that we offer.  There was one in the older policy so we need to include those in this policy.  

Mr. Langston noted that the policy states that bicycles are not permitted and are subject to the same policies and procedures as motorized vehicles.  That statement is contradicting and needs to be changed to state that bicycles are permitted subject the same requirements as motor vehicles.  Councilmember Barnett also pointed out that motorcycles and ATVs are not allowed.  He wondered how we could keep someone that is driving a street legal road bike out of the cemetery and he does not think we should.  The Council decided to change this policy to state that only street legal vehicles are allowed in the cemetery.
The statement for bicycles will be left.  

8. OTHER BUSINESS.  7:36:22 PM  Councilmember Barnett thought the 4th of July celebration went well.  The comments he received were mainly to do with the fireworks and they were all very positive.  They were shorter this year and that was well received.  Councilmember Nielson thought the fireworks were very well done.  7:37:25 PM  
Councilmember Burrows asked if we had checked on the possibility of refinancing our bond on the business park.  Mr. Creamer stated that he spoke with our financial representatives, but they have not gotten back with him.  They were going to check with several different bond buyers.  We sold this bond to Zion’s Bank and on this type of project, they will only go 10 years, but they have a couple of people they work with that they thought might go out 13 years or whatever we need.  7:38:53 PM  
Councilmember Burrows thought we were supposed to re-bid the liability insurance in two years.  He remembered that the Trust told us if we re-bid this in two years that the rate could possibly go down.  Mr. Creamer stated that the rates did not increase, but it did not decrease either.  We could put it out to bid next time around.  Mr. Langston stated that we are supposed to receive a dividend this year of approximately $9,000.  7:40:43 PM 
Councilmember Arrington thanked the City crew for all of their work on the 4th of July.  On line registration went very well.  They were able to send out a parade line up map via email to all those who were in the parade a couple of days before.  A number of people commented about appreciating that.  Councilmember Nielson heard several people comment about the on-line registration.  One of the ladies helping with the parade stated that this was the most organized it has ever been.

The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.

The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.
