6:01:43 PM Minutes of the Richfield City Council EMERGENCY meeting held on Tuesday, August 11, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of the Richfield City office building located at 75 East Center, Richfield, Utah.   Mayor David C. Ogden presiding.

1. ROLL CALL was answered by Mayor Dave Ogden, Councilmembers Kevin Arrington, Richard Barnett, Bryan Burrows, Kathy Christensen, Connie Nielson, City Manager Matthew Creamer, and City Finance Director Mike Langston.  Mayor Ogden excused City Recorder Michele Jolley. 
2. EXECUTIVE SESSION.  6:02:36 PM   At 6:02 p.m., Councilmember Christensen moved to adjourn regular session of the Richfield City Council and convene an executive session to discuss the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of individuals and a pending or reasonably imminent litigation matter.  Councilmember Nielson moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye. 
3. RECONVENE.  At 6:53 p.m., regular session reconvened.  
4. BUDGET DISCUSSION.  Councilmember Burrows noted that the concessions at the golf course seem way down from what they have been in the past.  Mr. Langston noted that he had changed that figure from $14,000 to $30,000 in the budget, which would be the gross sales for prepared food, pop, candy and beer.  Councilmember Arrington asked how the line item went from $104,000 in the adopted budget for 2015/16 to the amended budget of $30,000.  Mr. Langston stated that the pro shop items were taken out where they have all been included before.  

Councilmember Burrows asked how we are going to keep track of credit card sales and credit card fees.  Mr. Langston stated that for now we are going to handle the credit card sales until he is able to set up an accounting system, so it may be next spring before that happens.  So until that happens, we will have to sit down with Mr. Mullen and determine how much his share of the fees are.  
Councilmember Arrington noted that this year, Mr. Mullen will pay $7,000 in inventory purchase and then next year it will be $14,000 and the next year it will be another $7,000 and that will be it.  

Mr. Langston reported that we also have some gift certificates that are still outstanding and when they are redeemed it might be for golf or a cart or something in the pro shop.  We really cannot determine what to do with that until they actually use their gift certificate, so we will be meeting quarterly to reconcile how much is ours and how much is his.  Councilmember Arrington asked if we know about how much is out in gift certificates.  Mr. Langston stated that it is about $2,000.  Hopefully after one year this will take care of itself.  In the future people can still by a gift certificate to play golf or rent a cart, but they will have to specify up front if they want it for the pro shop or if they want it for golf and rentals.
Councilmember Arrington wondered if this budget is falling short in 8 or 9 months where the short fall would come from.  Mr. Langston stated that it could come from contingencies which the Council would have to approve.  Mr. Langston pointed out that this is not the only budget item that could run short or long.  Everything is our best forecast and you never know how it is going to come in.  This is our best guess.  
5. MEETING ADJOURNED.  At 7:01 p.m., Councilmember Nielson moved to adjourn the special meeting.  Councilmember Burrows moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.
