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The Hyde Park City Planning Commission meeting began at 7:00 p.m. conducted by Chairman Mark Lynne.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Mark Lynne corrected one item under the City Council Report, number 3:  “A citizen”, not Hyde Park, requested a fence.  Reed Elder made a motion to approve the Minutes, as corrected, from the Planning Commission meeting held August 5, 2015.  Mark Lynne seconded the motion. Mark Lynne, David Zook, Reed Elder, Laurie Baldwin, Mark Hurd and Melinda Lee voted in favor.

CITY COUNCIL REPORT
1. The newly approved Animal Ordinance brought a room full of disgruntled residents.  They took citizen input even though it was not on the agenda.  The main objections were:
a. Pigs and roosters not allowed.
b. No horses on less than 3/4 acre.
c. Animals must be 75 feet from neighbor’s property line.
Council voted to take a new vote on passing the ordinance.  All voted against.
2. Council agreed to drill an exploratory well requested by Bret Randall.
3. Discussed the proposal to remove 50 East road from the Master Plan as a collector road.

CITY UTILITY WATER CHARGES
Melinda Lee requested the City Council clarify culinary water charges to be either “per water meter” or “per residence”.  The Mayor asked about enforcement on all those not coming forth.  Reed recommended the city send letters informing them of the new Accessory Apartment Ordinance.  Granting Grandfather status was discussed but not desirable or fair.  Complying to current code may be a deterrent but the code is for safety purposes.  The City Council will discuss the clarification and enforcement at their next meeting.

SECONDARY WATER SHARES TRANSFER 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mark Hurd asked for clarification before drafting and ordinance for the city to obtain water shares/rights.  Question:  Does Hyde Park City want to take control/ownership of secondary water?  That brought much discussion and various opinions.  Reed noted Smithfield City owns all water, culinary and secondary, but residents pay the canal company directly for secondary water.  David said some cities own both.  Mark Hurd said it will cost more.  David said if Hyde Park chooses that path we should charge for the additional cost.  The benefit would be minimum standards. Reed said the canal companies should bring the system up to minimum standards before Hyde Park purchases or sell at a reduced price.  David believes the residents would prefer it because it would spread the cost of repairs.  The Mayor said Mike Grunig is emphatic that the city should not own/run secondary water because the system is so outdated and in disrepair.  David asked if our Impact Fees cover the cost of water shares in addition to infrastructure costs.  New residents should pay.  We should shift the burden from the city to new residents.  Both Reed and Mayor Cox verified that the study done showed Hyde Park City has enough water for a 40 year buildout at our current growth rate of 3%, and that is was based on ‘water rights’.  David said he wants the city to be covered, safe and not responsible for outlying costs.  Sharidean believes HOAs would be happy to donate their responsibility and control to the city .

Melinda asked if secondary water is metered.  Not now, but David believes that is the future.  It is the only way to promote conservation.

It was agreed this is a major fork in the road and City Council must give the Planning Commission direction before continuing.  Mark Hurd will attend City Council next week.

Mayor Cox also said the city needs an Emergency Action Plan regarding water, or the lack thereof, noting that when secondary water is not available, culinary watering of lawns should also be prohibited so as not to contribute to “green envy” and competition of neighbors.

RECENTLY APPROVED ANIMAL ORDINANCE RESCINDED
Sharidean asked Melinda to email the volunteers with all applicable information (ie. past and present animal ordinances) and an avenue to submit ideas and recommendations ahead of time for the Planning Commission to consider. The Commission will revisit this item at the October 7, 2015 meeting.  Mark Hurd suggested also sending the committee our Nuisance Ordinance.

URBAN DEER MANAGEMENT 
Mark Lynne made a motion for the City Council to submit the DWR Application for managing urban deer, then wait and watch North Logan until Spring 2016.  Reed seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Reed Elder, Laurie Baldwin, Mark Hurd and Melinda Lee voted in favor; David Zook voted against the motion.  David likes the deer and is against killing any animals.  

MODERATE INCOME HOUSING PLAN
The Commission briefly reviewed Mark Lynne’s latest draft of a Moderate Incoming Housing Plan for Hyde Park City (up to “Strategies”); continued.
