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DEVELOPMENT REVIEW COMMITTEE MINUTES

July 28, 2015
The Development Review Committee held a meeting on Tuesday, July 28, 2015 in the City Council Chambers, 
45 West 100 South, Santaquin, Utah. Dennis Marker called the meeting to order at 10:04 a.m. 

Committee Members Present: Assistant City Manager Dennis Marker, City Engineer Norm Beagley, Public Works Director Wade Eva, Building Official Randy Spadafora, Police Chief Rod Hurst, Fire Chief Steven Olsen, and Infrastructure Inspector Jared Shepherd.
Others Present: Matt Hansen, Nate Walters and Dan Fetchner.
Apple Hollow A-8 
Second review of a 10 lot subdivision at approximately 1029 Apple Seed Lane. Nate Walters, Dan Fetchner and Matt Hansen were present to address issues with the subdivision.
Infrastructure: Jared Shepherd said he had no concerns with the subdivision.

Building: Randy Spadafora said the addressing appeared correct on the plat.

Fire: Chief Olsen clarified the culinary water plan looping which now connects F-1 to C-2 and C-2 with A-2. One street will need looping in the future. Chief Olsen said all the fire hydrant distances are correct, and asked that the hydrant locations be added to the plans.

Police: Chief Hurst said he had no concerns with the subdivision.

Engineering: Norm Beagley said there are a couple of items that appear to be typographical errors on the plans, a ‘4 foot filter fabric’ and square footage of ‘15,000’ on the pond. He asked that these be corrected. 

Mr. Beagley said he has received the quantities for the offsite detention basin, but still needs the contractor bids and or quotes and the number of units. The offsite water lines need two legal descriptions, one of which has been received, and the full legal conveyance documents are also needed. Quantities for the landscape plans are needed for the bonds on Orchards C-3 and Apple Hollow A-8.
Mr. Beagley said the sidewalk rendering is not as previous envisioned, which involved widening the sidewalk and meandering it onto private property. However, what has been shown will work. Dennis Marker suggested that if the developer did not want to encumber private property, then the sidewalk could be shifted a foot to the west, so there is a six foot separation from the future curb and no separation from the property line. The rolling berm should be elongated and at least one foot tall at the peak. 
Community Development: Dennis Marker said a landscape and irrigation plan must be submitted for the entire plat areas and those areas to be landscaped in Plat E. Prior to recording the plat, proof of tax payments and a copy of the CC & R’s need to be provided. ARC approval must be obtained for the units with the building permit plans. Nate Walters said the landscaping plan should be started this week. Mr. Marker suggested John Caldwell, who has attended several ARC meetings, be consulted regarding shrubbery designs, especially on the large flat end walls of the units. Wade Eva said he would like to see numbering on both sides of the units. Mr. Beagley said that has been a requirement for the last two plats. Mr. Marker asked Randy Spadafora to ensure this is done at the final inspection. Matt Hansen said there would be no problem with dual addressing.
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Apple Hollow A-8, continued:

Norm Beagley made a motion to approve the Apple Hollow A-8 subdivision, contingent on issues being raised in this meeting being addressed. Steve Olsen seconded the motion. The vote to approve the Apple Hollow A-8 subdivision was unanimous. 
Unfinished Business
Orchards C-3 – Orchards C-3 was approved at the last DRC meeting, and revised drawings and quantities have been submitted. The development process is in the final stages.
Foothill Village B – Dennis Marker met with developer Jimmy DeGraffenried regarding grading and the status of the frontage road. Mr. DeGraffenried indicated he will rough-in the road and give the City an easement to meet the requirement that the road be traversable for public safety vehicles. This will not necessarily be where the road will be for the final design. The City is waiting for a culinary water line easement on the Brubaker property. Mr. Beagley is working on a bond tabulation for the subdivision.
Park View Condominiums – The developer has submitted a condominium plat for the 12 units to be built across the street from Centennial Park. They have agreed to postpone the process for the plat until construction has begun, in order to prevent some possible issues with neighbors. Residents near the units may be under the mistaken impression the building can be prevented by protesting the condominium plat, which impression may be alleviated by having the construction started. The funding for the units is in place, and the developer will submit plans for building permits in the near future. 
Nothing has been heard from the developers of Bella Vista Orchards. It was clarified that Orchards D-1 has been put on the back burner for now, and Apple Hollow A-8 and Orchards C-3 will most likely both be started soon. The multi-unit homes may be relocated closer to the railroad tracks. Chief Hurst expressed his concerns regarding the open canal near the proposed units. The canal company may eventually pipe the lines, but it is a costly proposition. Chief Olsen said at a minimum the canal should be fenced. It was suggested the canal owner be informed of the development coming to the area so they can address these concerns.
Minutes 
Jared Shepherd made a motion to approve the minutes of July 14, 2015 as written. Norm Beagley seconded the motion. The vote to approve the minutes of July 14, 2015 as written was unanimous.
