1.  Open Meeting
Chairman Pratt called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

3. Discussion:

· Emergency Management Update
Presented by Bucky Whitehouse

Mr. Whitehouse stated that he is in search of a representative from the Council to serve on the Tooele County Disaster Recovery Task Force committee.   The committee will consist of elected officials and business leaders in the community to prepare for disaster recovery.  The Council representative would need to attend quarterly meetings.  Some meetings will have experts attend to provide updates for the officials to understand what a recovery process looks like.  Recovery from Hurricane Katrina is still going on.  This shows that the recovery process for big events takes years.  This committee will work with the mitigation committee (that Councilman McCall currently serves on) to plan on how to deal with the aftermath of a big event.  Some of the utility companies such as Rocky Mountain Power and Questar will be on this committee.  Mr. Whitehouse feels this committee would be rewarding to be involved with.  
Chairman Pratt asked when Mr. Whitehouse needed to receive a name of a representative.  Mr. Whitehouse answered by the 18th of this month.  Chairman Pratt indicated that he would like an opportunity to speak with the Council members that are not in attendance. Councilwoman Winn expressed an interest in serving on this committee.  Mr. Baker stated he would add this committee to the list of board assignments.  
Mr. Whitehouse notified the Council of an elected official training on September 17th from 5:00 pm to 7:30 pm, at the emergency management building.  The Council of Governments will meet right after this meeting and dinner will be served.    

· Ordinance 2015-24 An Ordinance of the Tooele City Council Vacating a Public Utility and Drainage Easement in Copper Canyon PUD 2B Subdivision
Presented by Roger Baker

Mr. Baker stated that two weeks ago the Council approved the sale of a strip of property to be taken out of the Copper Canyon parking lot to be sold to an adjacent lot owner.  The owner has paid the price of that property and a deed has been given to him.  He would like to lay a driveway and garage and is asking the city to vacate the public utility and drainage easement.  Rocky Mountain Power and Questar have agreed to the vacation.  The vacation requires a public hearing.  There needs to be a finding that there's a legitimate reason for doing it, and that there’s not a harm in doing it.  
· Resolution 2015-40 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Appointing Andrew Wallentine to the Administrative Control Board of the North Tooele City Special Service District
Presented by Roger Baker
Mr. Baker said that there is a vacancy on the North Tooele City Special Service District (NTCSSD) board.  The board has recommended that Mr. Wallentine fill that vacancy.  Mr. Wallentine appears to be qualified and has submitted a letter of interest.  Councilwoman Winn stated that she met Mr. Wallentine at the last NTCSSD meeting.  He seemed very engaged and willing to serve.  The rest of the board know him and recommend this appointment.   

· Main Street Project Update 
Mr. Bolser stated that there is a conflict in elevation in the storm drain trunk line and the sewer line on the west side of Main Street.  In the areas where the trunk line doesn’t match up, a sister sewer line will be installed.  Chairman Pratt asked if the Main Street project is still behind schedule.  Mr. Bolser answered that they are about three weeks behind.    

· Approval of Financial Participation in the Broadway Hotel Project
Presented by Randy Sant

Chairman Pratt recognized Mr. Sant, Kevin Peterson and Soren Simonsen at the meeting to discuss this issue tonight.  Mr. Sant stated that Mr. Peterson has already spoken with the county about participating in this project.  Mr. Sant recommended that the City also participate in the project with certain terms and conditions.  One of the conditions involves applying for a CDBG grant.  Mr. Sant recommended that the City apply for a CDBG grant for this project, only if the project is funded.  Mr. Sant said that he didn’t want to submit a CDBG application and then have to pull it if they find out the funding isn’t in place.  The CDBG grant would be for sidewalk, curb and gutter, which would be installed at the tail end of project anyway.  Another condition of approval would be that the project area be amended, to include the Broadway area, negotiate the amount and length of the time, and to include a cap of the increment.  Mr. Sant stated that the City may need letters from some of the property owners saying they don’t mind being included in the project area.  Mr. Sant said that he is looking at the amount that is necessary to cover the gap in debt service coverage, which should decrease over time.  Mr. Sant stated that the City will have to go to the other tax entities for participation in other projects, and he would like to make sure that the City takes everything as a package.  Mr. Peterson and Mr. Simonsen have talked with the other entities, so they are aware of the project.  Another condition of approval is to make sure the developers understand there won't be any other funding, and no other commitment to this project.  The amount available will be depended upon what they build, how fast they build, etc.  
Chairman Pratt stated that he was good with moving ahead with the stipulations discussed.  Mr. Baker said that he was okay with moving forward with a letter, provided that the Council voted on this item.  
Councilwoman Winn made a motion to approve financial participation in the Broadway Hotel, with the conditions stated by Mr. Sant.  Councilman McCall seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn “Aye”, Councilman McCall “Aye”,  and Chairman Pratt “Aye”.  
Mr. Sant indicated that he would have a letter to Mr. Peterson by next Tuesday.  

· Resolution 2015-37 Consideration for Adoption of a Resolution Authorizing the Issuance and Sale of $5,500,000 Aggregate Principal Amount of Taxable Franchise Tax Revenue Bonds, Series 2015 of Tooele City, Utah and Related Matters

Presented by Randy Sant
Mr. Sant stated that there have been a couple of small amendments made to the Resolution.  The amendments better define what was being purchased and for what purpose.

Mr. Jason Birningham stated that the Resolution outlines and sets in motion the City's intent for acquisition of the land.  It explains that the purchase of the land will be used for a private development and that the bonds will be taxable.  In accordance with the process, it stipulates what the maximum parameters are, not to exceed $5.5 million, and sets the maximum interest rate of 5%.  The intent of the bond is to hold this property until a commercial development can occur. Mr. Birningham went on to say that the Resolution provides for a publication to hold a public hearing on October 7th.  The Resolution, if approved tonight, would designate the Mayor and the Director of Finance as the designated officers, as long as the parameters are not exceeded, so that this matter doesn't need to come back before the Council.  Several copies of the Resolution need to be signed.  The attachments include the indenture and a draft of the agreement.  Closing on the bond would be in the middle of October.  

Mr. Baker asked Mr. Sant if the October 15th closing date gave him enough time to explore other options.  Mr. Sant answered that it did.  Mr. Sant stated that he has notified the current owner of the closing time frame to let them know the City is moving forward.  If the closing on the bond and the closing of the property occur on the same day, it could save the City some money.  

4. Close Meeting to Discuss Property Acquisition and Litigation
Councilman McCall moved to close the meeting.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn “Aye”, Councilman McCall “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt “Aye”.  The meeting closed at 5:45 p.m.

Those in attendance during the closed session were:  Glenn Caldwell, Roger Baker, Jim Bolser, Mayor Patrick Dunlavy, Michelle Pitt, Randy Sant, Councilwoman Winn, Councilman McCall, and Chairman Pratt.  
No minutes were taken on these items.
5. Adjourn
Councilwoman Winn moved to adjourn the meeting.  Councilman McCall seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn “Aye”, Councilman McCall “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt “Aye”.  The meeting adjourned at 6:22 p.m.
