1.  Open Meeting
Vice Chairman Wardle called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.
2. Roll Call

3. Discussion:

· Electronics and Equipment Needs for City Hall Conference and Council Rooms
Presented by Jim Bolser
Mr. Bolser explained that updating the electronics in the large conference room and council chambers has been discussed internally to try to meet the needs of Council presentations and guest presenters, connectivity, and projection.   Mr. Bolser offered a couple of options: 
· Purchase Apple TV boxes.  The Apple TV box allows wireless connection from IPads, computers, and other personal devices, to the projector.  The cost would be about $200 for the large conference room, and $140 for council chambers.  
· Replace the projectors.  The cost would be approximately $1600 to replace the projector in the large conference room.  The cost to replace the council chamber’s projector is unknown at this time. 

· Purchase a mountable TV that connects to and projects presentations directly from wireless devices.    
Randy Sant mentioned to Mr. Bolser that the RDA could participate in these projects.  Mr. Bolser asked the Council if they were interested in getting more technically advanced.   Councilman Pruden answered that he would like to try to get something that doesn't need to be replaced quickly.  Councilman McCall stated that the sound system in the council chambers needs to be replaced.  He would like to set aside $8,000 to $10,000 to upgrade the sound system and get the things needed.  Mr. Bolser said that these upgrades would benefit the Recorder's office as well because they wouldn’t have to download, collect, and operate  presentations during meetings because presenters could show their presentations by wireless connection from their own devices and seamlessly switch from one to the next.  Councilman Pruden asked Mr. Bolser to put together several scenarios of suggested equipment, with prices.  Mayor Dunlavy reminded Council that these items were not requested in this year's budget.  Vice Chairman Wardle asked that the suggested changes be ready for the next meeting.

· Final Plat Approval of Peterson Industrial Depot Plat 2B, A Two-Lot 42.52 Acre Subdivision Located at Lodestone Way and I Avenue
and
· Final Plat Approval of Peterson Industrial Depot Building 651 Condominium, a Two-Unit Condominium Located at 1736 West H Avenue and 1735 West I Avenue
Presented by Jim Bolser
Mr. Bolser explained that these two plats would first create a two lot subdivision separating the site of the existing building from the remainder of the property, and then create two units within the existing building.  The applicant plans to sell those units individually.  

· Final Plat Approval of Tooele Town Center No. 5, A Two-Lot Subdivision Located at 915 North 100 East 
Presented by Jim Bolser
Mr. Bolser stated that this is a minor subdivision at the south end of the Macey's development.  This subdivision is intended to split the property in half to allow for the sale of two acres.

· Final Plat Approval of Tuilla Subdivision, a Two-Lot Subdivision Located at Approximately 200 East 400 North
Presented by Jim Bolser
Mr. Bolser explained that this is a minor subdivision requested by the Tooele Congregation of Jehovah's Witnesses.  The applicant bought a larger piece of property than they needed.  They would like to sell the remainder of the property to their neighbor, and already already have an agreement with them.

· Main Street Project Update
Mr. Bolser stated that the contractors have installed curb and gutter between 700 North and 1000 North, on the west side.  They have begun paving and will be paving up to Vorwaller Drive.  Sidewalk and driveway installation is ongoing.  Further south, the storm drain trunk line is being installed.  Paving on the east side to Utah Avenue is planned for early October.  Temporary paving was scheduled to begin yesterday, but considering the weather, Mr. Bolser was not sure if it was done.  There are nightly closures scheduled for 200 South and 500 South through September 25th to deal with sewer laterals that have to go all the way across the street.  They are paving in the area of 2000 N to Stansbury Parkway so northbound and southbound lanes are reduced to one lane during certain overnight hours.  Councilman Pruden remarked that alot of people have told him that this project is a good thing, and that the Main Street project looks good.  

4. Close Meeting to Discuss Property Acquisition and Litigation
Councilman Pruden moved to close the meeting.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn “Aye”, Councilman McCall “Aye”, Councilman Pruden “Aye”, and Vice Chairman Wardle “Aye”.  The meeting closed at 5:17 p.m.

Those in attendance during the closed session were:  Glenn Caldwell, Roger Baker, Jim Bolser, Mayor Patrick Dunlavy, Michelle Pitt, Randy Sant, Paul Hansen, Councilwoman Winn, Councilman McCall, Vice Chairman Wardle, and Councilman Pruden.  
No minutes were taken on these items.
5. Adjourn
Councilman Pruden moved to adjourn the meeting.  Councilman McCall seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn “Aye”, Councilman McCall “Aye”, Councilman Pruden “Aye”, and Vice Chairman Wardle “Aye”.  The meeting adjourned at 6:44 p.m.
