Little Valley Store:  Scott Wilding has looked at the entrance road with the two-way and one-way travel option.  The Little Valley Store have decided the one-way travel on the road to the south of the store will be the best choice.  Scott suspects they will have the entrance on the south side and exist the north side.  They feel if they did it the opposite direction there would be a blind corner. 
Since the road will now be one way there would be room for a double sided fueling pump.

The Commission talked to Scott about the consumption of alcohol.  They wanted it understood that they people cannot purchase alcohol and drink it on the premises.  They can take it to their trailers or campsite and consume it.  

They also want to need to decide where they want to put the sign for gas prices.

We will table the work meeting list that was given to Scott until the Oct 8th meeting.

It was discussed about the amount of parking needed according to restaurant seating and store size.  After finding out there was seating for 18 for the restaurant and the square footage of store is 1000 and the square footage of restaurant is also 1000 square feet, it was decided there were enough parking spaces.  When they decide what they are doing with the temporary building they may have to add a couple spaces to accommodate for parking for the temporary building.  Mr. Quilter told us they were leasing the land behind Holly Forsgren’s house from Jim Forsgren for their overflow parking for the campground.  Mr Quilter was told we need to see a copy of the lease agreement, before we can consider that to be their overflow parking. 

Tim went over all items they needed to complete on their Conditional Use Permit for the grill and restaurant.  It looks like everything has been completed and answered.  

Gardner would like us to make sure The Little Valley store have their directional and parking signs put up.
