PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES 
ANGELIQUE GRIFFIN - 300 S. 800 W. - PUTTING SHED ON PROPERTY WITH POWER
Mayor Taylor explained this project. This project meets all requirements and was approved by Planning and Zoning. Council member Barnes made a motion to approve the municipal project approval form for Ms. Griffin. Council member Torgersen seconded the                      motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Graham, Torgersen and Barnes voting aye.

TRAVIS SEYMOUR - 255 S. 800 W. - MODULAR HOME WITH GARAGE
Mayor Taylor explained this project. This project meets all requirements and was approved by Planning and Zoning. Council member Allen made a motion to approve the municipal project approval form for Mr. Seymour. Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Graham, Barnes and Torgersen voting aye.  

CAMILLE SHAKESPEAR - CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT

ANGELIQUE GRIFFIN- NEW WATER METER AND SEWER CONNECTION
Council member Torgersen made a motion to approve a new water meter and sewer connection for Ms. Griffin. Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Graham, Torgersen and Barnes voting aye. Council member Barnes said there will be an additional charge of $500.00 if the asphalt has to be cut and replaced on the road.

JULY 4TH FIREWORKS 
Sherri Meisenbach said the goal for the fireworks is $2,000.00. She feels they will reach this amount and more. This item was discussed at length. 

SCARECROW CONTEST AND MAIN STREET FALL DECORATIONS
Council member Barnes said there will be a Scarecrow Contest October 2, 2015. There will be prize money for the winners (copy attached). The Scarecrows will then be used to decorate Main Street. Council member Barnes is asking for $900.00 from the Resort Tax Fund to be used for prize money and refreshments. Council member Allen made a motion to donate $900.00 for the Scarecrow Contest and Main Street Decorations. Council member Torgersen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Graham, Torgersen and Barnes voting aye.

CITY YARD
Mayor Taylor said the City is close to reaching an agreement to purchase the City yard from UDOT.  
Council member Barnes thanked Mayor Taylor for his efforts on making this purchase possible.  
Council member Barnes explained the importance of this property to the City and the changes it can make to Main Street. This item was discussed at length.
