	Council Member Wilson, seconded by Council Member DeBry, moved to approve the minutes of the Salt Lake County Council meetings held on Tuesday, September 22, 2015, and Tuesday, September 29, 2015, and the Association of Community Councils Together (ACCT) meeting held on Tuesday, September 29, 2015.  The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Council Members present voted “Aye.”

		Mr. Steve Van Maren spoke under “Citizen Public Input” regarding the proposal to have citizens call-in during Citizen Public Input to Committee of the Whole and Council meetings.  He stated live streaming of the meetings would make the Council more accessible to citizens.  He also thought that publishing emails sent to a central location would be a good idea.  Citizens would have to know that their emails would be widely distributed as opposed to being accessible only through GRAMA.  He is concerned that call-ins could easily be abused.

		Mr. Tim Funk, CHAP Director, Crossroads Urban Center, spoke under “Citizen Public Input’ regarding a study done by Crossroads Urban Center titled “Our City Leads.”  The report makes some immediate and long term recommendations to address homelessness.  Homelessness is a shared responsibility.  The County has always done its share; it is time for other cities in the valley to step forward.  Crossroads Urban Center is asking Salt Lake City to propose a $30 million General Obligation Bond that would be used to help pay for a new family shelter and a shelter that might also include single women.  He asked that County leaders review the study and consider the recommendations.

	Mayor Ben McAdams stated Crossroads Urban Center has done great work with this proposal.  Within the last year, Salt Lake City convened a Homeless Facilities Location Committee to advise on where homeless facilities should be located, and the County convened a Homeless Services Committee.  Salt Lake County is the largest funder of homeless services by spending $20 million per year.  It did not make sense for the city to advise others about what services should be funded when the city did not pay for the services.  

At its September meeting, the County’s Homeless Services Committee adopted a set of outcomes it would like to see from the homeless services system, which were then forwarded to the public for comment.  A set of indicators were also adopted to measure the progress of any program.  All proposals will be compared to these indicators and outcomes to see if they fit in with the County’s goals and outcomes.  Proposals would then be forwarded to the city for input on where a facility should be located.  It is important to respect the jurisdictions of the County and cities.  If the city were to step up with a proposal to issue a $30 million bond, the County would still be funding about five times the annual amount as the city.  However, the County would welcome a $30 million investment for critical facilities.

	Council Member Bradley stated Crossroads Urban Center has long been an effective and informative advocate for the homeless and those who are disadvantaged in the community.
