	Last meeting we discussed what to do when there are statements in the comments of the reports that are either incorrect or, for example, use the wrong pronoun.  Joanne drafted language to include in such reports and in the cover letter accompanying the report.  The group discussed how to handle possible errors that are found after the report is created. The error would be footnoted so the “paper trail” is accurate.
