Minutes of the Advisory Board Meeting
Wednesday September 16, 2015
Opening
Chairwoman Linda Sappington called the meeting to order at 8:03 am
Present
Linda Sappington, Kam Capik, Melanie Hinton, Mary Smiley, Deborah Reeder
Discussion to decide if a quorum was present; since Bette Arial is a non-voting member and 4 board members out of the voting 8 were present, it was determined that there was a quorum.  Welcome new board member Mary Smiley, she is from southern California and a teacher at Dixie University in the English Department.  Board members introduced themselves to her and welcomed her to the Board.
Approval of Minutes
Two typographical corrections were made to the minutes. Motion by Melanie Hinton to approve the minutes of August 19, 2015 with the corrections noted; motion was seconded by Kam Capik.
Arts Commission Report
There was no Arts Commission Report as the Arts Commission will not meet until September 24th.  However Kam attended the opening of the Electric Theater and said it was a fun and successful event in a beautiful new space.  
Old Business
Home Tour – Three homes are set for the home tour and the homeowners are excited about the tour.  Tickets are ready to sell and were distributed to the board members present. Linda took Terance, Clay and Collin's tickets to distribute them on Monday at Rotary club. Linda Lowe will also need tickets to sell. There are two buses that hold 14 people each and another larger bus available that holds 24 which can be put into use if ticket sales exceed the capacity of the small buses.  If all buses are needed, two small buses will follow one route and large bus will follow a different route.    Tour dates are October 23rd & 24th; concluding with lunch at Painted Pony. It was suggested that someone ask Clyde Johnston to sell tickets because he was very successful with sales when he was on the board. 
The history of the Home Tour and description of the event was explained to the new board members by Deborah. Home Tour came about in 2007 after strategizing ways to celebrate the 10th Anniversary of the Museum current location.  Carol Lakin, the board chair at that time, Deborah and other board members felt a need for another Fundraiser to supplement the Soup N Bowl.  Goal was to get more art lovers involved in the museum.  The home locations are kept secret to add an element of surprise to the tour and for security reasons.
Mary asked if board members were committed to buy tickets and attend/host bus on both Friday and Saturday and was told that one day is sufficient as there are 8 board members.  Tour starts at 8:15 but bus hosts should arrive by 8, goal is to get on the road as close to 8:15 as possible.  Lunch at the Painted Pony is usually over by 1:00.
Sponsors have been secured including $500 sponsors – Theurer Orthodontics; Zions Bank; Durham Jones Pinegar; Naylor Wentworth Lund Architects; and $250 sponsors – Town & Country Bank; Rock Canyon Bank; and Steven Wade Automotive.
Board members were asked to take exhibit cards to distribute at various locations around town.  Bundles have been created with name/area on each.  These locations have taken cards in the past and are happy to have them.  They put them out for visitors/residents to pick up and learn about the Museum.  Linda asked that we add Las Palmas Vacation Rental Resort to the list, Best Western Coral Hills has also been added, he picked up cards already. Cliffview Assisted Living is the new name for Brookdale Southgate.  Fibonacci Gallery is gone. Linda will take a packet of postcards to the new assisted living center on Valley View.
Melanie suggested that we consider the Gaell Lindstrom home for future home tour.  The home was purchased by Braden Lindstrom and is filled with Gaell’s art.  Braden loves to share his father’s art talk about it.   
2016 National Parks Juried Shows brochures are printed and available for board members to distribute to interested artists. Melanie asked if there were requirements to enter.  Anyone can enter, any media, entry is through “Entrythingy” which will be accessible through our website as soon as IT gets it set up.  Art will be juried by Donna Poulton for acceptance into the exhibit and there will be one $5000 purchase prize for each of the three exhibits.  
Art Acquisition from Bloomington Country Club Steven Brough was to contact Sun River, the current owners of the Country Club to discuss donating the 3 paintings to the Museum. Since he was not in attendance there is no update on the status.  
New Business
The museum currently has two photographs by John Hillers, a photographer on John Wesley Powell’s expeditions, on long term loan.  These were originally loaned for the Zion exhibits in 2008-09 and will eventually be donated to the museum.  Paul Bingham of Thunderbird Gallery in Mt. Carmel has large group of photographs by Hillers available for sale.  They were purchased by the gallery many years ago for $50,000 and he is selling them individually but will sell the entire collection for $150,000.  These are important photos of Native American scenes and people from our area which Deborah thinks would be valuable additions to the collection.  She will send information about them to the board members via email.  
Director’s Report
3rd Thursday Art Conversation with Kay Miner, Legacy Gallery artist will take place on Thursday September 17th, Deborah encouraged everyone to attend.  	  
Regarding the property next door, the city has been busy with the opening of the Electric Theater so there is no progress update.  However at a presentation made by Gary Esplin to the city employees, he talked about the value of the properties acquired by the city over the last 20 years.  Therefore the prospect of acquiring this property may be very well received.  This idea was also thought to be beneficial going as far back as Glen Blakley, the original Museum Director.  A presentation to the City Council should be organized; Bette can arrange to get it on the agenda.
Deborah is writing a grant for RAP tax money and will request $30,000.  RAP tax grants have been very small but it doesn’t hurt to ask.  “We will get what we get.”
[bookmark: _GoBack]Full page ad is being developed to promote the 2016 National Parks exhibits in Western Art Collector Magazine.  This is made possible by a grant from the CVB for $5000 and will give national exposure to the Museum and the call to artists to enter these exhibits.
Storage panels will be installed in the Collection Room in early November.  This will complete the storage system for the first room.  
The Larry Gardner Art Conversation went well and attendance was good but not a large as the previous two which were enormously successful.  There will be another special Saturday Conversation with Hal Hickman at 1:00 pm on November 14th.  He will talk about silver mines and their impact on the southern Utah area.
Deborah will be attending the Western Museum Association Conference in October. She will be leaving after the Home Tour on Friday and will not be at the Saturday Home Tour.  A staff member will be available to open the Museum for the tour.
This week will kick off the first of the “Third Weekend of Art” events.  It will begin with our art conversation on Thursday, followed by the Art on Main Gallery Walk on Friday and another event on Saturday.  This will be a monthly occurrence. 
School Tours started this week.
Plans of action
Linda is working on articles for St. George Magazine’s The Buzz and the Senior Sampler.  She will also get something to The Spectrum shortly.
