OF THE
REGULAR MEETING
OF THE
ORANGEVILLE CITY COUNCIL
HELD ON
WEDNESDAY,
SEPTEMBER 9, 2015


Present at said meeting were:  Mayor Roger Swenson, Council members Kent Wilson, Ben Orgill, Carole Larsen, Carol Stilson, Tom Baltzer.  City Recorder Ruanne Leeflang, City Treasurer Cindy Nielson.
Also present Julie and Cache Leavitt, Phil Fauver - Emery County Progress, Lexi Huntington - ETV10.
Mayor Swenson offered the opening prayer and Cache Leavitt led the Pledge of Allegiance.

1.  PUBLIC COMMENTS	
Cache Leavitt came before the council to inform them of what he would like to for his Eagle Project.  He is planning on redoing the flower beds around the monuments at the cemetery.  This project needs to be done before the end of October.  Ben and Tom will oversee the project.  All council members thought this would be a good idea.

2.  APPROVAL OF BILLS AND WARRANTS
Kent Wilson moved to approve all bills and warrants as presented.  Second Ben Orgill.  Voting:  Ben Orgill – aye, Carol Stilson – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed.  Kent Wilson stated that he would like to include approval of $1,200.00 to Jared Butler.  When the approach to the driveway was put in, it was before he put in his house and the approach does not line-up with the driveway.  There was discussion on this item and it was determined that it should be investigated further.

3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS
Tom Baltzer moved to approve the minutes of previous meetings.  Second Ben Orgill.  Motion passed.

4.  JOHN HUGHES – ORANGEVILLE CITY FACEBOOK PAGE
Mr. Hughes was not in attendance.  Carol Stilson commented that he has a lot of good ideas.  He does need the rights to the Facebook page.  Ben Orgill will see that is taken care of.  Mr. Hughes will also need the spotlight from the Grapevine and other items the city would like included.  He will also use some games to make the page better.



5.  DISCUSS/APPROVE STATE CONTRACT – BACKHOE LEASE
Mayor Swenson  commented that at the last meeting of the Castle Valley Special Service District he learned of a state contract where you can lease a new backhoe for the cost of $900.00 per year.  The one we use now is a 1989 John Deere and is running.  There is some maintenance needed.  We also have a 2000 Cat.  Maybe we could sell the cat and use the proceeds to pay for the lease.  The new backhoe could only be used 200 hours per year.  Carole Larsen moved to approve the lease of a new backhoe for $900.00 per year.  Second Tom Baltzer.  Ben Orgill – aye, Carole Stilson – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carol Larsen – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed.
6. DISCUSS/APPROVE BURIAL FEES FOR CITY EMPLOYEES
Carol Stilson stated that this item was discussed a few months ago, but no decision was made.  Mayor Swenson said that he ran to be a public servant but we need to be really careful because this would be a benefit to employees.  He also worries about the public perception on giving employees another benefit.  Mayor Swenson stated he appreciates the people who work for the city but lets put it in the wages.  Carol Stilson commented that she could see how some people would have feelings regarding this matter.  Carole Larsen feels it is a nice gesture.  Carol Stilson moved to table this item.  Second Ben Orgill.  Motion passed

7.  DISCUSS/APPROVE FEES FOR RENTAL AND INSURANCE OF COMMUNITY CENTER
After discussion on this item Carol Stilson proposed that perhaps we could increase the fee from $30.00 to $75.00.  Cindy Nielson stated that on the rental contract commercial rentals are $100.00.  The mayor said that we want people to use our facilities.  We need to build on our amenities.  Our ballfields, our parks, our streets and use them to draw people in.  We need to make the rental affordable.  Carole Larsen moved to change the rental of the community center to $75.00   Carole Larsen withdrew her motion.  Carol Stilson moved to table this item until next meeting.  Second Tom Baltzer.  Motion passed.

8.  DISCUSS FLOOD CONTROL
Mayor Swenson mentioned that maintenance has made a levy along the creek.  Hopefully this will help prevent flood water from getting to the apartments.  Maintenance will also plant some sod and trees.  Ben Orgill feels the dirt should be compacted and will look into costs.

9.  ANIMAL PERMITS
Carol Stilson moved to approve animal permits for Jaden and Shelby Bagley and Wade and Angela Paskett.  Second Ben Orgill.  Motion passed.

10. LANDLORD AGREEMENT – WARE
Carole Larsen moved to approve the Landlord Agreement for Diane Ware.  Second Ben Orgill.  Motion passed.




11.  DISCUSS/APPROVE DONATION FOR MINERS MEMORIAL
Carol Stilson moved to approve a donation of $500.00 for the Miners Memorial.  Second Carole Larsen.  Voting:  Ben Orgill – aye, Carol Stilson – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed

12.  APPROVE ADDITIONS TO CVSSD PRIORITY LIST
Tom Baltzer moved to approve additions to the CVSSD Priority List.  Second Carole Larsen.  Motion passed.

13.  ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 8-2-5-2A RULES, REGULATIONS AND REQUIREMENTS
Carol Stilson moved to approve Ordinance 2015-3 Amending Section 8-2-5-2A Rules, Regulations and Requirements.  Second Carole Larsen.  Motion passed.

14.  PLANNING AND ZONING
Zoning Administrator Allen Childs handed out a sheet of all zoning items performed the last month.  He went over each informing  the council of what is going on.

15.  STAFF REPORTS
Allen Childs gave a power point presentation on what he is working on at the cemetery.  He is having problems with rodents and will continue working with that.  He will also be working on raising headstones and also on fall fertilizing.  Everyone is very pleased with the work he has been doing.
