The Board of County Commissioners met on September 14, 2015, 10:00 a.m. for its regular Commission
Meeting.   Attending were:  Commissioner Michael Dalton, Chairman; Commissioner Mark Whitney; Commissioner; Tammy Pearson; Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor; Scott Albrecht, Commission Assistant and Von Christiansen, County Attorney.

Prayer was offered by Von Christiansen, County Attorney.
Pledge of Allegiance
Approval of previous minutes by Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor.  With minor adjustments and edits, motion to authorize minutes was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous.
Review and Approval of County Bills.  Motion to approve bills was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous. 
Discussed Ordinance 2015-13 a Prairie Dog Management Policy.  Present were Paul Washburn, Keith Day from DWR and Keven Whicker from Beaver County Resource Management.  They discussed with Commission the management of Prairie Dogs currently happening this year and the improvements that have taken place.  The DWR made comment that they have no issue with the proposed Ordinance as currently written.   DWR commented to the fact that, Prairie Dogs in Beaver County have not been transplanted for 23 years.  Motion to adopt Ordinance 2015-13 was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was made unanimous after some discussion regarding the language within the Ordinance, it was decided to amend additional language within the Ordinance.
Review of Conflict of Interest Policy.    Motion to adopt a Conflict of Interest policy was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson, vote was made unanimous.
Review Public Safety contribution for Dispatchers.   A Resolution to amend the contribution rate of Dispatchers from a Local Government Employee status to Public Safety Employee status.  A motion to adopt Resolution 2015-16 was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.  Approved with a retroactive date of July 1, 2015.

Considered declaring burial plot as surplus property, at Beaver Cemetery.  Ms Viola Reynolds met with the Commission regarding purchasing a County owned burial plot next to her sister.  Motion to declare 438_4F as surplus property to auction to an individual, was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous. 
Consider Motor Vehicle Registration Refund Request.  A letter was presented to the Commission requested reimbursement of County paid fees.  Motion to deny this request was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson, vote was made unanimous.
Discussed Ordinance 2015-14-Amending Animal Control Ordinance.   Mr. Tony Fusco with Beaver County Animal Control and Lt Cody Black met to discuss the Animal Control Ordinance and the language within the Ordinance.  Mr. Fusco proposed an option of selling dog licenses every three years along with the rabies shots.  His goal is to make Animal Control self sufficient through fees.  Lt. Cody Black made comment that he was not for boarding animals for fear of illness or disease within the shelter. Motion to amend Ordinance 2015-14 was approved with the changes, animal licensing will coordinate with Rabies shots, but the Lifetime License will be removed from the Ordinance was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson,  the vote was made unanimous.
Commission met with the Forest Service about road construction and maintenance.  Ms. Kathy Johnson, Steve Rodriguez, Gary Sandall representing the Forest Service.  They updated the Commission of the activities the Forest Service has been doing this summer.  They have sprayed the Campgrounds of beetles recently.  Commissioner Dalton asked about the Timber sales.  Gary reported the Indian Creek project and the completion date of September 25.  Forest Service would like to do a walkthrough of the Tushar Campground at the end of the season with the County.  Steve discussed the new agreements with the County and the modifications to the agreement.
Review 2016 Budget process.  Mr. Scott Albrecht, Ms. Ginger McMullin and Ms. Michelle Evans met with the Commission to discuss this next year’s budget process.    A meeting was set for a later time.
Review of the 2015 Beaver County Fair.  In attendance were Alison Webb, Jim Webb, Cindy Nelson and Mark Nelson.  Ms. Webb discussed the success of the County Fair this year.   She also discussed the needs of the improvements of the facility.  Alison read an email that was sent to her with concerns of the bleachers.  
Discuss Utah State Statute regarding Agriculture Protection Zones.  In attendance were Jim Webb and Steve Styler representing Circle Four Farms.  Mr. Styler discussed Circle Four Farms Agriculture Protection Area application and the process as per State statute.  Mr. Styler discussed the reasons why they need to apply for the Agriculture Protection Area.  Mr. Styler requested a waiver of the application fee; he felt it was very astronomical amount to require their company to pay at $1/acre, which would result in an application fee of $21,755.  
Consider for Approval Abatements and Elk Meadows District Tied Liens.  Motion to accept provided Abatements and Circuit Breakers applications was voted for unanimously.  Motion to authorize to add Elk Meadows tied Liens was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.   
Review Clinical Services Contract made by Scott Langford and Paul Marshall.  The Commission discussed the contents of the presented contract and compensation.  With minor adjustments with the contract, Commission unanimously approved the provided contract.  
Consider Resolution 2015-15 a resolution adopting revisions to the County’s Hiring policy.  Motion to authorize Resolution 2015-15 was made unanimous.
Review RFP engineering services for the North Creek Road project.  Motion to advertise for engineering services was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson, vote was made unanimous
Mr. Christiansen discussed GRAMA request training coming up in October.
Mr. Christiansen discussed the Surplus Property Policy within the County.
No further business was discussed, meeting adjourned.
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
