The Public Hearing opened and closed with no comment.  Commission reviewed the application and supporting documents for the Special Use Permit from Bob Christensen for a 20’ x 30’ shed on 0.7 acres in a residential zone at 170 North 200 West.  Reed made a motion to approve the Special Use Permit.  Melinda seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Reed Elder, Laurie Baldwin and Melinda Lee voted in favor.  


ANIMAL ORDINANCE 
Mark opened the floor for public comment:
· Kathy Ashcroft 
· Why does Hyde Park want to be “similar to surrounding Cities”?
· Keep roosters, pigs
· Be careful limiting “stockpiling” so as not to limit compost use
· Tia Smith
· Zones are unclear on the website
· Keep roosters, pigs
· “Nuisance” up to city/Nolan’s discretion
· “Decorative fence” vague
· Desires large animals on less than one acre
· Bann Matson
· Desires a provision for 4-H groups, teaching and for temporary animals (ie. raising to slaughter/eat in less than one year)
· Her mini horse weighing hundreds of pounds less than a regular horse is considered the same size.  Could it be “medium instead of large”?
· Zoning difficult to find
· Unreasonable requirement of animal kept 75’ from property line
· Please allow more than three species at a time
· Mark Lynne interjected he wants to change the Small/Medium/Large designations to be based on weight, instead of class—perhaps Small = less than 100 lbs., Medium = 100-500 lbs., Large = over 500 lbs.
· Reed Elder suggested possible Special Use Permits for own food production or 4-H.  A resident commented that the city just wants more revenue.  David Zook noted that not all Special Use Permits need require a fee.
· Alan Balls
· Helped draft the animal ordinance years ago (2003?), says that was good.  
· “Nuisance” ordinance already covers most issues
· Allow more than three species
· Melissa Vogel
· Wants a citizens committee with Nolan Krebs
· Weight is hard to determine
· Wants the agenda in The Herald Journal (Mark Lynne noted that is not up to Hyde Park)
· Yes to roosters, pigs
· Address “Grandfather” option
· Old ordinance was ambiguous but not too far off, somewhat restrictive
· Wants better communication to residents
· David suggested she (and others) subscribe to the Public Notice Website (pmn.utah.gov).  Details are in the newsletter received this month.
· Dan Rust
· Also representing Gary Andersen (funeral)
· Hoping for a committee
· Sees no reason to change
· Martin Toohill - Some residents have horses in paddocks, no grazing.  They make great efforts to take care of, and remove, waste.
· Rob Reeder
· Leave the ordinance as is, with definitions
· Define open pasture vs. corral vs. pen/coop
· Coop distance should be measured from the neighbor’s dwelling
· Conditional Use Permits okay if no cost
· Reed asked for the draft copy P&Z sent to City Council
· Sharidean asked residents:  Minimum size one acre for horses okay?  NO.  
· Richard Wosnik said it lowers the value of “horse property”.  The owner must move or sell their horses.
· Stacy Seamons said don’t change anything.  We are not like North Logan.
· Tia Smith noted that the ordinance protects animal owners and complainants.

Mark Lynne closed the public comment portion and said the Commission will work to draft another ordinance for our next meeting October 21.  The public is welcome to return and listen to the Commission’s discussions.

T-MOBILE CELL PHONE TOWER 
Reviewed T-Mobile’s building permit (including the site plan and monopole design) for a cell tower at Lee Park, west of the restrooms.  
David asked:
· How many can collocate?  Mark Lynne said one other.
· Do we have a copy of their FCC license?  Yes.  Sharidean found one expired 6/2015, and a new one good until 11/2021.
· Will there be a light for Hyde Park?  No, not now over parking lot.
· Elevation, setback, landscaping, vegetation?  Mark Lynne said it is too small an area to require anything.  Reed said it should be kept free of weeds.  Probably City’s responsibility.  The city may want to plant dogwood or something around the fence.
· Area of reach, general plan, zoning?  Planned Professional 
Melissa Vogel voiced concerns over the unknown dangers of cell towers while acknowledging their need.  Bann Matson asked if it was a ‘done deal’, or still open to rejection; the area always becomes “ugly”.  David explained the Commission had the same concerns and we have been addressing them over the past months.

Regarding better communication with the residents, Mark Lynne suggested a link on facebook to Council and Planning Commission meetings/agendas.  Sharidean suggested we post the agenda on facebook.  It was determined that subscribing to the Public Notice Website is the most comprehensive and best solution.

Reed made a motion to approve the building permit for T-Mobile’s cell tower as it meets City ordinance.  Mark Lynne seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Reed Elder, Laurie Baldwin and Melinda Lee voted in favor.  David Zook had to leave early.
