1.  Open Meeting
Chairman Pratt called the meeting to order at 5:04 p.m.

3. Discussion:

· Continuation of Health Insurance While on Long-Term Disability
Presented by Kami Perkins
Ms. Perkins explained that this topic was not being driven by the City.  PEHP notified the City that they are making changes to the continuation of health insurance benefits tied to long term disability.  Ms. Perkins further explained that healthcare reform is the reason behind these changes.  Healthcare reform has created health exchanges and other options available to individuals which were not available before.  There may be individuals who now qualify for federal subsidies, or benefits through the healthcare exchange.  

PEHP offered the City four options to choose from:  (1)end the benefit effective January 1st, (2)end the benefit on a go-forward basis, but grandfather current long term disability recipients into the stipend model, (3)implement the stipend model, or (4)continue with the current long term disability premium waiver program, realizing the increased risks and costs associated with it.  Ms. Perkins stated that if the City chooses the stipend option, the City’s portion would be 110% of the cost of their coverage, depending on single, double, or family coverage.  Ms. Perkins said that she and the Mayor considered each of the four options and like the first option the best.  However, they are uncomfortable ending the benefit in January, especially because it’s already October.  Ms. Perkins asked PEHP if the City would be allowed to adopt option 1, but leave the current participants with their current benefit for a year.  This would allow the City time to notify the individuals that are currently on long term disability to find other coverage.  PEHP said they would allow the City to do that.  The Mayor stated that this was not just based on financial consideration, but on fairness and equality for the employees that were part of the work force at one time.  He went on to say that with the volatility of healthcare, government may come up with new options in the future.  The Mayor indicated he liked the idea of continuing coverage for a year, helping long term disability participants through the process, and then having a very clear policy from then on so there was no question about the process.  Councilman Pruden asked if this would require extra funding.  The Mayor answered that it had been budgeted for, so it would not require extra funding.  Ms. Perkins further explained that the long term disability participants could go on COBRA coverage, then possibly on Medicare coverage, and could work with a case manager.  Mr. Baker clarified the timing, that it would be a calendar year, through 2016.  
The Council agreed that option 1 would be a good direction, with the change that Ms. Perkins and the Mayor proposed.  
· Resolution 2015-45 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving a Contract with Kilgore Contracting for the Fire Station Number 2 Drive Approach Reconstruction Project
Presented by Paul Hansen

The City recently purchased a new fire truck to be stored at fire station number 2.  The drive approach there needs to be reconstructed because there’s an abrupt angle which twists and torques the frame.  To make the truck last, the approach needs to be more gradual.   Mr. Hansen stated that the City had been struggling trying to find a way to fund this project.  The City has determined that storm drain mitigation funds can be used because the drive approach will be constructed in a way to better handle storm drainage.  The City invited five contractors but only received one bid in the amount of $32,225.00.  The bid was within 10% of the City’s estimate.  The City has had prior experience with this contractor.  The fire department can use the north approach until the new approach is constructed.  The Mayor indicated that the new fire truck is at the fire station tonight for the Council to view.  Chairman Pratt announced that the fire department would like to schedule a time for a picture with the Council, Mayor and Fire Chiefs.  

Chairman Pratt stated that getting a fire truck of this size represents major growth and progress in the community.

· Final Subdivision Plat for Sunset Estates Phase 6 
Presented by Jim Bolser
Mr. Bolser stated that this was the phase of Sunset Estates that wraps around the Clarke N.  Johnsen Jr. High School that hasn't been filled in yet.  Mr. Bolser reminded the Council that they had reviewed the preliminary plat.  The subdivision is already under construction, which is legal to do because it is on their own property. The project is already within the North Tooele City Special Service District and will be developed within those standards.    

· Follow-up on Conference Room/Council Chambers Technology Upgrades 
Presented by Jim Bolser
Mr. Bolser explained that the Council discussed potential large conference room and council chamber upgrades two weeks ago.  At that time, the Council requested more information.  Mr. Bolser offered three options for the large conference room upgrades:  (Tier 1)purchase a smart TV and TV mount, (Tier 2)purchase a new projector with built in wireless capabilities, and (Tier 3)purchase an Apple TV box and hardware to be permanently wired into the room for wireless presentation capabilities.  Tier 1 would offer wireless capabilities and also allow the projector to be used when hard wire devices were needed.  The TV would be mounted below the fire alarm on a full movement mount to allow it to be rotated out for best view and tucked away when not in use.  Tier 2 would replace the current projector with one that offered wireless capabilities in addition to maintaining the existing hard wire connections.  
For the council chambers, Tier 1 would replace the current projector.  Since the council chambers is a larger room, it requires a more complex projector to meet the projection needs and the existing wiring.  The current projector will probably have to replaced in the near future anyway because it is having some problems and may die soon.  New projectors most commonly come designed as widescreen format, whereas the one we have now is more of a square projection.  Some options to deal with the difference in projection:  it may be configured or zoomed out to a smaller projection to fit the screen, where more presentation software defaults to more of a square format there could possibly have dark spaces on either side that hang over the screen but wouldn’t necessarily show up to the audience, purchase a new screen, or paint the wall with a dull paint specifically for projection.  Mr. Bolser indicated that they haven't priced new screen options.  
Mr. Sant stated that he set aside money in the RDA budget for equipment.  He said that site consultants have come in for presentations that could have used the Tier 1 option for the large conference room.  The money he set aside could cover the Tier 1 option for the large conference room. 
Mr. Bolser suggested the Tier 1 option for the large conference room, and Tier 3 for council chambers for now.  Councilman Wardle stated that having the TV would allow the large conference room to be used as a command center during emergency operations as well.  The City doesn't have that capability now.  Chairman Pratt indicated that Braxton Roberts showed him what was going on with the projector in the council chambers.  The projector is 15 years old and is having some issues.  
Councilman Wardle stated that if the City is required to televise meetings, they may require additional equipment in the council chambers as well.  He suggested that the options for the council chambers be examined further.  It was decided to order the equipment for the large conference room only for now.

· Main Street Project Update
Mr. Bolser stated that representatives from UDOT were coming to the Council meeting tonight to provide an update on the reconstruction project. The main thing that Mr. Bolser was happy to report was that the main trunk line for the storm drain was completely done all the way from north to south, and that the lateral lines and curb inlet boxes to tie into it on the east side were almost done.  Sister sewer lines are also done.  Mr. Bosler explained that they are getting to the point where the roadway is all that needs to be done.  There will be one segment between 520 South and 850 South that will be left until spring because Questar has a sizable line that is very shallow.  Questar won't be done installing a deeper parallel line in that area until the winter, which means the road won’t be able to be completed until the spring.
Councilman Wardle expressed concern for safety once the snow falls.    

4. Council Reports
Councilman Wardle stated that he missed the elected officials training.  He thanked the Council and City for the flowers he received.  He also missed the Council of Governments (COG) meeting.  He stated he felt that the COG meetings weren't organized.  Councilman Wardle reported that Utah State University had met its fundraising goal.  They will be on track to open the new building by January.  The new building will allow new programs, to be implemented.  They will have a full-fledged nursing program, and allow students to do practicums in Tooele.  This will allow Tooele to be able to hire within the community.  The Dean, Donna Dillingham-Evans, will be leaving the first of January.   They are trying to change the title of “Dean,”to “Regional Campus Representative.”  

Councilman Pruden reported that the arts council had their most successful Fridays on Vine yet.  More people attended this year than ever before. Councilman Pruden stated he heard lots of positive comments about Fridays on Vine.  The arts council is looking at how to trim the budget because of a budget reduction.  

Councilman McCall stated that the library will be meeting this Tuesday.   The library will be appointing new board members at tonight’s meeting. Councilman McCall attended elected officials training.      

Councilwoman Winn reported that she missed the last Communities that Care meeting because of elected officials training.  She stated she has the power point presentation for anyone that was interested.  Councilwoman Winn went on to say that Communities that Care recently held a religious summit, which resulted in four organizations wanting QPR training.  The next public QPR meeting will be hosted by Valley Behavorial Health.  The North Tooele City Special Service District met and the new board member Andrew Wallentine was present.  
Chairman Pratt stated that he wasn’t able to attend either of his meetings this month due to medical issues.  He thanked everyone for their support.   

5. Close Meeting to Discuss Property Acquisition and Litigation
Councilman Pruden moved to close the meeting.  Councilman McCall seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn “Aye”, Councilman McCall “Aye”, Councilman Pruden “Aye”, Councilman Wardle “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt “Aye”.  The meeting closed at 6:06 p.m.

Those in attendance during the closed session were:  Glenn Caldwell, Roger Baker, Jim Bolser, Mayor Patrick Dunlavy, Michelle Pitt, Randy Sant, Paul Hansen, Councilwoman Winn, Councilman McCall, Vice Chairman Wardle, Councilman Pruden, and Chairman Pratt.  
No minutes were taken on these items.
6. Adjourn
Councilman Wardle moved to adjourn the meeting.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn “Aye”, Councilman McCall “Aye”, Councilman Pruden “Aye”, Councilman Wardle “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt “Aye”.  The meeting adjourned at 6:52 p.m.
