






Request for Statement of Qualifications
 to Provide
Architectural /Engineering Services
For 
Salt Lake City Mosquito Abatement District


	The Salt Lake City Mosquito Abatement District (SLCMAD) is requesting statements of qualifications from firms to provide architectural and engineering services on an as needed basis over a period of five years.

	The SLCMAD is a local district that was formed by Salt Lake City in 1924 to perform mosquito control operations covering Salt Lake City and operates as an independent government agency.  The current District facility was built in 1993 and has undergone remodeling and expansion projects in 2007, 2008 and 2013. The District has several projects in its five-year plan that will require, an architectural / engineering firm to perform feasibility, design and  engineering, cost estimates and project construction management of. Examples of the projects are listed below:

· Expansion of current laboratory facilities. The laboratory is currently used to process mosquito samples, identifying, counting and preparing for viral detection.  Samples are sent to the Utah State Health Laboratory for the viral detection.  Due to the lack of funding at the state laboratory the District needs to develop its own capability to perform PCR (polymerase chain reaction) as a means of detection mosquito borne diseases. The laboratory also needs the capability of housing several mosquito colonies that can be used for research purposes.  
· Enlargement of the pesticide storage building.  The type and amounts of pesticide products used by the SLCMAD have changed and additional space is needed.
· Addition of a second vehicle wash down area. During the mosquito season several trucks and seven ATV’s have to be washed at the end of each day.  With only one wash area, there is a back up and delays in getting this equipment cleaned. There is currently no timeline for this project
· Remodeling and expansion of the women’s locker room. It is expected that the makeup of seasonal employees will continue to be closer to a 50/50 ratio of men and women.  Currently, the women’s locker room is undersized for the seasonal demand. 
· Adding a vehicle storage facility and relocating mechanical shop to this new building.  The District has limited property and will have to remove existing outdoor fish ponds to make room for this new building.
· Remodel current mechanical shop to house an indoor fish rearing and holding facility.
· Relocate IT and Assistant Manager Offices to expand meeting room.

	It is hoped that all of the above improvements can be accomplished with a single construction project structured so that the District can continue its operations throughout the construction process.

	The timeline for the above project would be for design and cost estimates during 2016 and construction during 2017.
	
Qualifications.  

	A.  The following items should be included in the written statement of qualifications:

1. Name of firm and date of incorporation.

2. Contacts for three References from customers that have used your firm, including personnel and subcontractors proposed for services for SLCMAD, for projects that contained similar aspects in scope as the examples in this request for statement of qualifications. Include name, telephone number and email address of contact person.

3. Lead contact, and other person(s) who would be designated to work on SLCMAD projects.

4. Resume(s) of lead contact and other designated person(s).

5. Estimated percentage of time lead contact versus others would be available to work on SLCMAD projects.

6. Outside firms/personnel (subcontractors/consultants) that will be used on projects.

7. Examples of projects similar in scope to the examples given in this statement of qualifications.

B.  Please keep the written qualifications under 20 pages in length.  Do not provide any costs of services in this proposal. Provide 6 (six) printed copies of your qualifications and 1 (one) electronic copy on a USB Flash Drive.

2. The deadline for receipt by the SLCMAD of the request for statement of qualifications will be November 13, 2015 at noon. Late submissions will not be accepted.
	
D.  Selection:

The SLCMAD with use a selection committee composed of two Trustees, the Assistant Manager and the Manager to evaluate all properly submitted statements of qualification based on the following criteria (* ’similar projects’ refers to the seven bulleted items at the beginning of this document) :

1. Experience of firm with similar projects* ……………………...………......... 	10%
2. Experience of proposed lead person with similar projects*….….…..……..	25%
3. Experience of other designated personnel with similar projects* …...…….	25%
4. Documented ability to develop creative solutions……………………………	15%
5. Recommendations from three completed projects......................................	25%
· Communications with client during project
· Responsiveness to client needs
· Completion of project by established timeline
· Project Management, representing the client
· Attention to detail
· Necessity for change orders
· Cost of final project versus initial estimates
	
The field of applicants will be narrowed down to 3 - 5 highly qualified firms by December 4, 2015. The highly qualified firms will be invited by the SLCMAD selection committee to give a presentation, not to exceed twenty minutes, on how their firm and personnel fit the needs of the SLCMAD. The date and time of the presentation will be December 11, 2015, between 1:00 and 3:00 PM. From that presentation the firms will be ranked according to the following criteria:

1. Understanding of the needs of the SLCMAD …………………………….	60%
· Biosafety Lab II
· Pesticide storage and containment
· Seasonality of operations 
· Local Governmental entity using taxpayer funding
· Limited buildable property
2. Stated ability to meet the needs of the SLCMAD…………………………	20%
3. Availability of personnel to work on SLCMAD projects…………………..	20%

E. Determination of Compensation for Architectural / Engineering Services
1. The SLCMAD Selection Committee shall recommend to the SLCMAD Board of Trustees the award of a contract to a qualified firm at compensation that the selection committee determines, in writing, to be fair and reasonable to the SLCMAD.
      The selection committee shall take into account the services':
            (a) estimated value;
            (b) scope;
            (c) complexity; and
            (d) professional nature.
2. If the selection committee is unable to agree to a satisfactory contract with the highest ranked firm, at a price the selection committee determines to be fair and reasonable to the SLCMAD, the selection committee shall:
            (a) formally terminate discussions with that firm; and
            (b) undertake discussions with a second qualified firm.
3.  If the selection committee is unable to agree to a satisfactory contract with the second firm selected, at a price the selection committee determines to be fair and reasonable to the SLCMAD, the selection committee shall:
            (a) formally terminate discussions with that firm; and
            (b) undertake discussions with a third qualified firm.
4. If the selection committee is unable to award a contract at a fair and reasonable price to any of the selected firms, the selection committee shall:
            (a) select additional firms; and
            (b) continue discussions in accordance with this part until an agreement is reached.

F. The goal of the SLCMAD Board of Trustees is to select a firm for architect/engineer services by December 17, 2015.
