Mayor Charlie Strebel Jr. called meeting to order at 6:07 p.m.
John Breakfield states that he would like amendments to be made to the September minutes. He would like to add that he is against the school putting in a pump for the secondary water. 
John Breakfield makes motion to accept September minutes with amendments made, Jed Fabrizio seconds the motion
Tabiona Park and Recreation did not attend meeting so the issue will be tabled until Park Board is present.
Wyatt and Kirsten Gines addressed Council about letter they received from the county about what will be needed from the Town in writing to Duchesne County planning and zoning. A letter will be written stating, Mayor and Council agreed that they will provide a city water and sewer hook-up to existing home on Lot #3. Gines will be responsible to upgrade existing water line to meet their needs. Also the Town of Tabiona will provide the sewer hook-up and it is the resident’s responsibility to run a line to the hook-up point.
For prosed Lot #4, the Town of Tabiona will also supply a culinary water and sewer hook-up. It will also be the resident’s responsibility to install their line to these hook-up points.
Patsy Casper approached the Council asking how much ground is needed in Town limits for a building lot. Council agreed that it was a .25 acre. She also stated she was very upset about paying the same amount for water on a lot that she wasn’t using. Town Council provided her with the rate schedule and ordinances.
Aleesha Rhaodes presented the Tabiona Town website that she has set up and running. Council agreed that she would have a classified section and residents could pay a 25.00 to the Town to run an advertisement for one week.
Council agrees that we will shut out and drain the secondary water on Friday October 23. A letter will be posted in the Tabiona Post office making sure the residents are aware of the shut off.
Flower Pots on Main Street this year turned out to be a success. Tangee Lazenby will be done watering on October 20, 2015. 
Tanya Peterson brought to the Council that the brush needs to be removed as soon as possible from the water shed area. Also the air vents need to be raised and new culvert installed below the junction box. John Breakfield stated that he could begin project at the first of November but would need some of the council members help.
