Chairman John T. Nielsen called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:   

Cori Price led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.


APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Upon motion of Mr. Berube, seconded by Mr. Wright, it was unanimously voted to approve the minutes of the Commission Meeting held August 25, 2015.

SENATOR JERRY STEVENSON:    (not on the agenda)

Mr. Nielsen welcomed Sen. Stevenson and invited him to address the commission and those in attendance.  Sen. Stevenson came forward and thanked the commissioners for their service.  He stated that the organization is well run with a good director and headed in the right direction.  He explained that during the last session, all departments were asked to budget at 98% of what they received the year before.  All departments with the exception of DABC had their funds reinstated.  He expressed concern about those that have been critical of the department and stated they should look to the Legislature.  He explained that with sales increasing, business costs increase.  The funds need to be reinstated in order to move forward.  He invited those that are dissatisfied to contact the Legislature.

Mr. Nielsen thanked Sen. Stevenson for his vote of confidence and support.  Mr. Nielsen reiterated the challenges the department faces.


PARENTS EMPOWERED UPDATE:

Doug Murakami gave an update on the Parents Empowered campaign.  Yesterday Parents Empowered teamed up with the First Lady for “eat dinner with your family” day.  He showed the television spot for “eat dinner with your family” day, a television clip on preventing underage drinking that includes the Governor, and three new Parents Empowered commercials.

He also announced that the 2015 Student Health and Risk Prevention Survey was published and underage drinking has declined in Utah.

OPERATIONS AND PROCUREMENT SUBCOMMITTEE BUSINESS:

Jeff Wright reported on the Operations and Procurement Subcommittee meeting.  He noted that they did not have a quorum so will be recommending three items for approval.

The subcommittee recommended approval of the August 25, 2015 meeting minutes.

a.	Operations Update.

Mr. Wright stated that they had a lengthy discussion on inventory control and out of stock management.  There have been major improvements in these areas.  

Staff reported that covert underage buyer operations, package agency audits, and store cash audits are all in order.  

Staff gave an update on product listings and delistings.  

b. 	Financial Update.

The subcommittee and staff discussed the need for information from the state to flow in a timely manner.  The difficulty in getting information creates issues in allowing staff and the commission to understand the financials.  

c.	Type 5 Package Agency Application.

The subcommittee recommended approval of a Type 5 package agency license for Mountain West Hard Cider Company in Salt Lake City.

d.	Package Agency Consignment Increase Request.

The subcommittee recommended approval of a $25,000 consignment increase for PA 166 in Kamas.  This will bring their consignment level to $75,000.


Mr. Wright moved to approve the August 25, 2015 Operations and Procurement Subcommittee meeting minutes; a Type 5 package agency license for Mountain West Hard Cider Company in Salt Lake City; and a $25,000 consignment increase for PA 166 in Kamas.  Ms. McConkie seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Steve Wallenda gave an overview of the license transfer applications noting #3 Tupelo and #4 Vertical Lounge are no longer conditional.  Staff recommends approval.

Mr. Nielsen moved to approve club license transfers for #1 Denny’s Wigwam in Kanab, #2 Roxy’s Pub in Ogden, #3 Tupelo in Park City, and #4 Vertical Lounge @ Yarrow Hotel in Park City.  Ms. McConkie seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Mr. Nielsen stated that one of the most difficult tasks for the commission is granting club licenses.  He gave an overview of the factors that are considered when making the decision such as demographics, violation history, length of time on the agenda, premise configuration, etc.

Steve Wallenda noted that Uinta Brewhouse should be in position #5 on the agenda as they originally applied in February.  Mr. Wallenda stated one club license is available.

Mr. Nielsen invited the applicants to address the commission. 

Ms. McConkie moved to grant a club license to #10 The Ruin in Salt Lake City.  Ms. Smith seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


COMPLIANCE, LICENSING AND ENFORCEMENT SUBCOMMITTEE BUSINESS:

Kathleen McConkie Collinwood reported on the Compliance, Licensing and Enforcement Subcommittee meeting.  

a.	Violations.

Ms. McConkie stated that the subcommittee recommended approval of the consent calendar with the provision that #7 La Frontera be given until 5:00 p.m. today to submit the appropriate documents.

b.	Orders to Show Cause. 

The subcommittee recommended that the commission take no action against Buca Di Beppo in St. George in regards to the manager with the disqualifying offense.

Happy Sumo was stricken from the agenda.

c.	Compliance Update. 

Ms. McDermott reported staff gave a presentation on alcohol licensing and local consent to the Utah Business Licensing Association.

d.	Request for Extended Closure.  

The subcommittee recommended that the commission give Tokyo Sushi & Grill in Salt Lake City an extended closure until the October meeting.

e.	Manufacture Winery Application.

The subcommittee recommended that the commission approve a manufacture winery license for Mountain West Hard Cider in Salt Lake City.

f.	Manufacture Distillery Application.

The subcommittee recommended that the commission approve a manufacture distillery license for Rocky Mountain Distilling & Bottling in Salt Lake City.

g.	Industrial Manufacturing Application.

The subcommittee recommended that the commission approve a special use industrial manufacturing permit for Alera Technologies in Salt Lake City.

h.	License Applications.

The subcommittee recommended that the commission approve a conditional full service restaurant license transfer for #1 Roots Grill @ Yarrow Hotel in Park City; a full service restaurant license for #1 Blue Poblano in Salt Lake City; and a conditional full service restaurant license for Summit at Snowbird in Salt Lake City.  

The subcommittee recommended that the commission approve a conditional on-premise beer license for #1 Summit at Snowbird in Salt Lake City; and a background check conditional on-premise beer license for #2 Utah Cultural Celebration Center in West Valley City.  

The subcommittee recommended that the commission approve a conditional on-premise beer only restaurant license for Maria’s Mexican Restaurant in Ogden.  

The subcommittee recommended that the commission approve an on-premise banquet catering license subject to the background check conditions for #1 Utah Cultural Celebration Center in West Valley City.

The subcommittee recommended that the commission approve a limited service restaurant license transfer for #1 Thai House Restaurant in Tooele; and a limited service restaurant license for #1 Mizu in Salt Lake City.  

Ms. McConkie moved to approve the recommendations of the Compliance, Licensing and Enforcement Subcommittee.  Ms. Smith seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
