Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Mayor Powell asked if there was anyone present that wished to address the City Council and was not listed on the agenda. 

George Anderson came before the City Council to discuss concerns in regards to Off Highway Vehicles. Mayor Powell will ask Captain Feichko to right something for the newsletter. 

George Anderson also discussed the fire departments safety concerns and his own personal concerns to rescue individuals who may trespass into the pond during the winter months and potentially drown.

Agenda Item 2 - Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call, and Approval of Previous City Council Minutes

Mayor Powell asked everyone present to join her for the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Councilman Yakovich made a motion to approve the City Council Executive Minutes from July 15, 2015. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor.

Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve the City Council Minutes from August 5, 2015. Councilman Yakovich seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor.

Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve the City Council Executive Minutes from August 5, 2015. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor.

Councilman Yakovich made a motion to approve the City Council Executive Minutes from August 19, 2015. Councilman Wells seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor.

Agenda Item 3. Kirt Tatton – Minor Subdivision at 620 W Main R-1-43 Zoned 

Councilman Tatton discussed his request for a Minor Subdivision at 620 W Main. Tatton plans to sell a portion of the property and explained how the future property will tie into the City’s culinary and sewer lines. 

Councilman Yakovich made a motion to approve a Minor Subdivision at 620 W Main, R-1-43 Zoned. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion, and motion carried with Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Tatton in favor. Councilman Tatton abstained from the vote.

Agenda Item 4. City Business

a. Voucher & Warrants 

Councilman Tatton made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 

b. Police Reports

Captain Feichko came before the council to provide an update for the Police Department. Feichko compared recent citation and arrest numbers to those in years past, and the number of calls from dispatch. Feichko also discussed the recent job announcement to create a rooster for the Police Department. Feichko ended with discussing a case involving stolen vehicles and trailers. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilman Tatton expressed his appreciation for Captain Feichko’s time and dedication spent focusing on drug related crimes. Mayor Powell asked if the police department is still involved in DARE and asked about his input for Communities That Care. Feichko explained that he is still looking into the program. 

c. Fire Department

George Anderson came before the council to provide an update for the Fire Department. Three volunteer firefighters will be attending training in Moab. Anderson also discussed that Kim Anderson is a new Lieutenant for the department. 

d. Planning and Zoning 

Councilman Tatton discussed that Planning and Zoning is going to adjust the zoning for Wellington City to provide more flexibility. Tatton explained that the current zoning is modeled after Provo City.  

Councilman Tatton discussed that a majority of PRWID meetings consist of discussions of a lower reservoir basin. Tatton will attend training in the first of November.

e. Council Reports 

Mayor Powell asked the Public Works Supervisor, Kory Moosman, to come forward to address the council. Councilman Wells asked for an update on the department’s effort to implement new meters. Moosman came before the council to ask for an additional Utility employee. Moosman explained the strain on the department for having only two full time employees. 

Councilman Wells asked for an update of the Water Tank. Moosman explained that a professional inspector is coming to determine the quality of the project. Moosman also reminded the council that he and Ed Ericson both have had concerns with the project from the beginning. Frequently Moosman expressed his concern to the engineers, who responded with the project is being handling and will pass inspection. 

Councilman Sanslow informed the council that he is meeting with a group on September 9th at City Hall. The group wishes to provide mitigation services for Wellington City, which will be in-kind. Sanslow also discussed the PH levels of the pond and how it has affects the fish. The council discussed methods to continually pump air into the pond.

Councilman Wells discussed the need to update the City’s Customer Utility Policy. Currently the City has numerous past due accounts with high balances. Councilmembers agreed a change is necessary and debated on whether or not the City should draft an ordinance for this change. Ultimately it was decided that since this is an administrative issue a policy need to be drafted. Mayor Powell will inform residents of the policy change in the upcoming newsletter. 

Councilman Yakovich briefly discussed the transition to update the City Offices to the updated accounting software and the new server.

Agenda Item 5. Adjourn

Councilman Wells made a motion to adjourn. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor.
