Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Mayor Powell asked if there was anyone present that wished to address the City Council and was not listed on the agenda. 

No one came forward 

Agenda Item 2 - Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call, and Approval of Previous City Council Minutes

Mayor Powell asked everyone present to join her for the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Councilman Yakovich made a motion to approve the City Council Minutes from September 2, 2015. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor.

Agenda Item 3. Discussion of Creating an Additional Permit Position Within the Public Works Department 

Mayor Powell and the Council discussed the costs associated with hiring an additional Employee. Councilman Tatton asked for the Mayor’s opinion on hiring a full time position. Mayor Powell expressed her financial concern over hiring the position at full-time. Councilmembers agreed that the City risks losing a helpful employee if they were to hire at part-time. Councilman Yakovich suggested the City only offer full-time at $11/hr. Councilman Willson suggested the City have the employee work part-time until all certifications are acquired. Mayor Powell stated she would take these offers back to the employee and expressed that the City did not want to lose him.




Agenda Item 4. City Business


a. Voucher & Warrants 

Councilman Yakovich made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Wells seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 

	Mayor Powell explained to those in the audience the processes of the upcoming items.

c. Fire Department

Councilman Willson expressed his concern over recent purchases within the Fire Department. Willson stated these purchases may affect the budget. 

d. Planning and Zoning 

Councilman Tatton introduced a recent item that came before the City’s Planning and Zoning meeting. A couple came before the commission to ask for the City to considered amending the chicken policy for residents living outside of the: R-1-21, R-1-10, R-1-7, and A-5 zones. 

Councilman Tatton asked the council to simply begin to gather their feelings of amending this policy. Councilman Sanslow suggested the City draft an Ordinance similar to Helper City’s Ordinance. Councilman Willson stated that as long as the chickens are confined it should not be a problem. Tatton will continue to work with Etzel to draft this policy. 

e. Council Reports 

Councilman Wells informed the council and audience that he is unaware of a cut-off date for the Secondary Water. As soon as Wells knows the date he will provide the City with that information. 

Councilman Sanslow discussed recent progress at the Knight Ideal Pond. Engineers from the Fountain Green Hatchery have chosen Wellington City Pond to replace one of the wetlands it is losing. The engineers have worked with Sanslow to find a solution for the lack of oxygen in the pond. A sprinkler is be placed in the middle of the pond and turned on daily. Sanslow also is preparing a State Park Grant request and has ordered tables for the pond area. 

Councilman Yakovich discussed his efforts to update the City’s Server. Yakovich also is drafting a resolution for temporary relief from culinary water payments for active duty military service personnel. 

Mayor Powell discussed the meetings she attended that day: the Legislature meeting with Carbon County; and the County Commission Meeting. Mayor Powell also discussed the Sage Grouse Issue Rex Sacco is working on and how data being presented is not accurate and Western Counties are going in with own studies to counter. 

Mayor Powell informed the council that the City Attorney, the City Engineer, herself, and the Public Works Department plan to meet to discuss the Water Tank. This meeting will be held at City Council on Monday September 21 at 1:00. 

Councilman Yakovich asked Mayor Powell if Wellington City and Emery Telcom have drafted a new contract for the franchise tax. The City Recorder informed the Council that Wellington City was slightly overpaid, not underpaid as previously assumed. Emery Telcom is still working with the city to update the contract. 

Agenda Item 5. Adjourn

Councilman Tatton made a motion to adjourn. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor.
