Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Mayor Powell asked if there was anyone present that wished to address the City Council and was not listed on the agenda. 

No one came forward 

Agenda Item 2 - Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call, and Approval of Previous City Council Minutes

Mayor Powell asked everyone present to join her for the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve the City Council Minutes from September 16, 2015. Councilman Yakovich seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor.

The City Recorder explained why the council received minutes from April 15, 2015. Due to an oversight a portion of the minutes were missing. 

Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve the Amended City Council Minutes from April 15, 2015. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor.

Agenda Item 3. James Reynolds – Request for decrease in the September 2015 Utility Bill Due to a Broken Waterline  

JoAnn Reynolds came before the council to explain her and her husband’s request to decrease their utility bill. Due to the waterline break the water usage to the property was extremely high. Councilman Yakovich made a motion to adjust the water usage for September 2015 to the PRWID rate. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 
Agenda Item 4. Resolution 2015-08 – A Resolution Regarding Active Duty Military Service Personnel and Temporary Relief from Culinary Water Payments

Councilman Yakovich presented Resolution 2015-08, a resolution regarding active duty military service personnel and temporary relief from culinary water payments. Councilmembers agreed the resolution is beneficial. Councilman Tatton suggested that a cap be placed on the usage amount. Councilmembers agreed on the base rate the city currently pays PRWID, which is 6k/connection. Councilman Yakovich made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-08, with the amended base rate in Section I. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 


a. Voucher & Warrants 

Councilman Sanslow made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Yakovich seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 

c. Fire Department

Councilman Willson stated he had nothing to presently report regarding the Fire Department. 

d. Planning and Zoning 

Councilman Tatton discussed PRWID’s efforts to fix its sewer lines, starting with the one located in front of Main Street Grill in Price. PRWID is also working on its budget. Councilman Tatton is still working on creating an ordinance for chickens within city limits. 

e. Council Reports 

Councilman Sanslow plans to bid out gravel for the pond. The anticipated close date for the bid is November 3, 2015.

Councilman Wells stated that the estimated shut off date for the reservoir water is next Monday. 

Councilman Yakovich briefly discussed an upcoming conference call with Caselle to get the administrative staff moved over to the updating accounting software. 

Mayor Powell discussed recent projects the Public Works department have worked on, including several waterline breaks, installing meters, and digging graves. Mayor Powell also mentioned Clinton Prettyman’s efforts to build a runway in his back yard. According the county records this property is located within county limits. Regardless of its location councilmembers and the mayor agreed it is not an ideal location. 

Mayor Powell also presented Kor y Moosman’s request to trade land with the City. Moosman plans to donate a ride away and street to the city. In exchange he would like property near the old cell tower. Councilmembers agreed to look more into his request.
