Meeting called to order at 7:25 p.m.  Bills have been signed. Minutes were read for July Town Council Meeting.  Russ made a motion to approve minutes as read.  Todd seconded the motion. Minutes were approved as read for July.

4.  Pelorus Software/New Printer update:  In process of conversion.  Danette explained where we are with converting over.  Danette will try to arrange to meet with them on Wednesday, August 12th instead of the 11th.  Danette will be taking information to them tomorrow and will let town board know when Pelorus will need to meet with everyone.

5.   Mosquito Abatement Board Member:  Don Neilsen has agreed to continue on this board. This term will be up January 1, 2019.  Russ made motion to have Don continue on the mosquito abatement board.  Todd seconded.  Motion passed.

6.  Leamarado Day – Planning & Organization:
	*Karl will be out of town for Leamarado Day.
	*Dinner: Margaret Wright does not want to do it again this year.  Other ideas for someone to head up the dinner – JoRae Lovell, Howard Stubbs, Nancy Palmer might help but not run it, Andrea Nielson has helped a lot, Bob & Kay Morris, Dan & Ruth Bradfield, Linda Neilsen, Gail Neilsen.  Karl will work with list and get someone and report back.
	*Accounting:  Judi and Danette will take care of the accounting.
	*Rodeo: Todd & the Rodeo Committee (Butler’s) are going to handle the rough stock and payouts to cowboys but not want to sell tickets for rodeo, they want the town to still collect money for tickets.  Bold told Russ he didn’t want to advertise the rodeo.  Bold wants a separate account set up with a budget where they could write checks from.  Sondra said they can’t have their own account.  Judi said we can’t set up an account for another entity, which they are.  They can lease the rodeo grounds and we would carry the liability.  They would have to be responsible for everything.  They collect cash from cowboys and pay the cowboys with that.  Marlow and Todd indicated they prefer to have the rodeo be a separate entity and get the town out of it.  Rodeo committee needs to get together and present something to the town.  Rodeo contestants get arm bands when they pay their registration fees.  No one else gets in free.  We have a problem with people not paying to watch rodeo and watching from the sides.
	*Fun Run:  Matt’s wife will be collecting pre-registration money for the fun run, the fee will be the cost of the shirt they get.  This should all be run through the town.  Fun Run will be Monday, Sept. 7th at 7:00 a.m.  Registration will be $5.50, the cost of the shirt.
	*Games:  Train the Pruitt’s built, if bought by the town, would cost a couple hundred dollars.  It needs new tires every year at about $5/tire and someone to drive it.  Russ to make sure riding lawn mower is ready to pull the train.  Town will pay for the tires this year.
	*Drawing items:  Matt will get items for the drawing like he did last year, Russ already has the gun.  We have no quilt this year, Cindy Butler has some in the fair maybe she would sell one to us.  Russ will talk to Cindy about this.  Matt will have $200 - $350 to spend on items for the drawing.  
	*Advertising: Marlow will take care of this.  This is the 70th Anniversary of the Leamarado celebration.
Include fun run, talent show, lunch, kid games, and rodeo.
	*Honored Guests:  Russ will take care of this.
	*Concessions: Russ will take care of the concessions.  The town had requests last year for more non-caffeinated drinks.  The hamburgers and hot dogs are run separate from concessions, except the concessions take the money for them.  JoRae will know how much meat to buy, Karl will check with her.  Need someone to do the cooking of hamburgers and hot dogs.  
 	*Talent show/program:  10:00 a.m. -  Marlow will take care of this.
	*Donations:  Danette will take care of sending out the request for donation letter to local businesses.
*Set up & Clean up:  Check with the Juab and Delta FFA clubs.  The Juab has offered to help.  Maybe 
the White River Academy, or Scott Wilson’s group will help.  We might have enough YW & YM to take care of this.  We have paid the YW and the YM each $200 for taking care of this, serving lunch,  and helping in concessions in the past.  Judi will call Heidi Western to see if the YW will help with garbages instead of serving.  Todd will talk to Juab FFA to help with rodeo.
