Report of Officers:
Councilmember Chylene Whipple:
	The roof is complete on building #3.  There has been an issue regarding space in the firehouse to park equipment.  The EMT’s share the building with the fire department and the EMT’s should have equal space in the building.  A fire truck has been moved out of the firehouse to allow for the parking of both ambulances are readily available.  The pull down plug used to charge the ambulance has a short and the replacement plug has been ordered and will be installed.  The cemetery board is not current and needs to be updated.  A decision will need to be made on the community center roof, it leaked and cause water damage to sheet rock above an empty office.
Councilmember Celeste Sellers: 
	Absent  - Town did not get funding for the master plan that Ensign Engineering has been working on; part of the issue may be that the arsenic samples are passing due to bending of the rules as per RWUA and the Division of Drinking water. They advised doing whatever is necessary to pass the arsenic test so they don’t have to shut down a well.  Jeff questioned whether the town should proceed to keep testing the way he has been testing or allow the actual arsenic levels to be measured as they are without the blending of the wells.  Mr. Pei would like to meet with C. Celeste Sellers, John Chartier with Division of Drinking Water, and Greg Johnson from RWUA to make a plan. 
Councilmember Dennis Ekker:
	The 4th of July celebration was a success with the help of the maintenance department, council members and community members.  The money raised from the golf tournament will be donated to the Boy Scouts of America Troop 588 for flags.
Councilmember Charity Jackson:
	Absent – The Bridge over Bull Creek by the park still needs to be addressed.  The rocks that are there need to be cemented in or they could be washed down the creek with the next flood.  Fill dirt is needed in front of the driveway into the EMS building.
Mayor Dale Sellers:  
	The Hanksville Fire Chief will be relieved of his duties and given a plaque for his many years of service and there will be an interim chief appointed until that fire department can get together and elect a new fire chief.  Also the mayor would like to get rid of the red fire truck, possibly selling it to Lyman.
	John Re was informed of the town’s interest in having a big dumpster available for town cleanup debris.
	The town roads need to be chip sealed and then the roads painted to keep traffic flow better.  Funding needs to be applied for to accomplish this.  
Maintenance Jeff Pei:  
	The motor unit that opens the firehouse door for the southeast door is not working, Jeff has contacted a company to repair it but they have not come to fix it yet.
	The Affordable Housing tenets would like a washer/dryer in the wash room on Building #3.
Motion that a new washer and dryer be purchased for the Affordable Housing C. Chylene Whipple; Sec: Mayor Dale Sellers.  Aye:  All in attendance.
	Discussion regarding the assistant maintenance position and whether to keep him on year round, get certified as a water systems operator for backup to Jeff Pei, and be given full time hours; also a more thorough job description.  Permission was granted for Eric Wells to attend the RWAU and take the class and exam for a basic water operator licensing.  Council agreed to table this issue until Eric gets his certification and have a job description for his position.  There are a few winter projects such as cleaning out the sewer lagoon that would be helpful if Jeff had an assistant.  Also the aprons on several of the town bridges are cracking that need to be patched, this could be a winter project as well.  
	An effort needs to be made to get with the BLM and explore the possibility of a joint partnership with the BLM buying the fencing material and the Town of Hanksville supplying the labor and fix up the fences around the BLM compound and around the park to help keep the cattle out this winter.
	There was a break in the main sewer line by Dan Wells’ property that has been fixed.  Also maintenance is working on repairing the drywall in the community center caused from the roof leaking.
