	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member DeBry, moved to approve the minutes of the Salt Lake County Council meeting held on Tuesday, October 13, 2015, and Tuesday, October 20, 2015.  The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Council Members present voted “Aye.”  Council Member Granato was absent for the vote.

	Mr. Bob Bonar, General Manager, Snowbird, spoke under “Citizen Public Input” in opposition to the Mountainous Planning District.  He stated this process has not been collaborative; ski resorts’ input has not been heard.  This ordinance makes things worse for ski resorts, and they are already at a competitive disadvantage because the existing Foothills and Canyons Overly Zone (FCOZ) is more restrictive than zoning is for nine out of ten ski resorts in the Western United States.  Additionally, ski resorts would be locked into this unacceptable situation forever; they would never be able to get out from under the Mountainous Planning District.

	Mr. Martin Banks spoke under “Citizen Public Input” stating Brighton Ski Resort and Solitude Mountain Resort share these same concerns.  This ordinance falls short of creating a level playing field for ski resorts to compete with other regional ski resorts, and the forever provision ties them to FCOZ and mountain resort zone provisions forever.  This is premature.  Ski resorts need an opportunity to ascertain whether a Mountainous Planning District is workable.  Ski resorts have not yet had a chance to see what the final FCOZ will look like and if they can make that work.

	Council Member Burdick spoke under “Report of Council Members” stating he did not vote in favor of the Mountainous Planning District last week.  Several things still need to be addressed, such as the makeup of the commissioners.  FCOZ also needs some adjustments and changes, and the Council will make the final decision on FCOZ.  The ski resorts’ concerns are on the table; they have not been disregarded.  He hoped to get some of those points across in upcoming weeks.   

		Council Member DeBry spoke under “Report of Council Members” stating the Council does care, and it needs to get together with the ski resorts to ensure they are heard and represented.  They are the economic driver.  He wanted to be fair and reasonable, and do what was best for everyone involved.  

	Council Member Bradshaw spoke under “Report of Council Members” stating the FCOZ revision process is a separate issue from the Mountainous Planning District.  Whatever planning commission exists will interpret FCOZ as it is amended.  In fact, the Council has not been involved in the revisions, nor has it seen the revised version.  That is still with the Blue Ribbon Commission and other groups.  One reason the County needs to move forward with the Mountainous Planning District is because once community preservation has been voted on, there will no longer be a broad base from which to select planning commission members.   All the areas the Council currently pulls members from will be townships or cities, and they will have their own planning commissions.  So, it may need to collapse the existing planning commission into the Mountainous Planning District.  The urgency to move forward does not mean the possibility of further revisions is closed; these discussions can continue.  

	Council Member Bradley spoke under “Report of Council Members” stating Council Member Bradshaw stated the issues he had.  The Council should pass this today and deal with FCOZ down the road.

	Council Member Granato spoke under “Report of Council Members” stating he also voted no for the Mountainous Planning District.  There are a lot of stakeholders involved on both sides of the issue, but the ski resorts generate tax dollars that go back into the County coffers.

Utah Alliance of Government Employees (UAGE) (4:30:49 PM)

		Ms. Ray Lancaster, President, Utah Alliance of Government Employees (UAGE), stated UAGE is recommending the following:

· A 3 percent merit increase.  Initially, UAGE also recommended a 1 percent longevity increase for red-lined employees.  However, the Mayor’s new proposal to provide all employees with a 3 percent increase will take care of red-lined employees.
· Continuation of the 3 percent contribution into Tier I employees’ 401k accounts.  Next year, UAGE would propose Tier II employees get that benefit too.  Future income and earnings on those deposits directly affect employees as they age.
· Continuation of the 20 percent discount for the County recreation facilities.
· Continuation of tuition reimbursement, as it exists today.
· No adjustment to sick and vacation accrual levels.  The Hay Group wants to limit sick and vacation, which UAGE is strongly opposed to.  That could force an employee into a situation of leave without pay.  
· Continuation of the Healthy Lifestyles program.
· Employees should be paid for performance.
· Employees base pay should be brought up to competitive market levels.  There is a huge compression issue in the County, and it needs to be addressed.

Utah Public Employees Association (UPEA)

		Ms. Christy Cushing, Field Service Manager, Utah Public Employees’ Association, stated she will need to review the new compensation proposal and receive member input. She provided the following statement for the record:

The Utah Public Employees’ Association through the local government district is forwarding this response to Mayor McAdams’ employee compensation proposals for next year’s budget.

During this past fiscal year UPEA had the opportunity to review and comment on some of the important employee initiatives undertaken by the Mayor’s administration. Among those were the various employee surveys and the recent HayGroup compensation study.

UPEA understands the County has a multitude of considerations when crafting employee compensation policies and procedures. The County must have attractive beginning wage rates to bring onboard the best talent available, while also providing a benefit package that is both affordable and realistic, and must retain dedicated employees who have stuck with the county during the hard times. 

In general UPEA supports the compensation proposal offered by the Mayor in his 2016 budget. We endorse the across the board pay raise and modest increase in health insurance premiums.

However, UPEA has a difficult time accepting the fact that out of a $1.1 billion budget, employees in the Tier 1 retirement system will no longer received the 3% contribution to their 401 (k). Thus UPEA officially opposes the cutting of this benefit.

If the county intends to retain the best employees, then a modest but important benefit such as this should be maintained.

UPEA looks forward to providing the Council with more input on these items as the budget process progresses.

Salt Lake Valley Law Enforcement Association

	Mr. Matt Thompson, Salt Lake Valley Law Enforcement Association, stated the Salt Lake Valley Law Enforcement Association would like to see the following in regarding to 2016 employee compensation:  

· Tuition reimbursement continued at its current level.  This could be done on a graduated schedule with employees who get a C grade receiving less than employees getting a B grade, and employees getting a B grade receiving less than employees who earn an A. 
· Contribution to the 401(k) should continue for the civilian employees.
· Support the Sheriff’s plan for adjustment of pay ranges.  This plan is not completed yet but one proposed change would adjust pay ranges for the various ranks to align closer to market values of surveys recently completed. 
· Reinstatement of career ladders.  Critical progression during the first few years of employment is critical.  This is the time where an employee decides if he will stay with the Sheriff or move to another department.  The projected turnover rate for 2015 is very high at 20 percent and this progression would help mitigate that turnover. 
· Increase in the number of protective services FTEs that were approved.  The Sheriff requested 44 and only 10 were funded.  The span of control in Protective Services is very large, it is almost 17 officers for every sergeant.

A lot of community events rely on that insurance; it covers the community councils and volunteers.  Without that insurance, community councils cannot run programs.  Secondly, ACCT would like to audit the Municipal Services Fund to see where funds are coming from to pay for the elections and to get cities and metro townships started.

RECITALS

		A.	Salt Lake County (the “County”) has been working to develop Wheadon Farm Park (the “Park”), and Rocky Mountain Power (RMP) provides electrical power services to the Park. 

		B.	Two easements are necessary to allow RMP access to service and maintain power lines: one is for the main electrical power lines to the Park (the “Under Ground Right of Way Easement”) and one is for a set of guy wires anchoring an existing power pole in the Park (the “Power Pole and Guy Wire Easement”).     

		C.	It has been determined that in exchange for the Underground Right of Way easement attached hereto as Exhibit A and the Power Pole and Guy Wire Easement attached hereto as Exhibit B, RMP will install the power line facilities necessary to provide electrical services to the Park. 

		D.	It has been determined that installation and connection to RMP’s power line facilities constitutes fair and adequate consideration for the grant of said easements, and no other fee shall be required for the easements because of the benefit the power line facilities will provide to the County’s Park.  

		E.	It has been determined that the best interests of the County and the general public will be served by granting the easements under the terms and conditions of the attached Underground Right of Way Easement and Power Pole and Guy Wire Easement.  The grant of said easements will be in compliance with all applicable state statutes and county ordinances.     

		NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that the grant and conveyance of the Underground Right of Way Easement and the Power Pole and Guy Wire Easement to RMP in furtherance of the County’s operations of the Park is hereby approved; and the Mayor and County Clerk are hereby authorized to execute the originals of said easements and to deliver the fully executed documents to the County Real Estate Section for distribution as necessary to complete the transaction.

AN ORDINANCE ENACTING CHAPTER 2.75A AND CHAPTER 19.07 OF THE SALT LAKE COUNTY CODE OF ORDINANCES, 2001, DESIGNATING A MOUNTAINOUS PLANNING DISTRICT, ESTABLISHING A PLANNING COMMISSION FOR THIS DISTRICT, AND PROVIDING FOR THIS PLANNING COMMISSION’S COMPOSITION, AUTHORITY, RULES AND PROCEDURES, AND MAKING OTHER RELATED CHANGES.

	The County legislative body of Salt Lake County ordains as follows:

	SECTION I.  Chapter 2.75A of the Salt Lake County Code of Ordinances, 2001, is hereby enacted to read as follows:

	Pursuant to the provisions of Section 17-27a-901 of the Utah Code, the county council has created a Mountainous Planning District as stated in Section 19.07.020 of this Code.  The Mountainous Planning District has boundaries as set forth in Section 19.07.010 of this Code, which includes portions of the unincorporated county previously under the jurisdiction of the Salt Lake County Planning Commission or the Millcreek Township Planning Commission.  

2.75A.020	POWERS EXERCISED BY THE MOUNTAINOUS PLANNING DISTRICT PLANNING COMMISSION

1. The powers and duties of the Mountainous Planning District Planning Commission members are provided for in Chapter 19.07 of this Code. Those powers and duties shall be exercised within the geographical boundaries of the Mountainous Planning District as provided therein.  All matters that were pending and had previously been under the jurisdiction of the Salt Lake County Planning Commission or the Millcreek Township Planning Commission regarding property now within the geographical area of the Mountainous Planning District shall be considered to be under the jurisdiction and subject to all the powers and duties of the Mountainous Planning District as of the effective date of this ordinance.
2. The Salt Lake County Planning Commission and the Millcreek Township Planning Commission shall cease to exercise jurisdiction over all newly filed planning and zoning matters within the Mountainous Planning District area on the day this ordinance becomes effective.

2.75A.030	POWERS AND DUTIES NOT AFFECTED

	This chapter does not affect the powers and duties of the Salt Lake County Planning Commission or the Millcreek Township Planning Commission, outlined in Chapter 19.05, Salt Lake County Code of Ordinances, 2001, over all pending and future land use applications regarding any property located in areas remaining within their jurisdictional boundaries and outside of the Mountainous Planning District.

	SECTION II.  Chapter 19.07 of the Salt Lake County Code of Ordinances, 2001, is hereby enacted to read as follows:

A. Mountainous Planning District Map

The area of the Mountainous Planning District is hereby designated according to the Mountainous Planning District Map that is on file with the county clerk, and such map is made by this reference a part of this title as if fully described and detailed herein.  The map of the Mountainous Planning District may be examined by the public subject to any reasonable regulations established by the county clerk.  All of the area within the Mountainous Planning District Map meets the following criteria:

1. The area is primarily used for recreational purposes, including canyons, foothills, ski resorts, wilderness areas, lakes and reservoirs, campgrounds, or picnic areas;
2. The area is used by residents of Salt Lake County who live inside and outside the limits of a municipality;
3. The total resident population in the Mountainous Planning District Area is equal to or less than 5% of the population of Salt Lake County; and
4. The area was within the unincorporated area of Salt Lake County before May 12, 2015.

B. Boundary Location Rules

Where uncertainty exists as to the boundary of the Mountainous Planning District, the following rules shall apply:

1. Wherever the boundary is indicated as being approximately upon the centerline of a street, alley or block, or along a property line, then, unless otherwise definitely indicated on the map, the centerline of the street, alley or block, or such property line shall be construed to be the boundary of the Mountainous Planning District.
2. Whenever such boundary line of the Mountainous Planning District is indicated as being approximately at the line of any river, irrigation canal, or other waterway or railroad right-of-way, or public park, or other public land, or any section line, then in such cases the center of the stream, canal or waterway, or of the railroad right-of-way, or the boundary line of such public land or such section line shall be deemed to be the boundary of the Mountainous Planning District.  
3. Where the application of the above rules does not clarify the Mountainous Planning District boundary location, the land use hearing officer shall interpret the map.  

19.07.020	MOUNTAINOUS PLANNING DISTRICT PLANNING COMMISSION

A. Creation.  

1. There is hereby created a Mountainous Planning District, consisting of the area described in Section 19.07.010 of this chapter.
2. There is hereby established a Mountainous Planning District Planning Commission (“Planning Commission”).

A. Powers and Duties.  The Planning Commission shall have the following powers and duties:

1. Make and recommend to the county council a general plan and amendments to the general plan for the Mountainous Planning District;
2. Prepare and recommend to the county council land use ordinances and a zoning map and amendments thereto for the Mountainous Planning District;
3. Consider and recommend to the county council a subdivision ordinance and amendments thereto for areas within the Mountainous Planning District;
4. Recommend proposed application processes and the appropriate delegation of power to at least one land use authority and at least one appeal authority as provided in Section 17-27a-302 of the Utah Code.
5. Act as the land use authority as provided in Section 19.07.030;
6. Advise the county council on matters that the county council directs;
7. Provide other functions as specified in this chapter or as directed by the county council.

B. Membership, Appointment, Terms, Removal, and Vacancies:  

1. The Planning Commission shall be composed of nine (9) members to be appointment by the mayor with the advice and consent of the county council.  The mayor, with the advice and consent of the county council may also appoint up to two (2) alternate members of the Planning Commission.  Alternate members must meet the qualifications as the other Planning Commission members.  
2. All members of the Planning Commission shall serve a term of three (3) years, except that in the case of the first Planning Commission appointed under the provisions of this section, three (3) members shall be appointed for an initial term of one (1) year, three (3) members shall be appointed for an initial term of two (2) years, and the remaining three (3) members shall be appointed to serve a full three-year term.  Any alternate members of the Planning Commission shall be appointed to serve a term of four (4) years.  In the event a term of a member shall expire without a successor having been appointed, the member shall continue to serve until a successor has been appointed and the term of the successor shall terminate on the same day as though the successor was appointed in a timely manner.  Any vacancy created during the term of a member shall be filled for only the remainder of the unexpired portion of that term.  No member shall serve more than two (2) consecutive full terms.
3. The Planning Commission shall elect a chair and vice chair from among its members to sit for one year terms and may, by majority vote, adopt rules regarding its activities, which rules may not be in conflict with the Land Use, Management and Development Act, Utah Code Ann. §17-27a-101 et. seq., or this Ordinance.  The chair shall be considered for purposes of establishing a quorum and shall act as a voting member.
4. Unless otherwise provided by law, any vacancy occurring on the Planning Commission by reason of death, resignation, removal or disqualification shall be filled by the mayor with the advice and consent of the county council for the unexpired term of such member.  The mayor with advice and consent of the county council may remove for cause a member of the Planning Commission upon the filing of written charges against the member and after a public hearing on the charges conducted by a hearing officer appointed by the mayor if requested by the member.
5. Quorum:  No meeting of the Planning Commission shall be official or of any effect except when a quorum of the members are present.  Five members of the Planning Commission shall constitute a quorum.  All actions shall require the concurring vote of a majority of the members present, unless stricter voting procedures are established by the Planning Commission.

C. Qualifications for Membership:  

1. Planning Commission members must be registered voters who reside either in the unincorporated or incorporated areas of Salt Lake County.  
2. At least one Planning Commission member shall reside within the Mountainous Planning District.  
3. Planning Commission members shall represent areas located in the unincorporated and incorporated county.  In appointing Planning Commission members, the mayor and county council shall endeavor to provide as much geographically balanced representation as is practicable.

D. Jurisdiction:  The Planning Commission shall have jurisdiction regarding all pending and future planning and zoning matters and proceedings within the Mountain Planning District Area, including areas of the Mountainous Planning District that are also located within a municipality or are unincorporated.

E. Meetings:

1. The Planning Commission shall establish a regular meeting schedule.
2. The Planning Commission must comply with Title 52, Chapter 4, Open and Public Meetings Act.

19.07.030	LAND USE AUTHORITY

A.  Land Use Authority Designation.  Except as otherwise provided herein, the Planning Commission is designated as the land use authority pursuant to state law as provided in this Title and is authorized to act to the same extent as any other planning commission under this Code, including for the following land use applications:

1. Mobile home parks as provided in Title 15, Chapter 24
2. Subdivisions as provided in Title 18, Chapter 08
3. Preliminary plats as provided in Title 18, Chapter 12
4. Planned unit developments as provided in Title 19, Chapter 78
5. Conditional use permits as provided in Title 19, Chapter 84
6. Modifications to designated county historical sites as set forth in Title 19, Chapter 86
7. Nonconforming uses and special exceptions as set forth in Title 19, Chapter 88

	SECTION III.  This ordinance shall become effective fifteen (15) days after its passage and upon at least one publication of the ordinance or a summary thereof in a newspaper published and having general circulation in Salt Lake County.
