APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Mark Lynne made a motion to approve the Minutes from the Planning Commission meeting held October 7, 2015.  Laurie Baldwin seconded the motion. Mark Lynne, David Zook, Laurie Baldwin, Mark Hurd and Melinda Lee voted in favor.

CITY COUNCIL REPORT
Sharidean reported:
1. Discussed a pre-disaster mitigation plan from the Bear River Health Department.
2. Re-certified the Court.
3. Discussed the intersection at 1600 East 200 South, possible roundabout.
4. Reviewed the Accessory Apartment ordinance regarding water meters and charges.
5. Voted to submit the DWR Application then wait and watch North Logan and others.
6. Discussed secondary water
7. Discussed at length the trail/open space in Northern Meadows subdivision, phases I-III.

PUBLIC HEARING – Paul Steward Barn
Paul and Sunny Stewart explained the plans and drawings he submitted. They plan to use all local vendors/suppliers.  Mike Nielsen spoke in support.  Bob Balls called Melinda earlier in the week to express his support (no complaint).  The hearing was closed.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mark Lynne said the east setback needs to be at least 11 feet for the 17’ average height.  Mark Hurd agreed.  Paul Stewart agreed to allow for that.  David asked about the nearest dwelling.  All are sufficient distances away.  David made a motion to approve the Special Use Permit application from Paul Stewart for a barn at 124 South 400 East on 3.2 acres in a residential zone (R1).   Melinda seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, David Zook, Laurie Baldwin, Mark Hurd and Melinda Lee voted in favor.  

ANIMAL ORDINANCE 
Commission discussed when animals are “mature”, able to reproduce.  Melinda asked about dogs.  They sometimes cannot reproduce until two but the city requires licensing beginning at 4 months.  Mark Lynne said that is a separate ordinance not to be addressed here.  Same as removing the word “CATS” from our ordinance that is incorrect.  We do not license cats in Hyde Park City.  Mark Hurd suggested we correct/update everything at once.  Alan Balls asked about “exotic” animals.  Melissa suggested using “dangerous” or “wild”.  

David went through his list of resident comments one at a time to assure our newest draft covered each point:
1. Want roosters and pigs - Not prohibited
2. Stockpiling manure/composting - Deleted specific dates; subject to nuisance ordinance.
3. Decorative fence - Defined.
4. 4H, kids, animals less than a year old – Allow twice the animal units on a temporary basis.
5. Small “horse” not same as large “horse” – Satisfied by weight categories.
6. Unreasonable setback from neighbor of 75’ – Changed to 75’ from home.  Still too restrictive.  Mark Lynne said it works even for smaller lots.
7. Three species limit – Removed.
8. Combine all fowl – So stated.
9. Pasture vs. corral vs. coop, different setbacks, misunderstanding – See 2.
10. Half acre land vs. half acre pasture – Still negotiating.  Sharidean suggested striking “7.10.070 G” (minimum lot size) completely.  Bann Matson asked about residents who have long had horses on a half acre lot.  Mark Hurd asked about the purpose of our ordinance.  He suggests it is quality of life to neighbors.  David asked if it is humane to keep two horses on a half acre.  Sharidean said animals are better and happier with others (ie. two horses are happier than one).  Bann asked us to consider horses to have an AEU of 0.75 instead of 1.0.

Continue this discussion.  Melinda will prepare a new draft for review and send it out to each member before our next meeting.

SECONDARY WATER SHARES TRANSFER 
David again asked if our Impact Fees cover water rights.  Mark Hurd said no.  David said new residents should pay the city for water rights to provide culinary water to the resident.  Some of the discussion involves converting secondary water to culinary water.  Hurd noted that once converted it can NOT go back.  David noted Nibley City takes all water rights for culinary, thus residents have no secondary water choice.  David would like to see Hyde Park do some kind of hybrid allocation.  Mark Hurd believes the city should not force developers to sell water rights.  David believes the city uses its water rights for the benefit of new residents, thus they should contribute a portion.  Melinda agreed.  Melinda asked about the new well under research.   Mark Hurd said it is for secondary water.

Continue this discussion.
