Mayor Jerry A. Taylor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Escalante City Council Chambers.

There were no public comments.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER 06, 2015 MEETING
Council member Stowe made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 06, 2015 meeting as written. Council member Torgersen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Allen, Graham, Torgersen and Barnes voting aye.

PLANNING AND ZONING ITEMS
PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
RYAN CROSIER - CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT
Council member Stowe explained Mr. Crosier’s Conditional Use Permit. This Conditional Use Permit goes with Mr. Bonner’s Business License. Council member Stowe stated a conflict of interest because she works with Mr. Bonner. Council member Allen made a motion to approve Mr. Crosier’s Conditional Use Permit. Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Allen, Graham, Torgersen and Barnes voting aye.	

BRENT BONNER - BUSINESS LICENSE
Council member Stowe stated a conflict of interest because she works with Mr. Bonner. 
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Council member Allen stated a conflict of interest because he is related to Mr. Bonner.
Council member Stowe explained Mr. Bonner is the owner of Dixie Munitions LLC and is applying for a business license that goes with Mr. Crosier’s Conditional Use Permit. 
This Business License meets all requirements and Planning and Zoning has approved it. 
Mr. Bonner explained his business to the Council. Council member Torgersen made a 
motion to approve Mr. Bonner’s Business License. Council member Barnes seconded 
the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Allen, Graham, Torgersen 
and Barnes voting aye.
 	
SCHEDULED ITEMS
RICHARD LYMAN - TREES ON CITY PROPERTY
Mr. Lyman said the trees on Main Street block his motel sign and is hurting his business. 
Mr. Lyman said in June, July and August they rented an average of one room per night because people can't see their sign while driving down Main Street. Council member Barnes said most people make their reservation on the internet and asked Mr. Lyman if his business has a website. Mr. Lyman said he is not sure because his wife takes care of that part of the business. Council member Barnes said she does not want to remove the trees, but is willing to prune them. Council member Torgersen said she drove down Main Street and every business is affected in some way by the trees on Main Street and she is not willing to cut them all down. Council member Allen said he feels the internet is the best solution for Mr. Lyman’s business. Mayor Taylor said he viewed motels in Escalante on the internet and did not see a website for Mr. Lyman’s motel. Mayor Taylor said he would like the City Council to look at the trees and do some research, then get back to 
Mr. Lyman on this item. This item was discussed at length. 

CITY DOG KENNEL
Mayor Taylor said there are twenty two dogs from Escalante being housed in the Panguitch dog kennel and that is a problem. Mayor Taylor said Panguitch City wants us to bring the dogs back 
to Escalante, but we have nowhere to house them. Mayor Taylor said the twenty two dogs are 
from one owner in Escalante. Council member Torgersen asked if the owner of the dogs will 
have to pay for them being housed. Mayor Taylor said Escalante City will have to bill the owner. 
Mayor Taylor said the City need’s to look at building a kennel on City property. Council member Allen asked if there is a place we can contract with to keep the dogs so we don’t have to build a kennel until we can budget for it. Blaine Porter asked if the City builds a kennel will someone have to run it. City Attorney Huntington said yes, the City would need a kennel master. Mr. Porter asked about putting a kennel in the stalls at the race track. Council member Torgersen said she would like to see if Panguitch City will contract with Escalante City and keep the dogs in their kennel. 
City Attorney Huntington said he will contact Panguitch City about a contract. This item was discussed at length.
