1.  CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Ward calls the room to order and welcomes the guests.
2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Chairman Ward calls on Mike Humes to lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
	DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS
3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM SEPTEMBER 4, 2015 PLANNING & ZONING MEETING.
Chairman Ward asks for a motion to approve the minutes.  Allen Jenson moves to approve the minutes from the September 4, 2015 Planning & Zoning meeting.  Chris Archibald seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
4.  NEW PLANNING COMMISSION MEMBER-LONNIE PEBWORTH.
Chairman Ward asks the clerk to explain.  The clerk said Town Board had decided on Lonnie Pebworth to be the new Planning Commission member.  Mayor Allred asked him and he said he would serve.  He will be appointed at the next Town Board meeting.
5.  MIKE HUMES-SET BACK REVIEW AND BUILDING PERMIT FOR A NEW HOUSE AT 80 S. 100 W.
Mike Humes shows the planners his plat plan for his new house at 80 S. 100 W.  The new house will face 100 W. and the church.  Setbacks come up for discussion and the clerk states they are fifteen on the sides, thirty on the front and ten in the rear, except for a corner lot which changes the yard setback that faces the street to twenty.  The planners study the plat plan.  Mike Humes states that the north setback is fifteen, and the south side setback is at twenty for the house.  Humes states that if he remembers correctly a garage is considered an auxiliary building so the setbacks for that would be five feet for auxiliary buildings so they are five feet.  The garage is considered an auxiliary building so it only needs setbacks of five.  Katie Humes states that it is the only way to fit it on the building.  Chairman Ward asks about the bump out.  Mike Humes said they are hoping the planners will approve the bump out on the north side.  It is a small segment of the side of the house that is only at a setback of ten feet.  Chairman Ward said approving this falls under the variance and they are not the body to approve it.  It would have to fall under the Appeal Authority.  The clerk goes to his office to get some information.  Katie Humes said she was under the impression the setbacks were just fifteen on the sides, and so they designed their house that way.  Allen Jenson said variances are very hard to meet, it has to be an extreme hardship due to an unusual shape or slope of the lot and things like that that allow for a variance.  He has some information and he reads:  A variance is a device that grants property owners relief from certain provisions of the zoning ordinance because of a particular physical shape of the property that puts a particular hardship on the owner.  The petitioner must prove that hardship exists.  Katie Humes said that is not something we can say for sure.  The hardship for us would be having to re-do our plans.  Chairman Ward said that is not something we can handle here.  The clerk said he couldn’t find his main book but he found something on variance.  He reads basically the same thing as Allen Jenson read before.  The Appeal Authority is the only body that can grant the variance.  The clerk said he didn’t realize that you would be asking for a variance and since this body can’t grant the variance, he will have to set up a special meeting with the Appeal Authority.  It will take some time to get it advertised, and the members lined up, but he hopes to get it done before the next board meeting.  Mike Humes asks about the process for appeal.  The clerk said he will have to review it, as this is only the second time he has had to do one.
6.  NEW BUSINESS.  ORDINANCE REVIEW.
