	Matt Hilderman said the applicant, Carl Allgrunn, is requesting approval to subdivide the property located at 7460 South 410 East into two lots in conjunction with a two-unit residential structure that was approved by the Planning Commission through the Conditional Use process. This subdivision would allow each unit within the two unit residential structure to be individually owned. This property includes approximately 9,042 square feet and has frontage on a recognized private lane (410 East). There is an existing concrete footing structure on the property that will be removed before the new structure is constructed.

The property is zoned SF-1 with a Duplex Overlay. This is a pre-existing lot that complies with most of the lot standards for the SF-1 zone district, specifically minimum lot area, width, and frontage along the east boundary fronting 410 East. The lot depth is smaller than what is required in this zone, however because this lot existed prior to this current standard, it is still considered a buildable lot. In addition, Section 17-7-1.14(C) of the Zoning Ordinance provides for a lot size exclusion in the Duplex Overlay for the division of property creating individual ownership of each side of a twin home structure. In this particular case, the proposed boundary that creates the two lots reflects the common wall between the two dwelling units within the proposed twin home structure, as provided for in Section 17-7-1.14 (C). The Subdivision Ordinance requires that 2-inch caliper deciduous street trees be planted with any new subdivision at a rate of one tree for every 30 feet of frontage. Based on this requirement, two street trees are required to be planted on Lot 1 and two trees are required to be planted on Lot 2. The Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on this preliminary subdivision plat on March 26, 2014. Based on compliance with the zoning and subdivision requirements of the SF-1 Zone District and the Duplex Overlay, the Planning Commission forwarded a positive recommendation to the City Council to approve the Stratford 1 Subdivision plat with the following conditions:

1. The applicant shall prepare a final subdivision plat to be reviewed and approved by the City Engineer, Fire Marshall, and City Council 

2. A note shall be added to the subdivision plat indicating that two, 2-inch caliper deciduous street trees be planted along 410 East on each lot or guaranteed by a cash bond prior to certificate of occupancy being issued for the units.

3. A note shall be added to the subdivision plat indicating that a two-unit residential structure with a common wall along the center lot line is required to be constructed on the property unless the subdivision plat is officially amended. 
4. The applicant shall obtain duty to serve letters for water and sewer for the new lots prior to the subdivision plat being recorded.

5. The applicant shall provide evidence that a courtesy notice has been sent to Questar Gas, Rocky Mountain Power, Comcast Cable, Qwest Communications, and UTOPIA regarding the utility easements on the subdivision plat prior to final approval.

Mayor Seghini opened the public comment portion of the public hearing.
Richard Allred, 7417 South 410 East, said there is an unusual situation on 410 East since it is a private lane and there is only enough room for one vehicle at a time. If anyone has an event, people end up parking on other's property. If the trees are planted too close to the road, the residents of the street have to pave the road so that would be a concern. He said he hopes the trees are set back. He said his main concern is the number of cars on the lane and where they park if their driveway is full. It might be better to have a single dwelling instead of two.  He asked how many feet are between the buildings to the property line.

Matt Hilderman reviewed setbacks. He said a variance was granted on this property in 2007 so the two units are allowed.

	CONSIDER A PRELIMINARY SUBDIVISION PLAT FOR MONTGOMERY PUD MASTER PLANNED DEVELOPMENT LOCATED AT 8000 SOUTH BETWEEN 359 WEST AND 427 WEST

	Matt Hilderman said on February 26, 2014, the Planning Commission approved a master planned development for an 11-unit single-family housing project located at 8000 South between 359 West and 427 West, excluding 399 West and is known as Montgomery PUD Master Planned Development. This property includes approximately 2.52 acres and is located within the SF-1 zone district. The preliminary subdivision plat is consistent with the approved preliminary site plan. The applicant will need to obtain approval of a final site plan from the Midvale City Staff.  It is the intent of the residential developer, Kent Montgomery, to create a “for sale” housing product. In order to do this, a subdivision plat designating the individual single-family units, is required. The applicant is requesting approval of a Preliminary Subdivision Plat for the entire project. The final site plan for the project will need to be approved prior to the final subdivision plat approval.  
These plats reflect the project boundary and the preliminary development layout approved by the Planning Commission in February as a master planned development. The plat provides for individual ownership of each single-family unit and adjacent yard space. The remainder of the property will be included in common areas, including the pedestrian sidewalks and private roads. The common areas will be owned and maintained by a homeowners association, with all individual owners having an equal ownership interest in the association and these areas. The declaration of covenants, conditions, and restrictions (CC&R’s) will specify the use and maintenance of the private and common areas and this document will need to be recorded concurrently with the final subdivision plat.  
The Planning Commission reviewed this request and conducted the required public hearing on November 8, 2013 and on January 8, 2014. Following the public hearing, the Planning Commission moved to table this project requesting the applicant to address particular concerns. On February 26, 2014, the Planning Commission reviewed the revised proposal. The Planning Commission forwarded a positive recommendation to the City Council to approve the preliminary subdivision plat for Montgomery PUD Master Planned Development with the following conditions:

1. The applicant shall prepare a final subdivision plat to be reviewed and approved by the City Engineer and City Council.

2. The applicant shall obtain duty to serve letters for water and sewer for the new lots prior to the subdivision plat being recorded.
3. The applicant shall provide evidence that courtesy notice has been sent to Questar Gas, Utah Power, Comcast Cable, and Qwest Communications regarding the utility easements on the subdivision plat prior to final approval.

4. The applicant shall submit a declaration of covenants, conditions, and restrictions, including the creation of a homeowners association for the development. This document shall be recorded concurrently with the subdivision plat.

5. Prior to the subdivision plat being recorded, the applicant shall obtain final site plan approval for the master planned development.
Mayor Seghini opened the public comment portion of the public hearing.



	Larry Patterson, 408 West Cornell Drive, said his concern was the structures are not placed to block the car lights from shining into the back of his house. He would like a house in front of the road so the lights do not shine in his house every night.

Councilmember Paul Glover asked if a solid fence is required for the development. Matt Hilderman said the developer is required to have a 6ft white vinyl fence. 

Leesa Moll, 358 West Cornell Drive, said she has concerns about the property line fence. They will need to take down the property line fence and she has an autistic child that is a runner. She would need notice so she can make sure she locks her son in the house. She is also concerned that the mice will go into their yards when the field is developed.

Kent Montgomery, owner and developer, said the fence issue was brought up in the Planning Commission meeting and he is more than willing to keep good contact with all the residents around the area in coordinating the timing of the fence and those types of issues. If a temporary fence is needed, he would like to be able to put it on their lot until they can get the fence built. He said he would make sure it will not be a hazard.  

Nathan Moore said he agreed with his neighbors and their concerns but this is a great project. He said it’s nice to see what the developer is doing and bringing to the neighborhood. He said he would like to thank the Planning Commission for really listening to the concerns of the residents.
Kelly Cantrell, 408 West Cornell Drive, said she too is concerned about the car lights. She said she also has dogs so she would appreciate good communication regarding the fence issue. She said vinyl fencing tends to deteriorate and break so she hopes it is maintained.

	Laurie Harvey said  the City Council is considering issuing Water, Sewer, and Storm Water Revenue bonds to finance the cost of improvements to the City’s storm water utility system the Parameters Resolution adopted on April 15, 2014, authorized the issuance of not more than $2.8 million of Water, Sewer, and Storm Water Revenue Bonds, Series 2014, to bear interest at a rate not to exceed 5.0% per annum, to mature in not more than 20 years from their date, and to be sold at a price not less than 97% of the total principal amount thereof the purpose of this public hearing is to receive input from the public with respect to the issuance by the City of the Bonds and the potential economic impact that the Project will have on the private sector. A 30-day contest period will follow the public hearing. After the 30-day contest period, the designated officers specified within this parameters resolution are authorized to approve issuance of the bonds, providing the terms are within the parameters established. 

FISCAL IMPACT:

Direct placement of the bonds is recommended due to lower issuance costs and quicker funding. Debt service payments will be made from the Midvale City Public Utilities and Storm Water Funds over 15-20 years. The annual payment over a 15 year period is estimated to be is approximately $200,000. Projected water, sewer and storm water revenues are adequate to cover the debt service assuming growth rates of 1-4 % in service areas.

	Kane Loader said there are several procedural steps the City Council is required to take in order to adopt the FY 2015 budgets and be compliant with state statute. 

1. UCA 10-6-111(1) requires the Budget Officer to present a tentative budget for each fund within the city. The budgets must be submitted not later than the first regularly scheduled meeting in May. We will present budgets for the General Fund, Public Utility Fund, Sanitation Fund, Internal Service Funds, Capital Improvement Fund, Telecommunications Fund, Street Lighting Fund and Storm Water Utility Fund on Tuesday, May 6th. At that time we will brief you on the revised revenue estimates, provide a brief overview of the expenditures, and present budget highlights along with any proposed program changes.

2. UCA 10-6-111(3) further requires the City Council to adopt the tentative budget at this meeting. The Council will then review and amend, if necessary, the budgets prior to their final adoption. During the next several weeks we will begin discussing in detail with the Council each department budget. We will be following the schedule that has been outlined on the budget calendar.

3. As a reminder, the purpose of a tentative budget is to have a working tool from which we can start the formal adoption process. By adopting the tentative budgets and the revenue assumptions you are not agreeing to anything. The budget document can be changed, updated and amended any time prior to final adoption in June. At the time of final adoption, all of the City’s budgets must be balanced, meaning that expenditures must be equal to revenues.

	APPROVE RESOLUTION NO. 2014-R-17 DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT FOR KIMPTON SQUARE MIXED USE PROJECT (NORTHWEST CORNER HOLDEN STREET AND 7800 SOUTH)


	Lesley Burns stated Henry Walker Homes has proposed a mixed use development at the northwest corner of Holden Street and 7800 South. This project, the Kimpton Square Mixed Use Project, is part of the Bingham Junction zone district and includes the Silver Refinery Overlay. The project area is approximately 9.36 acres in size. On June 26, 2013, the Planning Commission approved a Large Scale Master Plan for this property, which includes a 1.26 acre commercial parcel, a 7.23 acre medium density residential parcel, and a 1.09 acre public open space parcel. On September 25, 2013, the Planning Commission approved a Small Scale Master Plan for the residential and public open space parcels within the Large Scale Master Plan area with a number of conditions.  The residential development includes 75 detached, single family units with a private road system, improved open space and recreation amenities. The private recreation amenities for the residents include some useable turf areas, walkways, a central plaza with fire pit benches and community garden boxes. Currently, there are four housing model types being proposed, with options to expand the number of models available with further Planning Commission review and approval. The models include two and three story structures with one and two car garages. The public open space parcel includes the Pioneer Cemetery area. It is the developer’s intent to keep the existing cemetery improvements and expand the walking paths and landscaped area to encompass the entire public open space parcel and add seating and gathering areas. The public open space will transition into the landscaped common areas of the residential development. A public walkway will be provided between Holden Street and the public open parcel. At this time, there are no specific development plans for the commercial parcel. The Planning Commission also recommended a preliminary subdivision plat for the overall development. This divides the property into the three uses and provides the preliminary lot layout for the residential development. The developer is currently working a final site plan for the first phase of the residential project based on these approvals.

One of the conditions of these approvals required the applicant to work with the City on a Development Agreement to be reviewed and approved by the Midvale City Council as required in Sections 17-7-9.2 and 17-3-5 of the Zoning Ordinance. This Development Agreement is 2 intended to ensure compliance with the approved development plans and provide a timeline for completion of the public and common area improvements.  The Developer, Property Owner and Staff have written a development agreement for the City Council’s consideration. The agreement language has been approved by the Developer and Property Owner and a copy of this agreement is attached. The agreement provides for and includes the following:

· The agreement will run with the property and will be binding on any successors and assigns of the current Developer and Property Owner in the future.

· A guarantee of off and on-site public improvements through performance bonds.

· Compliance with the Institutional Controls required for the overall Bingham Junction area.

· A copy of the approved amended Large Scale Master Plan and conditions of approval (Exhibit B).

· A copy of the approved Small Scale Master Plan and conditions of approval for the residential and public open space components. This includes site layout, landscaping, recreation amenities, and building architecture for the residential development and a general layout for the public open space parcel (Exhibit C).

· A copy of the recommended preliminary subdivision plat for the overall development and conditions of approval (Exhibit D).

· A guarantee and timing for the conveyance of the required improved public open space. The agreement requires that the public open space improvements be completed and the property conveyed to the City on or before the 50th residential unit receives a Certificate of Occupancy.

· A guarantee and timing for the common area improvements to be completed within the residential project.

· Specific conditions for approval of Final Site Plans and Subdivision Plats. Many of these are in the exhibits attached to the agreement, including the small scale master plan, construction plans, landscape plans, building models, exterior building materials and colors, and recreation amenity details.  If the City Council is comfortable with the proposed agreement, Staff has prepared a resolution that would authorize the Mayor to sign the Development Agreement on behalf of the City.

	APPROVE RESOLUTION NO. 2014-R-20 AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH BOWEN CONSTRUCTION FOR THE INSTALLATION OF THE ADAMS STREET STORM DRAIN PROJECT

	Keith Ludwig said that last spring/summer the Adams Street area experience severe flooding on several occasions, and continues to require constant monitoring during storm events.  The City engaged our storm drain consultant, Bowen Collins & Associates (BC&A) to study this area and come up with a design to remedy this problem.  BC&A determined that there is roughly 35 acres that drain to Adams Street, with obviously inadequate capacity from Adams Street to the west. City staff worked with, and met on several occasions with BC&A staff and have come up with a plan to take storm water that flows to Adams Street and redirect that flow to the 8000 South storm drain system at I-15. This water is then pumped to a detention facility at 90th South and I-15. Public Works was been working with UDOT personnel to ensure their pumping station at 8000 South is working during storm events.  The other option was to replace the existing storm drain lines the run west from Adams Street, but that would require boring new lines under 1-15, the UPRR lines and the Front Runner Lines. This option not only would be extremely costly, but may not have even been allowable considering the various entities we would have had to deal with.  Plans and specification were produced and the project was advertised for bid on March 22nd, 23rd, 29th, and 30th. A bid opening was held on April 8, 2014.  After analyzing the bids, it was determined that Bowen Construction (no relation to Bowen Collins & Associates) was the best qualified for the job as well as having the lowest bid of $322,700. The City’s Purchasing Agent, Matt McCune, reviewed the bidding documents and authorized us to award the contract with Bowen Construction.  Due to the fact that we would like to get this project under way as soon as possible to avoid further flooding problems this summer, I am asking for a suspension of the rules so that you can take action on this item tonight.

FISCAL IMPACT: Their bid of $322,700 is within the budget for this project.

	DISCUSS MOUNTAIN VIEW COMMUNITY GARDEN


	Kane Loader said he met with Mark Hooyer about this project and is very pleased with what they are bringing to the community. He personally recommended it to the Council.

Mark Hooyer said he is a member of the Mountain View Christian Assembly and over the years the church has picked up approximately 6.5 acres of property west of the church. He said they would like to build something that will benefit everyone. The community garden is a piece of land shared by neighbors and residents for growing vegetables and flowers. Salt lake County promotes this kind of idea. They have partnered with Wasatch Gardens and have full access to their resources. In fact, Wasatch Gardens has provided them with $1,100 grant. The propsed site is on 8000 South 300 East. He said he talked  with the City Manager about the following:
· Pressurized water tie-in to the City main

· Water costs - asked if the City may be willing to pay for that water. 

· Salvage privileges to City surplus – if the City has things coming off of City property or parks if they can have it donated to their community garden.

· Limited use of City equipment 

· Schedule priority for this spring; for water hookup ASAP. 

This is not a church garden; they want it to be a community garden. 

Kane Loader said the City offers free water to the Community Building Community (CBC) garden so he did not see a problem with that but wanted to see how the Council felt.  The City could put in a 2 inch connection and would monitor the water usage.  If the garden is successful, they can help pay for part of the water.  He recommended providing the connection and water to get it started.  He said when the City sends a 10 wheel dump truck out to the land fill to drop off a load, the employee could bring back a load of mulch for the garden, which is what we did with the CBC garden. 

Mr. Hooyer said it is the goal of the garden to become self-sufficient. 

Councilmember Paul Glover felt some kind of mechanism should be put into place so the water is not free forever.

Mr. Hooyer asked for two years of free water and then start weaning them off of the water being free.

The Council agreed. 
Craig Hall suggested creating a memorandum of understanding to memorialize the agreement. Two years waivers for water then 25% decrease for four years.  
The Council agreed and agreed to have staff move ahead with the water connection as soon as possible.

	DISCUSS KIMPTON SQUARE PRELIMINARY SUBDIVISION PLAT AND MIXED USE DEVELOPMENT LOCATED AT THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF HOLDEN STREET AND 7800 SOUTH


	Lesley Burns said on June 26, 2013, the Planning Commission approved a Large Scale Master Plan for a mixed use project on the 9.36 acre property located at the northwest corner of Holden Street and 7800 South. The mixed use project includes a commercial parcel, a medium density residential parcel, and a public open space parcel. On September 25, 2013, the Planning Commission approved a Small Scale Master Plan for the residential and public open space parcels within this Large Scale Master Plan area. 
The residential development includes 75 detached, single family units with a private road system, improved open space and recreation amenities. The open space parcel includes the area of the existing pioneer cemetery. At this time, the Planning Commission also recommended approval of a preliminary subdivision plat for the overall development with some conditions.  The proposed preliminary subdivision plat is consistent with the development layout of the approved Large and Small Scale Master Plan approvals. It includes a 1.26 acre commercial lot, a 1.09 acre public open space parcel, with the remaining 7.23 acres being divided into 75 single family residential lots, a private road system and common area for open space and recreation amenities. The Planning Commission has recommended approval of this preliminary subdivision plat with the following conditions:

1. The applicant shall prepare a final subdivision plat to be reviewed and approved by the City Engineer, Fire Marshal and City Council.

2. The applicant shall obtain a water and sewer availability letter prior to the final subdivision plat being recorded.

3. The applicant shall provide evidence that a courtesy notice has been sent to Questar Gas, Rocky Mountain Power, Comcast Cable, Utopia and Qwest Communications regarding the utility easements on the subdivision plat prior to the subdivision plat being recorded.

4. A public pedestrian easement from Holden Street to the public open space parcel shall be shown on the plat.
5. A Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&R’s) shall be drafted and recorded in conjunction with the final subdivision plat, as well as a homeowners association created to own and maintain the private roads and common area. These documents shall be reviewed and approved by Midvale City prior to recordation.

6. The final subdivision plat shall not be approved until a Development Agreement for the Kimpton Square Project is approved.

The Kimpton Square Development Agreement anticipates this project to be developed in phases, with separate Final Subdivision Plats being submitted for each of these phases, including the public open space parcel. The timing of the conveyance of the open space parcel to the City is also provided for in the Development Agreement. This preliminary subdivision plat provides the basis for these final subdivision plats in the future, including the single family residential units to be individually owned.


	Councilmember Paul Glover said he did not feel the parking area for these kinds of projects is adequate and needs to be reviewed. He also was concerned with the residents in similar projects leaving their garbage cans in front of their garages. He felt this looks terrible and needs to be reviewed.  


	C.
	DISCUSS FY2015 PROPOSED  BUDGET FOR ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES 



Laurie Harvey discussed the FY2015 Proposed Budget for Administrative Services.
She said tax revenues are going up to $816,900.  A property tax increase of 18% is $161,600.  The sales tax increase is $578,000, which is 5%over what was project for FY2014.  There is some additional money coming in just because our city is growing and getting a bigger population.   
Intergovernmental revenues show a decrease of $2 million because we don’t know yet what we have from the legislature.
Charges for services are decreasing by $248,800 in the administration fees from the Enterprise Fund.  Most of this is from salaries.

An admin fee for the street lighting fund is not being charged because it is subsidized from the general fund. 
The Fines and Forfeitures are decreasing $143,500.
Contribution to the fund balance:  $580,900.

General Fund Balance is 14% of FY 2015 general fund budget; 28 % if you add in the Fleet Fund.
She reviewed the proposed budgets for the Court, City Recorder, Human Resources, Information Technology and Finance. 
Rori Andreason reviewed a summary of a possible High Deductible Health Care Plan with a Health Savings Account. This is something many cities are moving to due to the high costs of insurance. She recommended educating the employees on how this kind of plan works and implement it slowly. 
Councilmember Paul Glover said he likes the HSA plan and feels that the employees should be forced to move to this plan without any contribution from the City. He said he wants to make sure the employees know that the City will not continue to fund increases to the insurance plan.
Rori Andreason said she would inform the employees that there options are being limited in the future.
