PUBLIC HEARING
A. CONSIDER ADOPTION OF THE MUNICIPAL BUILDING AUTHORITY OF MIDVALE CITY TENTATIVE BUDGET FOR THE FISCALYEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2014
Laurie Harvey stated there are several procedural steps the Board Members are required to follow prior to the adoption of the Fiscal Year 2014 budgets. UCA 10-6-111(1) requires the Budget Officer to present a tentative budget for each fund within the City. The budgets must be submitted no later than the first regularly scheduled meeting in May. Staff will update the Board on the revised revenue estimates and provide a brief overview of the expenditures and highlights or program changes.

Laurie Harvey reviewed the following budget items:

REVENUES
· $45,000 interest revenue

· $70,300 lease revenue from Boys & Girls Club

· $172,000 RMP rebates on LED lighting

· $217,000 from Trustee restricted funds

· Capitalized interest

· $8,297,700 from Fund Balance (bond proceeds)

EXPENDITURES
· $6,260,000 City Hall (est. $300,000 spent in FY 2013)

· $2,172,200 Street Lighting project (est. $300,000 spent in FY 2013)
· $153,000 demolition of buildings

· $217,000 interest on bond

· From Trustee restricted funds

Staff recommended adopting the Tentative Operating Budget for the Municipal Building Authority for Fiscal Year 2014.

FISCAL IMPACT: The tentative budget provides a starting point and discussion process for the operating budget for Fiscal Year 2014 prior to final approval.
